	The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County mailed a public notice package on October 14, 2010.  On October 27, 2010, the EPC received the proof of the Public Notice of Intent to Issue Permit, which was published in the St. Petersburg Times on October 21, 2010.  No comments were received from the public since it was published.  However, comments were received from the facility.

On April 27, 2009, Alice Harman, P.E. with Kinder Morgan sent an e-mail to EPC staff and provided following comments regarding the Draft AC Permit.
1. It was noted throughout the permit, that the application received August 26, 2010 has been listed along with the rule cite.  However, it implies that we requested changes to those conditions and that may not be the case as in Specific Conditions 7, 8, 9, 14, and 21.
2. EU 101 Railcar and temporary truck unloading station is located between building 1 and 2.  The railcar unloading station can direct material to any of the four warehouses as stated in the process description.
3. Can Specific condition 8, Truck loading station  EU 15, be marked reserved as this is completed and not changed by this permit?
4. In the grouping of products, it appears that the line labeled Group II has slid up a line.  Please move Granular Muriate of Potash and Standard Sulfate of Potash to the Group I category as currently permitted.
	After review of the comments, EPC staff does not have any problems in making the changes to Specific Condition No. 16 as requested.  Also, EPC agrees with removing the application reference on Specific Condition Nos. 7, 8, 9, 14 and 21.  Since this is a facility-wide construction permit, Specific Condition No. 8 will remain in the permit. The changes have been considered to be minor and will be incorporated in the Final AC Permit.
	
	The final action of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County is to issue the final permit.

Enclosed is Permit No. 0570092-016-AC to replace the Model 61-B Bucyrus Ship Unloader, which is associated with EU No. 011 (Clamshell to Hopper Transfer Point) and EU No. 19 (Clamshell to Ship’s/Barge’s Hold), with a new 1500 Series E-Crane, Model 9317 B Ship Unloader.  The permit also authorizes the replacement of the current 4' high hopper windscreens made out of portable tarp material, with permanent 4' high steel panel windscreens, the storage of ammonium nitrate in Building No. 2 (EU No. 013), and the temporary unloading of trucks at the Railcar Unloading Station (EU No. 101). The permit also re-authorizes the handling of phosphate rock under Group I.  This permit is issued pursuant to Section 403.087, Florida Statutes.

Any party to this order (permit) has the right to seek judicial review of the permit pursuant to Section 120.68, Florida Statutes, by the filing of a Notice of Appeal pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure, with the Clerk of the EPC in the Legal Department at 3629 Queen Palm Dr, Tampa, FL  33619; and by filing a copy of the Notice of Appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The Notice of Appeal must be filed within 30 days from the date this Notice is filed with the clerk of the EPC.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

This project is to improve the support vessel unloading operations at Kinder Morgan's Port Sutton Terminal. The new marine structures will replace a portion of the existing dock structure and will support a new pedestal-mounted ship unloader. The dock project seeks to integrate new marine structures together with existing structures. The new marine structures, will include a new ship unloader center support platform, center platform approach ramp, three breasting/mooring dolphins, a new hose platform, access walkways, bollards, and associated fendering. 

This permit authorizes the following construction and operational modifications at Kinder Morgan's Port Sutton Terminal:

A. Replacement of the Model 61-B Bucyrus Ship Unloader, which is associated with EU No. 011 (Clamshell to Hopper Transfer Point) and EU No. 19 (Clamshell to Ship’s/Barge’s Hold), with a new 1500 Series E-Crane, Model 9317 B Ship Unloader. The new 1500 E-Crane Ship Unloader is an electric over hydraulic machine, which utilizes electricity for power, and will be equipped to utilize either a 7.5 yd or a 10 yd bucket. The current Model 61-B Bucyrus Ship Unloader utilizes a 6yd, 8yd, or a 10yd bucket. The replacement of the ship unloader will not have an effect on the throughput of product.   

B. Storage of ammonium nitrate in Building No. 2 in addition to Building No. 4. Building No. 2 will have all required safety upgrades such as a fire suppression system and the addition of a non-combustible coating on the paved floors to inhibit product absorption. The existing conveyors will be utilized to move the material to Building No. 2.

C. Removal of the current 4' high hopper windscreens made out of portable tarp material and replace them with permanent 4' high steel panel windscreens.  

This permit also allows trucks to temporarily unload material at the Railcar Unloading Station (EU No. 101), which is located between Buildings 1 and 2, since there will be no vessel traffic during the dock replacement and crane installation.  A temporary hopper will be placed on the railcar grate to allow trucks to back-in and dump their loads in the railcar shed.  The railcar unloading station can direct material to any of the four warehouses in the facility.   

The Port Sutton Terminal receives bulk materials from ships, barges, or railcar.  Material received by ship (EU Nos. 010) is transferred via clamshell into an onshore hopper (EU No. 011).  A series of six covered conveyor belts transfer the material from the onshore hopper to one of four storage buildings (EU Nos. 012-014, and 103).  Material can also be unloaded via covered conveyors (EU No. 020). Material received by railcars is unloaded unto a grate (EU No. 103), which directs the material unto the undercar conveyor in order to transfer the material to the buildings using the covered conveyor belts (EU No. 102).  The railcar unloading station also will include the temporary truck unloading of material during the dock replacement and crane installation (EU No. 103). Material can also be transferred via the same covered conveyor belts, between buildings.  The material is loaded out from each building by conveyor belts into either trucks or railcars.  Building Nos. 1 and 2 have one truck load out area each and one truck/railcar load out area each (EU Nos. 15 & 16).  Building Nos. 3 and 4 have one truck/railcar load out area each (EU Nos. 017 & 104).  The facility also loads material from the onshore hopper directly into trucks (Direct Hit) via covered conveyor belts (EU No. 015).  The permit limits the annual material unloading throughput (material received via ship, barge, or railcar) to 1,600,000 tons/yr.

