OBSERVATION SCHEDULE


A.
Daily (or upon each truck loading)

1.
Be aware of driver’s pneumatic unloading pressure.  Pressure should not exceed 12 psig.
2.
Visually observe baghouse vent; note all observations.  If emissions are observed, initate weekly and monthly check sequence until the problem has been identified.
3.
Listen for unusual sounds during unloading (i.e., leaking hiss, motor whine, etc.; note all observations

4.
Check control panels; note any malfunctioning indicators.

5.
Check and record bag pressure drop.
6.
Check and record bag cleaning pressure.


B.
Weekly

1. Check door hinges on baghouse.

2. Observe the baghouse interior, noting any and all of the following:

a. Check bag for tears/holes; replace bag, if necessary

b. Check bag tension; replace springs or bags, if necessary

c. Check for clogging at material entrance, clean, if necessary

d. Check material build-up on bags; replace bags, if necessary
e. Check relief/pressure valves

f. Check pressure jets/nozzles

3. Record all maintenance procedures.

4. Check truck connection to silo and ensure driver’s hose connections are sound.

C. Monthly

1. Check pulse jet assembly.

2. Check housings for corrosion.

3. Check dust collection build-up.  Dispose if necessary.

4. Check all seals and gaskets.

RECORD KEEPING
A. All inspections are to be recorded on check list (appended).

B. Inspection files to be retained for a period of three (3) years.
