Attached is Permit No. 0570097-016-AC for the after-the-fact construction of a cement line holding hopper, two (2)  cement line bagging stations, a screw conveyor, a mixing pot, and  Cement/Flyash Storage Silo No. 2 (EU 004).  Permit No. 0570097-015-AO authorized operation of the silo, however, the cement line holding hopper, the mixing pot, and the cement line bagging stations in the packaging area were not included in the permit.  

Flyash, masonry cement, or Type S cement is pneumatically unloaded into the silo via  enclosed tanker trucks.  The material is then transferred, via screw conveyor,  into a mixing pot, which is located beneath the silo,  and then gravity fed into either of two bagging stations in the packaging area.  The cement line holding hopper is used to reclaim material that may have escaped the bagging stations during the bagging process.  

Particulate matter emissions from the silo loading, screw conveyor, and mixing pot are controlled by  a 1000 ACFM Staclean, Model No. 16-6-BD, baghouse.  Particulate matter emissions from the cement bagging stations area are controlled by the use of a 5500 ACFM Staclean, Model No. 49-10A, baghouse.  Particulate matter emissions from the holding hopper are uncontrolled.

Total Potential particulate matter emissions from the silo loading, screw conveyor, mixing pot and bagging stations are approximately 0.8 tpy, which means that the emission units are exempt from PM-RACT.  However, the facility has requested a 5% opacity standard in lieu of PM stack testing and in order to comply with Chapter 1-3.52, Rules of the EPC.

Other operations at the facility include a sand mixing and packaging operation which are permitted under Permit No. 0570097-013-AO and a kiln dryer operation permitted under Permit No. 0570097-017-AO.

The facility published the Public Notice in La Gaceta on August 11, 2006.  No comments from the public or the facility were received.

Based on our review, we recommend approval of the above referenced permit as drafted.

A part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions. [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]

2.
All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

3.
Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-209, 62-210, 62-212, 62-272, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

4.
The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or the commission of paint overspraying or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.

5.
As requested by the permittee, in order to exempt Emission Unit No. 004 from particulate matter RACT, the maximum allowable particulate matter emissions from Emission Unit No. 004 shall be less than 1.0 ton for any 12 consecutive month period. [Rule 62-296.700(2)(c), F.A.C.]

6.
Emissions from the holding hopper, bagging stations, silo loading, screw conveyor, and mixing pot shall be controlled to the extent necessary to limit visible emissions to 5 percent opacity. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Chapter 1-3.52, Rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County]

7.
To ensure compliance with Specific Condition No. 5, the following limitations shall apply for any consecutive twelve month period: [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Air Construction Permit Application submitted January 31, 2006]

    A)
Filling of the silo shall be done at pressures less than or equal to 12 psig

    B)
The material loaded into the silo shall not exceed 336,960 tons 

    C)
The maximum material silo loading rate shall not exceed 45 tons per hour

    D)
The maximum material silo unloading rate shall not exceed 50 tons per hour

    E)
The maximum bagging rate per bagging station shall not exceed 5 tons per hour

    F)
All displaced air from the silo loading operation and the bagging operation shall be vented to the corresponding baghouse

    G)
The hours of operation for each emission unit  shall not exceed 7,488 hours

8.
In order to show compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 5 and 7, a monthly recordkeeping system shall be maintained and kept on file for two years and made available for inspection to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state, or federal air pollution agency upon request.  The records shall include, but not limited to, the following:  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

A) Date

B) Time Loading Begins

C) Time Loading Ends

D) Amount of Cement and/or Flyash Received

E) Calculated Hourly Loading Rate

F) The Hourly Bagging Rate

G) Maximum Air Pressure at Which Tanker Unloads

H) Rolling 12 month total of D) and E) above

9.
Test the baghouses that control the emission units listed in Specific Condition No. 6 for visible emissions within 60 days of issuance of this permit, and annually thereafter.  Two copies of the test data shall be submitted to the Air Management Division of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 45 days of testing.  [Rule 62-297.310, F.A.C.]

10.
All emissions tests shall comply with the following requirements. [Rule 62-297.310(4)(a)2, F.A.C.]

A) The test method for visible emissions shall be EPA Method 9, incorporated in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.

B) EPA Method 9 test duration shall be a minimum of 30 minutes.  If the silo loading operation is normally completed within less than 30 minutes and does not recur within that time, the test shall last the length of the silo loading operation.  

C) Test procedures shall meet all applicable requirements of Rule 62-297, F.A.C.

D) The visible emissions test of silo shall be conducted while actively loading the silo.

E) The visible emissions test on the bagging stations shall be conducted while both stations are in operation.

11.
Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity of 45 tons per hour for  silo loading and a combined rate of 10 tons per hour for both  bagging stations.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  Failure to submit the input rates and actual operating conditions may invalidate the test. [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310(2)(b), F.A.C.]

12.
The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C.]

13.
  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provision in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alterations, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not limited to, the following: [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]

A)  Paving and maintenance of roads, parking areas, and yards.

B)  Application of water or environmentally safe dust-suppressant chemicals when necessary to control emissions.

C)  Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under control of the owner or operator to mitigate reentrainment and from building or work areas to reduce airborne particulate matter.

D)  Reduction of stock pile height or installation of wind breaks to mitigate wind entrainment of particulate matter from stock piles.

E)  Limit vehicular traffic to 10 MPH.

14.
When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]

15.
The permittee shall not allow any person to circumvent any pollution control device nor allow the emissions of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly. [Rule 62-210.650, F.A.C.]

16.
The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200(169), F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

    A)
Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment listed in this permit.

    B)
Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.

17.
Submit to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County each calendar year on or before March 1, completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility", for the preceding calendar year. [Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.]

18.
If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Air Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]

19.
A minimum of two copies of an application for an operation permit shall be submitted to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 45 days of completion of compliance testing or at least 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit, whichever occurs first. [Rules 62-4.050(2) and 62-4.090, F.A.C.]
