Operating Permit – Oldcastle Retail, Inc. d/b/a Bonsal American
Attached is Permit No. 0570097-021-AO, which revises Permit No. 0570097-018-AO, to incorporate the changes authorized by Construction Permit No. 0570097-020-AC.  This operating permit is being issued to Oldcastle Retail, Inc. and includes the operation of three cement/flyash silos and two internal sand silos at the above facility.
Permit No. 0570097-020-AC allowed for the replacement of two baghouses controlling emissions from the two sand silos.  The previous operating permit identified EU102 as a single split-bin sand silo with two chambers located inside the building, each controlled by an individual baghouse housed on the roof of the building and exhausting outside.  However, following an inspection of the facility on May 16, 2007, it was revealed that the sand silos are actually two independent silos located next to one another inside the building.  The baghouses are located above the silos on the roof of the building and exhaust outside.  Based on a review of the existing layout, it was determined that the sand silos should be separated into two separate emissions units since their operation is independent of one another.  Permit No. 0570097-020-AC specified this separation and established the following emission units: EU102 - North Sand Silo and EU103 - South Sand Silo.
Sand is pneumatically transferred from trucks to the sand silos and the baghouses control particulate matter emissions from the displaced air during loading.  The former shaker-type baghouses were replaced with 1000 ACFM Staclean, Model No. 16-6-BDS Pulse Jet Bin Vents on each silo to control PM emissions.  Both medium and fine sand are handled in the silos.  The sand from the silos is dropped into weigh hoppers beneath each silo along with a specified quantity of grout.  From the weigh hoppers the combined sand and grout are sent to mixers and then bagging stations for packaging.

This permit also recognizes the operation of the flyash mixing and packaging operation, which involves the receiving of flyash and cement by truck and pneumatically transferring it to one of three cement/flyash storage silos.  The silos are permitted to handle flyash, masonry cement and Portland cement.  These three silos are located outside the plant building.  Typically, each of the permitted products is dedicated to one of the three silos respectively, so each of the individual silos usually handle the same product all the time.  Particulate emissions generated during loading of each silo are controlled by baghouses on each silo.  The flyash and cement are gravity fed from the silos to a blending pod where air is directed to blend the product.  The blended product is pneumatically transferred to the two concrete (dry mix) line storage bins inside the building (3rd floor) or pneumatically loaded into Silo #2.  Each of the two dry mix bins are controlled by individual baghouses that vent into the 3rd floor room.  The dry mix bins feed into a batch weigh hopper, along with sand and aggregate from other locations, and then to a bagging station with packaging lines inside the building.  The bagging station and batch mixing vessel are controlled by a single baghouse venting back into the building.  Silo #2 is a utility silo typically used to temporarily store excess product and is permitted separately along with two outdoor bagging stations.  No changes were made to the emission units associated with the flyash/cement handling.
The sand silos and three cement/flyash silos are exempt from PM-RACT per Rule 62-296.700.(2)(c), F.A.C., since the potential to emit for particulate matter emissions of each are less than 1 tpy.  Although exempt from PM-RACT, the permit includes modified Operation and Maintenance Plans for the new bin vents to help provide for reasonable assurance of continual compliance.  The modified O&M Plans are not as restrictive as the RACT O&M Plans, but do provide for a documented inspection and recordkeeping system.  All the emission units are subject to a 5% opacity limit from Rule 62-296.414, F.A.C. - Concrete Batching Plants and Chapter 1-3.52, Rules of the EPC.  
Based on our review, we recommend issuance of this permit.

Enclosed is Permit Number 0570097-021-AO for the operation of three cement/flyash silos and two internal sand silos including the incorporation of changes authorized by Permit No. 0570097-020-AC, issued pursuant to Section 403.087, Florida Statutes.  Please read this new permit thoroughly as there are changes from the previous permit.
The EPC will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Section 120.569 and 120.57 F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for a hearing are set forth below.

