Attached is Permit No. 0570171-014-AC for the after-the-fact construction of a 16.2 KW Hirsch, Model No. PREEX 60001 233 PDC, batch expander at a polystyrene expanding and molding facility.
The Hirsch, Model No. PREEX 60001 233 PDC, expander is limited to expanding 1500 lbs/hr. of polystyrene beads.  A backup unit is limited to expanding 800 lbs/hr. of polystyrene beads.  Both expanders use steam to expand the beads to different densities.  After being expanded, the material is pneumatically transported to an aging room where the beads are stored in twenty-four indoor storage containers.  From the aging room, the expanded beads are pneumatically piped to the molding room where ten steam operated presses mold the polystyrene containers.  Steam for the expanders and the presses is provided by a Hurst Boiler, Model No. 300-150, which is permitted by Permit No.  0570171-012-AO.  
This project does not cause an increase in emissions.  The emissions from the facility are volatile organic compounds (VOC) which are solely characterized as pentane.  Pentane emissions are released during the handling, curing, storage, expansion, and molding of the polystyrene beads.  Emissions are controlled by limiting the material throughput.  The facility is limited to 94.33 tpy of VOC emissions. 
EPC staff issued a warning notice for constructing the expander without a permit.  This case is being forwarded to enforcement.  
Based on our review, we recommend that the above referenced permit be issued as drafted.

INTENT TO ISSUE

The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC), as delegated by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) gives notice of its intent to issue a permit (copy attached) for the proposed project as detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated below.

The applicant, Speedling, Inc. applied on April 9, 2007 to the EPC for an air permit for the after-the-fact construction of a 16.2 KW Hirsch, Model No. PREEX 60001 233 PDC, batch expander.  The expander uses steam to expand the beads to different densities and is limited to expanding 1500 lb/hr of polystyrene beads at their facility located at 4300 Old US Highway 41, Ruskin, Fl 33570.  


The EPC has permitting jurisdiction under Chapter 403 Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-212.  The project is not exempt from permitting procedures.  The EPC has determined that an air pollution construction permit is required to commence or continue operations at the described facility.


The EPC intends to issue this permit based on the belief that reasonable assurances have been provided to indicate that operation of the source will comply with the appropriate provisions of Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-204 through 62-297 and 62-4.


Pursuant to Section 403.815 and Rule 62-110.106(7)(a)1., F.A.C., you (the applicant) are required to publish at your own expense the enclosed Notice of Intent to Issue Permit.  The notice shall be published one time only within 30 days of receipt of this Intent to Issue, in the legal advertisement section of a newspaper of general circulation in the area affected.  For the purpose of this rule, "publication in a

newspaper of general circulation in the area affected" means publication in a newspaper meeting the requirements of Sections 50.011 and 50.031, F.S., in the county where the activity is to take place.  Where there is more than one newspaper of general circulation in the county, the newspaper used must be one with significant circulation in the area that may be affected by the permit.  If you are uncertain that a newspaper meets these requirements, please contact the EPC at the address or telephone number listed below.  The applicant shall provide proof of publication to the EPC, Air Permitting Section, at 3629 Queen Palm Dr, Tampa, Florida 33619 (Phone 813-627-2600 - FAX 813-627-2600) within 7 (seven) days of publication, pursuant to Rule 62-110.106(5), F.A.C.  Failure to publish the notice and provide proof of publication within the allotted time may result in the denial of the permit pursuant to Rule 62-110.106(9)&(11), F.A.C.


The EPC will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Section 120.569 and 120.57 F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for a hearing are set forth below.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 3629 Queen Palm Dr, Tampa, Florida 33619, Phone 813-627-2600, Fax 813-627-2602.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of publication of the public notice or within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent, whichever occurs first.  Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.; or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205, F.A.C.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based is required to contain the following information:

(a)  The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;

(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;

(c)  A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;

(d)  A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;

(e)  A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;

(f)  A statement of specific rules or statutes that the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and

(g)  A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.


A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301, F.A.C.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice of intent. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.


This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.


In addition to the above, a person subject to regulation has a right to apply to the Department of Environmental Protection for a variance from or waiver of the requirements of particular rules, on certain conditions, under Section 120.542, F.S.  The relief provided by this state statute applies only to state rules, not statutes, and not to any federal regulatory requirements.  Applying for a variance or waiver does not substitute or extend the time for filing a petition for an administrative hearing or exercising any other right that a person may have in relation to the action proposed in this notice of intent.


The application for a variance or waiver is made by filing a petition with the Office of General Counsel of the Department of Environmental Protection, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, FL  32399-3000.  The petition must specify the following information:

(a) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner,

(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the attorney or qualified representative of the petitioner, if any,

(c) Each rule or portion of a rule from which a variance or waiver is requested,

(d)  The citation to the statute underlying (implemented by) the rule identified in (c) above,
