Attached is Permit No. 0570223-014-AC for the construction and initial operation of a portable shingle grinder to recycle virgin asphalt shingles into asphalt paving material.
The shingle grinder is owned by a contractor and will be brought to APAC from time to time as a routine operation; therefore, APAC is required to have an air permit for the operation pursuant to Rule 62-210.300(4)(c)5.m., F.A.C. 

The Portable Asphalt Shingle Grinder (EU 103) is limited to a maximum grinding rate of 100 ton/hr and 15,000 ton/yr.  The shingle grinding system includes a 540 HP diesel engine (EU 104) to drive the grinder and provide electric power to the grinder.  Fuel Usage is limited to 8,400 gal/yr of diesel fuel (No.2 Fuel Oil) containing no more than 0.05 wt % sulfur.  
The Draft AC permit was issued on March 21, 2007, and no comments were received from the facility.

On April 6, 2007, the EPC received the proof of the Public Notice of Intent to Issue Permit, which was published in the Tampa Tribune on March 30, 2007.  No comments were received since the Intent was published.

Based on our review, we recommend issuance of the final construction permit.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Environmental Protection Commission (EPC) of Hillsborough County and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

This permit authorizes the operation  of a shingle grinder to recycle virgin asphalt shingles into asphalt paving material. The shingle grinder is owned by a different company and brought to APAC from time to time as a routine operation; therefore, APAC is required to have an air permit for the operation pursuant to Rule 62-210.300(4)(c)5.m., F.A.C. 

The Portable Asphalt Shingle Grinder (EU 103) is limited to a maximum grinding rate of 100 ton/hr and 15,000 ton/yr.  The shingle grinding system includes a 540 HP diesel engine (EU 104) to drive the grinder and provide electric power to the grinder.  The proposed unit is a Bandit Beast Recycler Model 3680 with a Caterpillar C15 540 hp engine, or equivalent.  Fuel Usage is limited to 8,400 gal/yr of diesel fuel (No.2 Fuel Oil) containing no more than 0.05 wt % sulfur.  

Virgin scrap shingle material from the GAF Materials Manufacturing Plant (Facility ID 0570056) will be shredded for use in asphalt pavement.  The shingles may be mixed with sand (up to 50% sand) using the current cold feed bin system at the Asphalt Plant and stored for later use to prevent them from sticking together.  The material, either by itself, or mixed with sand will introduced through the RAP system into the Drum Mixer like any other RAP Material.
RULE APPLICABILITY

The facility is regulated under new source performance standards (NSPS) – 40 CFR 60, Subpart I (Standards of Performance for Hot Mix Asphalt Facilities), and the general provisions of 40 CFR 60, Subpart A.  This facility is considered a “Synthetic” Non-Title V Minor Source.  Annual throughput is limited to 750,000 tons/year of asphalt concrete and facility wide fuel usage is limited by emission unit.  The sulfur content for fuel oil burned in the asphalt plant shall not exceed 1.0% by weight.  The sulfur content for fuel oil burned in the RAP crusher shall not exceed 0.5% by weight.

The RAP crushing unit is not subject to the NSPS requirements of 40 CFR 60, Subpart OOO (Standards of Performance for Nonmetallic Mineral Processing Plants) and the general provisions of 40 CFR 60, Subpart A which are adopted by reference in Rule 62-204.800(8), F.A.C. , because it’s capacity is less than 150 tons/hour and it is portable.

A.1.  General Conditions.  A part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions.

A.2.  Other Requirements.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296 and 62-297, or any other requirements under federal, state or local law.

A.3.  Hillsborough County Requirements.  All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]  

A.4.  Public Nuisance Prohibited.  The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or the commission of paint overspraying or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.
Operations and Emissions Limitations

A.5.  General Visible Emission (VE) Limit.  Visible emissions for the diesel engine and generator shall not be equal to or greater than 20% opacity.  Visible emissions for the asphalt grinder system shall not be equal to or greater than 5% opacity.
[Rule 62-296.320(4)(b)1., F.A.C.]

