DRAFT Construction Permit – Golden Aluminum Extrusions, LLC
Attached is Construction Permit No. 0570249-017-AC for the temporary use of High Performance Paints (HPP) on the Vertical Paint Line at the secondary aluminum melting and extrusion facility. The applicant is not requesting an increase in existing throughput limits with this project.

The facility takes aluminum scrap and melts it via two melt furnaces.  The melted aluminum is formed into cylindrical logs, sent through a homogenization furnace, and then allowed to cool and harden.  The solid aluminum is taken to the extrusion lines where it is heated and then mechanically charged, via a hydraulic ram, into the presses, and extruded through a die to impart a specific cross sectional configuration for the customer.  The extrusions are air quenched to ambient temperature, straightened by stretching, and cut to customer specified lengths at the finish saw.  Once cut, the extrusions are sent to the age ovens for proper tempering and then typically sent to the paint lines for coating.  The facility has two distinct paint lines.  The horizontal paint line is typically used for the larger, heavier pieces.  Aluminum pieces are cleaned through a series of dip tanks, conveyed through two automated paint booths for application of coatings on both sides (one side per booth), and then passed through a drying oven prior to packaging of the finished product.
The majority of extruded aluminum pieces are coated on the Vertical Paint Line (EU011).  The aluminum pieces are suspended by hooks and conveyed overhead through a washing/pretreatment area and then though a dry-off oven.  Once dried, the metal is then passed through two identical cylindrical booths that are open on one side and are as tall as the room.  Two coating applicators are located within the booth, one floor mounted and one ceiling mounted.  The two applicators move up and down the length of the metal applying coating.  The booths are oriented so that the first one applies coating to one side of the metal and the second applies it to the other.  The aluminum pieces are electrostatically charged to improve adhesion of the coating.  After the spray booths, the pieces are conveyed through a bake oven and finally back down to the floor for packaging.  Emissions from both spray booths and the bake oven are ducted to a 2.65 MMBtu/hr Tellkamp Systems, Inc. Roxidizer Model 25 Thermal Oxidizer System (incinerator) with a 25,000 ACFM fan.  Filters are used on the duct inlets in the spray booths to control overspray from building up in the ducts.  The current permit requires a minimum of 60% capture efficiency from the areas controlled by the oxidizer and 95% destruction efficiency from the oxidizer.
The facility is subject to VOC-RACT, specifically Rule 62-296.513, F.A.C. for Surface Coating of Miscellaneous Metal Parts and Products.  The rule requires a maximum “as-applied” VOC limit of 3.5 lb/gal of coating, excluding water, for extreme performance coatings.  The limit can be met through low solvent coating technology or through use of incineration.  The proposed project is to perform a short-term application of a high-performance primer followed by a high-performance topcoat onto the extruded metal pieces using the Vertical Paint Line.  The applicant wishes to perform this test to ensure that the Vertical Paint Line can process these new coatings and to be able to provide samples of coated products to appropriate test labs for quality assurance testing.  An application for permanent changes is expected if the new coatings are proven successful.
The facility has typically used coatings with less than 3.5 lb/gal of VOCs; however, the proposed primer and topcoat have VOC contents of 5.66 lb/gal and 4.25 lb/gal, respectively.  Using the minimum required capture and destruction efficiencies as a worse-case estimate, the resulting “as-applied” VOC content following controls for the primer and topcoat is 2.43 lb/gal and 1.83 lb/gal, respectively.  The initial application indicated that no thinning of the coatings is expected during the trial period; however, during the inspection of the facility on January 28, 2007, it was noted that two solvents were present and staged with the stored HPPs.  The facility indicated that these solvents are intended to be added “if necessary” during the trial period in the event that the properties needed for processing the coatings through the Vertical Paint Line need adjustment.  Additional information was provided indicating that if a thinner is used, it would likely be butyl cellosolve, which is a VOC but not a HAP.  The maximum quantity that may be mixed during the test is 10 gallons.  The permit requires tracking of any use of this solvent and the inclusion of emissions generated from its use.
A construction permit is being required because the current operating permit states the following in the Process Description:  “Although subject to VOC-RACT, Alcoa (i.e. the permittee) has committed not to use any paint with a VOC content greater than 3.5 lbs VOC/gal.”  This permit is allowing use of the requested coatings for an application period up to 40 hours with primer and topcoat usage limits of 267 gal and 400 gal, respectively.  The final estimated PTE for the proposed trial period is 0.71 ton/yr for VOC and 0.30 ton/yr for Total HAPs, including an allowance for thinners that may be added. 
The Vertical Paint Line is also subject to 40 CFR 63, Subpart MMMM of the NESHAP for Surface Coating of Miscellaneous Metal Parts and Products.  Most significantly, this rule requires a HAP emissions limit of 27.5 lb organic HAP per gallon coating solids during each 12-month compliance period for HPP.  Based on the application, the corresponding primer and topcoat HAP contents are 5.3 lb HAP/gal solid and 4.0 lb HAP/gal solid, respectively.
Based on our review of the application, the low levels of emissions expected to be generated with the project, and the proven capture and destruction efficiencies verified through stack testing the last several years, we recommend approval of the attached permit as drafted.