The Port Sutton Terminal can also load material into a ship or barge.  A front end loader dumps material onto a windscreened pad on the dock (EU No. 018).  The material is then transferred by clamshell into the ship's hold (EU No. 019).  The annual throughput for ship loading via the clamshell is limited to 140,000 tons/yr.

Control of particulate matter emissions from each belt to belt transfer point is achieved by total and partial enclosures.  Control of particulate matter emissions from the ship unloading to the direct hit truck loading station is controlled by a partial enclosure and by the use of a water spray system.  Dust suppressants are also used on an as needed basis.  The Hartford Street Terminal is not affected by this project.

2.	All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]

3.	Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

3.	The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or the commission of paint overspraying or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.

4.	No person shall cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  [Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]

15.	 All reasonable precautions to reduce the generation of fugitive particulate matter emissions shall be adhered to at all times when handling ammonium nitrate fertilizer including, but not limited to, the following practices and restrictions:

	a.	Storage of this product is limited to Building Nos. 2 & 4.
	b.	Avoid contact with other products when handling this material.
	c.	Ensure proper cleaning procedures are maintained on the handling and transfer equipment when switching products to be loaded.
	d.	Ensure that material is properly stored in the sections of the building designated for this material.
	e.	Periodically inspect the bin walls encasing this product to confirm that the integrity of the barrier coating on the walls has not been compromised.
	f.	Monitor the temperature in the building to ensure that action will be taken if the temperature were to approach the decomposition temperature of 130oF.
[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

Test Methods and Procedures
 
16.  	The permittee shall test the temporary truck unloading operation (EU No. 101) for opacity on each group of material is handled following issuance of this permit.  The visible emissions test shall be conducted using EPA Method 9, and shall be performed on the receiving hopper and the enclosure.  All testing should be in accordance with the requirements of Specific Condition Nos. 17, 18, and 19, except the EPA Method 9 shall be 12 minutes in duration.   [Rule 62-297, F.A.C.]

17.  	In addition to the tests specified in Specific Condition No. 16, test each emission unit and each building for opacity annually once per federal fiscal year (October 1 – September 30).  Tests shall be conducted while handling the dustiest material handled at the facility in the previous 12 months.  Test results shall be submitted in duplicate within 45 days of testing to the Air Management Division of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County.  Testing procedures shall be consistent with the requirements of Rule 62-297.310, F.A.C.  Failure to submit the process rate with the test results or operation at conditions during testing which do not reflect actual operating conditions may invalidate the test.  [Rules 62-297.310(8) and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

18.  	Compliance with the visible emission limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 11 and 17 shall be determined using EPA Method 9 contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  The EPA Method 9 test observation period on each source shall be at least thirty (30) minutes in duration.  The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling, and reporting shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A.   
[Rule 62-297.620(4), F.A.C. and 62-296.711(3)(c), F.A.C.] 

19.  	Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity listed in Specific Condition No. 5.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted. Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC. Failure to submit the input rates, the actual operating conditions, and information on whether or not the material was treated  may invalidate the test.  [Rules 62-4.070(3), 62-297.310(2)(b), and 62-297.310(8) F.A.C.]

20.  	The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted. [Rules 62-297.310(7)(a)9. and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

Monitoring, Recordkeeping, and Reporting Requirements

21.  The permittee shall perform the following checks and inspect the condition of each of the following equipment on a daily and weekly basis and shall perform any necessary maintenance work in order to keep the equipment in good working order to minimize fugitive particulate emissions.

22.  Records of the checks and inspections required in Specific Condition No. 21 and records of performance parameters shall be retained for a minimum of five years and shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state, or federal air pollution agency upon request.
[Rule 62-296.700(6)(e), F.A.C.]

23.  	In order to show compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 5, 6, 9, 11, 12, and 13, 14, and 21, the permittee shall maintain monthly records of operations for the most recent five year period.  The records shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state or federal air pollution agency upon request.  The records shall include, but not limited to, the following:  [Rule 62-296.700(6)(c), F.A.C.]

a. Date and Year
b. Name of the product received
c. Quantity of each product received (tons)
d. Quantity of each product shipped offsite (tons)
e. Point of Storage for each product
f. The building in which any grain is stored on-site
g. Twelve month rolling total of quantity of c. and d. above
h. Written documentation, which may include shipping trails, showing the GTSP stored at the site is more than 72 hours old.

j. Records of significant spills, maintenance activities, and service activities 
k. Records as required by Specific Condition No. 21.

The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200(205), F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

A)  Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment.
B)  Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.
C)  The handling of any new material not identified in this permit.

26.	Submit to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County each calendar year on or before April 1, completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility", for the preceding calendar year.  [Rule 62-210.370(2), F.A.C.]