A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 3629 Queen Palm Dr, Tampa, Florida 33619, Phone 813-627-2600, Fax 813-627-2602.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this permit.  Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.

A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205 of the F.A.C.

A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based must contain the following information:

(a)  The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;

(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;

(c)  A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;
(d)  A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;
(e)  A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;
(f)  A statement of specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and
(g)  A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.

A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301.

Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.

Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.
This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.

Any person listed below may request to obtain additional information, a copy of the application (except for information entitled to confidential treatment pursuant to Section 403.111, F.S.), all relevant supporting materials, and all other materials available to the EPC that are relevant to the permit decision.  Interested persons may contact Diana M. Lee, P.E., at the above address or call (813) 627-2600, for additional information.

Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statues, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida rules of Appellate Procedure with the EPC’s Legal Office at 3629 Queen Palm Dr, Tampa, Florida 33619 and with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station 35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.
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 Storage Silos


This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part of hereof and specifically described as follows:

For the operation of three cement/flyash silos and two sand silos at a concrete products manufacturing facility.  Two separate packaging lines are associated with the cement/flyash silos and the sand silos, but are located indoors with emissions controlled by baghouses that vent inside the building. The facility manufactures grouts and quick set concrete by batching or mixing cement and other materials.
The operation of a natural gas-fired kiln dryer (EU001) and the Screen Room (EU002) are permitted under Permit No. 0570097-017-AO, which expires on July 12, 2011.  In addition, the operation of Silo #2 (EU004) including the emissions from two (2) cement line bagging stations (north and south), a mixing pod, a screw conveyor from Silo No. 2 to mixing pod, and a cement line holding hopper above the south bagging stations is currently permitted under Permit No. 0570097-019-AO.
Flyash Mixing and Packaging Operation
The flyash mixing and packaging operation involves receiving flyash and cement by truck and pneumatically transferring it to one of three cement/flyash storage silos.  The silos are permitted to handle flyash, masonry cement and Portland cement.  These three silos are located outside the plant building. Typically, each of the permitted products is dedicated to one of the three silos respectively, so each of the individual silos usually handle the same product all the time.
The flyash and cement are gravity fed or screw conveyed from the silos to a blending pod or bagging station.  Air is pumped into the pod to blend the product.  The blended product is pneumatically transferred to the two concrete (dry mix) line storage bins located inside the building (3rd floor) or pneumatically loaded into Silo #2.  Each of the two dry mix bins are controlled by individual baghouses that vent inside into the 3rd floor room.  The dry mix bins feed into a batch weigh hopper, along with sand and aggregate from other locations, and then to a packaging line with two bagging stations inside the building.  The bagging stations and batch mixing vessel are controlled by a single baghouse venting back into the building.  Silo #2 is a utility silo typically used to temporarily store excess or specialty product and is permitted separately along with the two outdoor bagging stations and mixing pod.
Particulate emissions generated during loading of the cement/flyash silos are controlled by baghouses that vent to the atmosphere as described in Table A.

Sand Mixing and Packaging Operation
Medium and fine sand is pneumatically transferred from trucks to the sand silos located inside the northeast section of the plant building.  Baghouses are located above the silos on the roof of the building to control particulate matter emissions.  Both medium and fine sand are handled in the silos.  The sand from the silos is dropped into weigh hoppers beneath each silo along with a specified quantity of grout.  The two grout silos are located outside of the building directly east of the sand silos and are controlled by baghouses that exhaust back into the building.  From the weigh hoppers the combined sand and grout are sent to mixers and then bagging stations for packaging.  The mixers and bagging stations are controlled by a baghouse (Staclean, Model 81-10-A) located on the north side of the building that also exhausts back into the packaging area indoors.  The grout baghouses and mixing/bagging baghouses are not considered emission sources since they are exhausted into the building.

Particulate emissions generated during loading of the sand silos are controlled by baghouses that vent to the atmosphere as described in Table B.