A.6.  Objectionable Odor.  The facility shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants that cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself, or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

A.7.  Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter (PM).  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provisions in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but are not limited to, the following:

a.
paving and maintenance of roads, parking areas, and yards or the application of water to unpaved roads, parking areas, and yards to control emissions.  .

b.
stockpiles of RAP and aggregate shall be adequately wetted and/or tarped as needed.

c.
removal of PM from paved roads to prevent re-entrainment, and from building and work areas to prevent particulates from becoming airborne; however, dry sweeping is prohibited;

d.
landscaping or planting of vegetation;

e.
water shall be applied to the crusher and transfer points, as necessary, to reduce unconfined PM.

A.8.  Excess Emissions.  Excess emissions which are caused entirely or in part by poor maintenance, poor operation, or any other equipment or process failure which may be reasonably prevented during start-up, shutdown, or malfunction shall be prohibited.

A.9.  Circumvention.  No person shall circumvent any air pollution control device, or allow the emission of air pollutants without the applicable device operating properly.

A.10.  Asbestos Containing Materials.  This facility shall not process Asbestos Containing Materials (ACM), whether regulated asbestos containing material (RACM), category I or category II, and whether friable or non-friable when received at the facility.  The following are specific criteria pertaining to asbestos containing materials;

"Asbestos" means the asbestiform varieties of serpentinite (chrysotile), riebeckite (crocidolite), cummingtonite‑grunerite, anthophyllite, and actinolite‑tremolite and includes trade acronyms products such as amosite.

b.
"Asbestos‑containing materials", ACM, means any materials which contain more than one percent asbestos as determined by Polarized Light Microscopy. Based on a representative composite sample.  

c.
"Asbestos removal project" means renovation or demolition operation in a facility that involves the removal of a threshold amount of regulated asbestos-containing material.

d.
"Category I Nonfriable Asbestos‑Containing Material (ACM)" means asbestos‑containing packings, gaskets, resilient floor covering, and asphalt roofing products containing more than 1 percent asbestos as determined using the method specified in Appendix A, Subpart F, 40 CFR Part 763, Section 1, Polarized Light Microscopy.

e.
"Category II Non-friable ACM" means any material, excluding Category I Nonfriable ACM, containing more than 1 percent asbestos as determined using the methods specified in Appendix A, Subpart F, 40 CFR Part 763, Section 1, Polarized Light Microscopy, that, when dry, cannot be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to powder by hand pressure.

[40 CFR 61, Subpart M; Chapter 62-257, F.A.C.; Rule 62-701.520, F.A.C.]

Compliance Testing Requirements

A.11.  Compliance Test Notification.   The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the EPC at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted.

A.12.  Compliance Test Methods.  EPA Method 9 shall be used for determination of visible emissions (VE).  The visible emissions test shall be conducted by a certified observer and be a minimum of thirty (30) minutes in duration, unless specified otherwise in this permit.  The test observation period shall include the period during which the highest opacity can reasonably be expected to occur.  The minimum requirements for stationary point source emissions test procedures and reporting shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A.

A.13.  Required Equipment.  The owner or operator of an emission unit for which compliance tests are required shall install, operate, and maintain equipment or instruments necessary to determine process variables, such as process weight input or heat input, when such data are needed in conjunction with emission data to determine the compliance of emissions units with applicable emission limiting standards.  Equipment or instruments used to directly or indirectly determine process variables, including devices such as belt scales, weigh hoppers, flow meters, and tank scales, shall be calibrated and adjusted to indicate the true value of the parameter being measured with sufficient accuracy to allow the applicable process variable to be determined within 10% of its true value.

A.14.  Test Report Submittal.  All test reports of compliance demonstrations required by this permit shall be submitted to the Air Compliance Section of the EPC, within forty-five (45) days after the test is complete.

A.15.  Special Compliance Testing.  When the EPC, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission limiting standard contained in a Chapters 62-4 through 62-297, F.A.C. or in a permit issued pursuant to those chapters is being violated, it shall require the owner or operator of the emissions unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions form the emissions unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC.