    C.  Project and Location:

The applicant submitted an application for the temporary use of High Performance Paints (HPP) on the Vertical Paint Line at the secondary aluminum melting and extrusion facility.  The applicant is not requesting an increase in existing throughput limits with this project.
The proposed project is to perform a short-term application of a high-performance primer (BASF 760Y11 Fluoroceram Primer) followed by a high-performance topcoat (BASF 817W544 KML White) onto the extruded metal pieces using the Vertical Paint Line.  The applicant wishes to perform this test to ensure that the Vertical Paint Line can process these new coatings and to be able to provide samples of coated products to appropriate test labs for quality assurance testing.  An applications for permanent changes is expected if the new coatings are proven successful.
The facility is subject to VOC-RACT, specifically Rule 62-296.513, F.A.C. for Surface Coating of Miscellaneous Metal Parts and Products.  The rule requires a maximum “as-applied” VOC limit of 3.5 lb/gal of coating, excluding water, for extreme performance coatings.  The limit can be met through low solvent coating technology or through use of incineration.  The facility has typically used coatings with less than 3.5 lb/gal of VOCs; however, the proposed primer and topcoat have VOC contents of 5.66 lb/gal and 4.25 lb/gal, respectively.  Using the minimum required capture and destruction efficiencies as a worse-case estimate, the resulting “as-applied” VOC content following controls for the primer and topcoat is 2.43 lb/gal and 1.83 lb/gal, respectively.  The permit requires that all control equipment (i.e. the incinerator and all capture systems that it is designed to control) are in operation as designed for the duration of the trial period when any coating is occurring.
A construction permit is being required because the current operating permit states the following in the Process Description:  “Although subject to VOC-RACT, Alcoa (i.e. the permittee) has committed not to use any paint with a VOC content greater than 3.5 lbs VOC/gal.”  This permit is allowing use of the requested coatings for an application period up to 40 hours with primer and topcoat usage limits of 267 gal and 400 gal, respectively.  The final estimated PTE for the proposed trial period is 0.71 ton/yr for VOC and 0.30 ton/yr for Total HAPs, including the potential limited use of a thinner that may be added to the coatings.
The project has been assigned Source Classification Code No. 4-02-025-01, which is for Surface Coating Operations (Miscellaneous Metal Parts).  The Standard Industrial Code for the project is No. 3341 (Secondary Nonferrous Metals).  The project is located at 1650 Alumax Circle, Plant City, FL, 33566.  UTM Coordinates of the location are 17-358.6 E and 3096.9 N.
    D.  Process and Controls:

The facility takes aluminum scrap and melts it via two melt furnaces.  The melted aluminum is formed into cylindrical logs, sent through a homogenization furnace, and then allowed to cool and harden.  The solid aluminum is taken to the extrusion lines where it is heated and then mechanically charged, via a hydraulic ram, into the presses, and extruded through a die to impart a specific cross sectional configuration for the customer.  The extrusions are air quenched to ambient temperature, straightened by stretching, and cut to customer specified lengths at the finish saw.  Once cut, the extrusions are sent to the age ovens for proper tempering and then typically sent to the paint lines for coating.  The facility has two distinct paint lines.  The horizontal paint line is typically used for the larger, heavier pieces.  Aluminum pieces are cleaned through a series of dip tanks, conveyed through two automated paint booths for application of coatings on both sides (one side per booth), and then passed through a drying oven prior to packaging of the finished product.

Additional information was provided indicating that if a thinner is used, it would likely be butyl cellosolve, which is a VOC but not a HAP.  The maximum quantity that may be mixed during the test is 10 gallons.  The permit requires tracking of any use of this solvent and the inclusion of emissions generated from its use.
The application requested coating usages sufficient to coat approximately 100,000 lbs of aluminum across a 40-hour spray paint application period.  The estimated maximum coating usage necessary to perform this project is 267 gallons for the primer and 400 gallons for the topcoat.  The primary emissions generated from the coating operations are VOCs and HAPs.  The final estimated PTE for the proposed trial period, including emissions from any thinners added to the coatings and emissions from the combustion of natural gas in the incinerator and various ovens, is 0.71 ton/yr for VOC and 0.30 ton/yr for Total HAPs.  The highest individual HAP (glycol ethers) is estimated at 0.13 ton/yr.
The Vertical Paint Line is also subject to 40 CFR 63, Subpart MMMM of the NESHAP for Surface Coating of Miscellaneous Metal Parts and Products.  Most significantly, this rule requires a HAP emissions limit of 27.5 lb organic HAP per gallon coating solids during each 12-month compliance period for HPP.  Based on the application, the corresponding primer and topcoat HAP contents are 5.3 lb HAP/gal solid and 4.0 lb HAP/gal solid, respectively.
Based on the low levels of emissions expected to be generated with the project, the limitations established on maximum coatings allow to be used, and the proven capture and destruction efficiencies verified through stack testing the last several years, no testing of the incinerator will be required during the trial period.  However, any request for permanent use of higher VOC content coatings in the future will require formal permit processing and may require additional stack testing requirements.

The trial period is limited to 40 coating hours, 267 gallons of primer, 400 gallons of topcoat, and 10 gallons of thinning solvents (i.e. butyl cellosolve).  As a worse-case estimate, the potential emissions were calculated using the minimum required capture and destruction efficiencies required by the current operating permit of 65% and 95%, respectively. INTENT TO ISSUE

The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC), as delegated by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) gives notice of its intent to issue a permit (copy of permit attached) for the proposed project as detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated below.


The applicant, Golden Aluminum Extrusions, LLC, applied on January 18, 2008 to the EPC for an air construction permit for the temporary use of High Performance Paints (HPP) on the Vertical Paint Line at the secondary aluminum melting and extrusion facility located in Hillsborough County at 1650 Alumax Circle, Plant City, FL, 33566.  Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) and Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP) emissions from the coating of extruded aluminum pieces will be controlled by a 2.65 MMBtu/hr Tellkamp Systems, Inc. Roxidizer Model 25 Thermal Oxidizer System (incinerator) with a 25,000 ACFM fan.  Filters are used on the duct inlets in the spray booths to control particulate matter from coating overspray.

The EPC has permitting jurisdiction under Chapter 403 Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4 and 62-210.  The project is not exempt from permitting procedures.  The EPC has determined that an air pollution construction permit is required to commence or continue operations at the described facility.


The EPC intends to issue this permit based on the belief that reasonable assurances have been provided to indicate that operation of the source will comply with the appropriate provisions of Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-204 through 62-297 and 62-4.