Recordkeeping and Reporting Requirements

A.16.  Excess Emissions Reporting. A.20.  Transfer of Ownership.   If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Air Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]
Operation Permit Application Submittal

A.21.  Operation Permit Revision Application.  A completed application to incorporate the portable asphalt shingle grinder into the operation permit shall be submitted to the EPC no later than 90 days after the initial test.  To properly apply for an operation permit, the applicant shall submit the following:

a.  the appropriate operation permit application form (see current version of Rule 62-210.900, F.A.C., and/or FDEP Division of Air Resource Management website at: http://www.dep.state.fl.us/air/);

c.  the appropriate operation permit application fee (see Rule 62-4.050(4)(a), F.A.C.); and

d.  copies of the records specified Specific Condition No. E.1., E.8., and E.9. for the most recent 3-month period.

E.  Conditions Specific to EU 103 & 104 (Portable Asphalt Shingle Grinder)
Operations and Emissions Limitations

E.1.  Raw Materials.  The asphalt shingle grinder shall only process virgin shingles from the GAF Materials Corporation Manufacturing Plant (Facility ID #0570056).  The permittee shall maintain documentation for each load of shingles delivered that certifies it is virgin material, the original and amount (in tons) of each load).  
Note:  The facility may continue to use shingles from this plant if it is sold to a new owner, provided the above documentation can be obtained from the new owner.
E.2.  Operation Rates.  The maximum material processing rate of the shingle grinder shall not exceed 100 tons/hour (daily average) and 15,000 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.  The maximum engine horsepower shall not exceed 540 hp.
[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.; Construction Permit Application received December 22, 2006]

E.3.  Emission Limitations.  Total maximum allowable emissions of particulate matter from the RAP crushing system and the diesel engine that drives a crusher and powers a generator shall not exceed 0.94 tons per any 12 consecutive month period.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Construction Permit Application received December 22, 2006]

E.4.  Fuel Usage.  Total fuel usage for EU 104 (diesel engines associated with the crusher) shall not exceed 8,400 gallons per any 12 consecutive month period of virgin No. 2 diesel fuel containing no more than 0.05 weight percent sulfur.  [Rules 62-4.070(3), 62-210.300(3)(c)1.a., and 62-210.(3)(c)1.b., F.A.C., and Construction Permit Application received December 22, 2006]

Compliance Testing Requirements

E.6.  VE Test Frequency.
 The permittee shall conduct an annual visible emissions the first time the shingle grinder operates, and annually prior to September 1, to demonstrate compliance with the standards for the emission points associated with the Asphalt Shingle Grinder, Specific Condition No. E.5.  The permitee shall submit two copies of the test data to the Air Management Division of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 45 days of such testing.  Testing procedures shall be consistent with the requirements of Rule 62-296.711(3), F.A.C.

[Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310(7)(a)4.a.. F.A.C.]
E.7.  Test Requirement-Production Rate.  Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity of 100 tons/hr for the asphalt shingle grinding system.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test rate until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen(15) days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  Failure to submit the input rates and actual operating conditions may invalidate the test.  [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310(2)(b), F.A.C.]

Recordkeeping and Reporting Requirements
E.8.  Fuel Sulfur Content Record.  In order to document continuing compliance with the sulfur content limitation of 0.05% S, by weight of the fuel oil (Specific Condition No. E.4.), the permittee shall keep records on either vendor provided as-shipped analysis or on analysis of as-received samples taken at the plant.  The analysis shall be determined by ASTM methods ASTM D4057-88 and ASTM D129-91, ASTM D2622-94 or ASTM D4294-90, adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-297.440(1), F.A.C.  The above records shall be maintained at the facility for a minimum of five (5) years and be made available to the EPC upon request.   [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

E.9.  Recordkeeping.  In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition Nos. E.2., E.3., and E.4., the permittee shall maintain daily records of operation for the Asphalt Shingle Grinder for the most recent five year period.  The records shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state or federal air pollution agency upon request.  The records shall include, but not limited to, the following: 

A)  Day, month, year

B)  Hours of operation of the asphalt shingle grinder crushing system

C)  Fuel consumption of the asphalt shingle grinder: fuel type, amount used and sulfur content

D)  Asphalt shingles processed by the grinding system in terms of tons per hour (daily average) and tons per year

E)  Maintain monthly summary and rolling 12 consecutive month total for items B) through D) above