Pursuant to Section 403.815 and 403.0872, F.S. and Rules 62-103.150 and 62-210.350(3), F.A.C., you (the applicant) are required to publish at your own expense the enclosed Notice of Intent to Issue Permit.  The notice shall be published one time as soon as possible, in the legal advertisement section of a newspaper of general circulation in the area affected.  For the purpose of this rule, "publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the area affected" means publication in a newspaper meeting the requirements of Sections 50.011 and 50.031, F.S., in the county where the activity is to take place.  Where there is more than one newspaper of general circulation in the county, the newspaper used must be one with significant circulation in the area that may be affected by the permit.  If you are uncertain that a newspaper meets these requirements, please contact the EPC at the address or telephone number listed below.  The applicant shall provide proof of publication to the EPC, Air Permitting Section, at 3629 Queen Palm Dr., Tampa, Florida  33619 (Phone 813-627-2600 - FAX 813-627-2660) within 7 (seven) days of publication.  Failure to publish the notice and provide proof of publication within the allotted time may result in the denial of the permit pursuant to Rule 62-103.150(6), F.A.C.

The EPC will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Section 120.569 and 120.57 F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for a hearing are set forth below.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 3629 Queen Palm Dr., Tampa, Florida 33619, Phone 813-627-2600, Fax 813-627-2602.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of publication of the public notice or within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent, whichever occurs first.  Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.; or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205, F.A.C.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based is required to contain the following information:

(a)  The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;

(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;

(c)  A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;

(d)  A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;
(e)  A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;

(f)  A statement of specific rules or statutes that the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and

(g)  A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.


A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301, F.A.C.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice of intent.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.


This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.


In addition to the above, a person subject to regulation has a right to apply to the Department of Environmental Protection for a variance from or waiver of the requirements of particular rules, on certain conditions, under Section 120.542, F.S.  The relief provided by this state statute applies only to state rules, not statutes, and not to any federal regulatory requirements.  Applying for a variance or waiver does not substitute or extend the time for filing a petition for an administrative hearing or exercising any other right that a person may have in relation to the action proposed in this notice of intent.


The application for a variance or waiver is made by filing a petition with the Office of General Counsel of the Department of Environmental Protection, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, FL  32399-3000.  The petition must specify the following information:

(a)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner,

(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the attorney or qualified representative of the petitioner, if any,

(c)  Each rule or portion of a rule from which a variance or waiver is requested,

(d)  The citation to the statute underlying (implemented by) the rule identified in (c) above,

(e)  The type of action requested,

(f)  The specific facts that would justify a variance or waiver for the petitioner,

(g)  The reason by the variance or waiver would serve the purposes of the underlying statute (implemented by the rule), and

(h)  A statement whether the variance or waiver is permanent or temporary and, if temporary, a statement of the dates showing the duration of the variance or waiver requested.


The Department will grant a variance or waiver when the petition demonstrates both that the application of the rule would create a substantial hardship or violate principles of fairness, as each of the those terms is defined in Section 120.542(2), F.S., and that the purpose of the underlying statute will be or has been achieved by other means by the petitioner.


Persons subject to regulation pursuant to any federally delegated or approved air program should be aware that Florida is specifically not authorized to issue variances or waivers from any requirements of any such federally delegated or approved program.  The requirements of the program remain fully enforceable by the Administrator of United States Environmental Protection Agency and by any person under the Clean Air Act unless and until the Administrator separately approves any variance or waiver in accordance with the procedures of the federal program.


Any person listed below may request to obtain additional information, a copy of the application (except for information entitled to confidential treatment pursuant to Section 403.111, F.S.), all relevant supporting materials, and all other materials available to the EPC that are relevant to the permit decision. NOTICE OF INTENT TO ISSUE PERMIT


The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC), as delegated by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) gives notice of its intent to issue Air Pollution Permit No. 0570249-017-AC to Golden Aluminum Extrusions, LLC for the temporary use of High Performance Paints (HPP) on the Vertical Paint Line at the secondary aluminum melting and extrusion facility.  Volatile Organic Compound (VOC) and Hazardous Air Pollutant (HAP) emissions from the coating of extruded aluminum pieces will be controlled by a 2.65 MMBtu/hr Tellkamp Systems, Inc. Roxidizer Model 25 Thermal Oxidizer System (incinerator) with a 25,000 ACFM fan.  Filters are used on the duct inlets in the spray booths to control particulate matter from coating overspray.  The facility is located at 1650 Alumax Circle, Plant City, FL, 33566 in Hillsborough County.


A Best Available Control Technology (BACT) determination was not required.


The EPC will issue the Final permit with the conditions of the DRAFT permit unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for hearing are set forth below.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 3629 Queen Palm Dr., Tampa, Florida 33619, Phone 813-627-2600, Fax 813-627-2602.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of publication of the public notice or within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent, whichever occurs first.  Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205 of the F.A.C.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based is required to contain the following information:

(a)  The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;

(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner, and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the agency determination;

(c)  A statement of how and when petitioner received notice of the EPC action;

(d)  A statement of all disputed issues of material fact.  If there are none, the petition must so indicate;

(e)  A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC proposed action;

(f)  A statement of specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and

(g)  A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.


A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice of intent.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.


This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.


Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statues, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida rules of Appellate Procedure with the EPC’s Legal Office at 3629 Queen Palm Dr., Tampa, Florida 33619 and with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station 35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.


The complete project file is available for public inspection during normal business hours, 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, except legal holidays, at the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, 3629 Queen Palm Dr., Tampa, FL 33619.  The complete project file includes the proposed Permit, the application, and the information submitted by the responsible official, exclusive of confidential records under Section 403.111, F.S.  Interested persons may contact Diana M. Lee, P.E., at the above address, or call 813-627-2600, for additional information.  Any written comments filed shall be available for public inspection.  If written comments received result in a significant change in the proposed agency action, the EPC shall revise the proposed permit and require, if applicable, another Public Notice.

 Paints on the Vertical Paint Line
This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part of hereof and specifically described as follows:

This permit is for the temporary use of High Performance Paints (HPP) on the Vertical Paint Line at the secondary aluminum melting and extrusion facility.  The proposed project is to perform a short-term application of a high-performance primer (BASF 760Y11 Fluoroceram Primer) followed by a high-performance topcoat (BASF 817W544 KML White) onto the extruded metal pieces using the Vertical Paint Line.  The applicant wishes to perform this test to ensure that the Vertical Paint Line can process these new coatings and to be able to provide samples of coated products to appropriate test labs for quality assurance testing.  An application for permanent changes at the facility is expected if the new coatings are proven successful.
The facility takes aluminum scrap, melts it via two melt furnaces, and then forms them into cylindrical logs.  The aluminum is allowed to cool and harden, and is then taken to the extrusion lines.  The billets are heated and then mechanically charged, via a hydraulic ram, into the presses, and extruded through a die to impart a specific cross sectional configuration for the customer.  The extrusions are cut to customer specified lengths at the finish saw.  The finished pieces are then typically sent to the paint lines for coating.  The facility has two distinct paint lines.  The horizontal paint line is typically used for the larger, heavier pieces.  Aluminum pieces are cleaned through a series of dip tanks, conveyed through two automated paint booths for application of coatings on both sides (one side per booth), and then passed through a drying oven prior to packaging of the finished product.

The majority of extruded aluminum pieces are coated on the Vertical Paint Line (EU011).  The aluminum pieces are suspended by hooks and conveyed overhead through a washing/pretreatment operation with three burners (2.77 MMBtu/hr each) and then through a 5 MMBtu/hr dry-off oven.  Once dried, the metal is then passed through two identical cylindrical booths that are open on one side and are as tall as the room. Two coating applicators are located within the booth, one floor mounted and one ceiling mounted.  The two applicators move up and down the length of the metal applying coating.  The booths are oriented so that the first one applies coating to one side of the metal and the second applies it to the other.  The aluminum pieces are electrostatically charged to improve adhesion of the coating.  After the spray booths, the pieces are conveyed through a 10.0 MMBtu/hr bake oven and finally back down to the floor for packaging.  Emissions from both spray booths (each with a 10,000 ACFM fan) and the bake oven are ducted to a 2.65 MMBtu/hr Tellkamp Systems, Inc. Roxidizer Model 25 Thermal Oxidizer System (incinerator) with a 25,000 ACFM fan.  Filters are used on the duct inlets in the spray booths to control overspray from building up in the ducts.  The current permit requires a minimum of 60% capture efficiency from the areas controlled by the oxidizer and 95% destruction efficiency from the oxidizer.
The authorized coating usages are sufficient to coat approximately 100,000 lbs of aluminum across a 40-hour spray paint application period.  The maximum coating usages permitted during this project is 267 gallons for the primer and 400 gallons for the topcoat.  Since each booth is designed to coat one side of an aluminum extrusion, the pieces will most likely be processed through the Vertical Paint Line twice: once for primer application, and once for topcoat application.
The facility is subject to VOC-RACT, specifically Rule 62-296.513, F.A.C. for Surface Coating of Miscellaneous Metal Parts and Products.  The rule requires a maximum “as-applied” VOC limit of 3.5 lb/gal of coating, excluding water, for extreme performance coatings.  The limit can be met through low solvent coating technology or through use of incineration.  The HPP primer and topcoat have VOC contents of 5.66 lb/gal and 4.25 lb/gal, respectively; however, using the minimum required capture and destruction efficiencies as a worse-case estimate, the resulting “as-applied” VOC content following controls for the primer and topcoat is 2.43 lb/gal and 1.83 lb/gal, respectively.  The permit requires that all control equipment (i.e. the incinerator and all capture systems that it is designed to control) are in operation as designed for the duration of the trial period when any coating is occurring.
No thinning of the coatings is expected during the trial period; however, thinning solvents (i.e. butyl cellosolve) are available to be added “if necessary” during the trial period in the event that the properties needed for processing the coatings through the Vertical Paint Line need adjustment.  The maximum quantity of thinning solvents that may be mixed into the coatings during the test is 10 gallons.  This permit requires tracking of any use of this solvent and the inclusion of emissions generated from its use.  Given the limited duration of the project and the proven compliance with the stated efficiency limits through recent stack tests, compliance tests are not being required with this permit.  However, pursuant to Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C., compliance tests may be ordered by the EPC during the trial period if there is reasonable belief that an emission parameter is not being met.
The Vertical Paint Line is also subject to 40 CFR 63, Subpart MMMM of the NESHAP for Surface Coating of Miscellaneous Metal Parts and Products.  Most significantly, this rule requires a HAP emissions limit of 27.5 lb organic HAP per gallon coating solids during each 12-month compliance period for HPP.  Based on the application, the corresponding primer and topcoat HAP contents are 5.3 lb HAP/gal solid and 4.0 lb HAP/gal solid, respectively.

G) The permittee shall provide at least 5 days advanced notice to the EPC of the anticipated date of beginning the high performance coating project.

The three-hour rolling average temperature for the incinerator shall remain above the three-hour average temperature from the most recent approved compliance test for VOC destruction efficiency.  The three-hour rolling average minimum temperature shall be maintained at all times while spraying or baking any high performance coatings during the trial period.  The minimum destruction efficiency of the incinerator shall be 95% and the minimum capture efficiency shall be 60% for the spray booths and the bake oven in the Vertical Paint Line when it is in operation.

C) The use of materials or fuels other than those authorized by this permit.

19.  If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an “Application for Transfer of Permit” (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]

The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or the commission of paint overspraying or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.
[Permit Note:  Since this permit only authorizes limited operation to demonstrate the viability of the proposed coatings, no submittal of a Revision application for the Title V Operating Permit is required.  However, any future use of “as-applied” coatings with VOC contents in excess of 3.5 lb/gal is not permitted unless another permit allowing their use is issued or the Title V Operating Permit is Revised to remove the current restriction.]
