The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County mailed a public notice package on May 12, 2009 that included the Intent to Issue (Intent) Air Construction Permit No. 0570260-016-AC to Temple-Inland Tampa, Plant #077, located at 8700 Adamo Drive, Tampa, FL 33619.  No comments were received from the facility since the Intent was issued. 

	On May 14, 2009, Temple-Inland published the Public Notice of Intent to Issue Permit (Intent) in the Tampa Tribune.   On May 18, 2009, the EPC received the proof of the Intent, and no comments were received from public since the Intent was published.  

	A minor revision was made in this Final AC Permit to reflect that the facility can also manually unload bags of starch (usually a 80-lb bag) into the batch mixer located inside the plant as an alternative mode of operation, in addition to the standard pneumatic unloading starch from the storage silo to the batch mixer.  

	The final action of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County is to issue the final permit.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part of hereof and specifically described as follows:

The replacement starch silo is manufactured by Shick Tube-Veyor and has a storage capacity of 3,500 ft3 (12’Dia. x 45' H).  The silo will be pneumatically filled by tanker trucks at a maximum rate of 27.5 tons per hour.  The new silo will pneumatically convey the starch into the batch mixer located inside the plant, where it is mixed with water, to produce the cardboard/paper adhesive.  As an alternative mode of operation, the facility can also manually unload the starch bags into the batch mixer located inside the plant.  There are two pumps (blowers), a Shick Airslide pump (1,150 cfm) and a Shick Conveying pump (134 cfm), which are used to transfer the starch to the batch mixer.  The air from the mixer loading process will be vented back to the silo via return line.

Particulate matter (PM) emissions are generated from the truck loading of the starch into the silo and from the mixer loading process and will be controlled by the bin vent filter, Model No. FC-3071-16, which is designed to handle 2,000 acfm.

1.  A part of this permit is the attached General Conditions. [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]

2.  All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction.
[Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]

3.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

4.  As requested by the permittee, in order to limit the potential to emit, the maximum particulate matter emissions from the starch silo shall not exceed the following:
[Rule 62-296.711(2)(b), F.A.C. and Air Construction Permit Application submitted April 3, 2009].

5.  Visible emissions from the silo and mixer loading operations shall not exceed 5% opacity.
[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Rules of the EPCHC, Chapter 1-3.52.2]

6.  The emissions unit is allowed to operate continuously, up to 8,760 hours per 12 consecutive month period. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

7.  In order to ensure compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 4 and 5, the following restrictions and limitations shall apply:
[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Air Construction Permit Application submitted April 3, 2009]

    A)	Only starch shall be handled in the starch storage silo and mixer.  
    B)	The maximum filling rate for the starch storage silo shall not exceed 27.5 tons per hour.
    C)	The maximum annual starch throughput shall not exceed 240,900 TPY. 
    D)	Particulate matter emissions generated during the silo loading and mixer loading operations shall be
	vented to the bin vent filter.
            E)	When loading the starch storage silo, the loading line pressure shall not exceed 12 psi in order to prevent rupture of the bags in the bin vent filter.

8.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor. [Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]

9.  Test the emission unit (the starch storage silo and mixer) for visible emissions at the point of highest opacity, within 30 days of start-up operations, and annually, thereafter.  The Method #9 test observation period shall be thirty (30) minutes in duration.  Two copies of each test data shall be submitted to the Air Management Division of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 45 days of testing. Testing procedures shall be consistent with the requirements of Rule 62-297.310, F.A.C.

10.   Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity of the maximum starch silo loading rate and the maximum mixer loading rate.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  Failure to submit the input rates and actual operating conditions may invalidate the test.
[Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310, F.A.C.]

11.  The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C]

12.   Should the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County have reason to believe the particulate emission standard is not being met, the EPC may require that compliance with the particulate emission standards be demonstrated by testing. [Rule 62-297(7)(b), F.A.C.]

13.   In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 4 and 5, the permittee shall maintain records of operation for the previous three (3) years.  The records shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state, or federal air pollution agency upon request.  The records shall include, but are not limited to the following: [Rule 62-4.160(14)(b), F.A.C.]

    A)	Day, Month, Year
    B)	Hours of operation of the bin vent filter 
    C)	Amount of starch loaded into the silo

14.  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent emissions of particulate matter.  Reasonable precautions, good housekeeping practices should be exercised at all times [Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.]

15.  The emissions control equipment shall be maintained in good repair to perform adequately the function for which it was intended.  Maintenance shall include, but is not limited to, monthly inspections and replacement or repair of faulty equipment when necessary.  Any maintenance/repair performed should be recorded.  Records shall be maintained for the previous three (3) years and made available for inspection upon request.  [Rule 62-4.160(14)(b), F.A.C. and Air Operation Permit No. 0570260-015-AO]

16.  The permittee shall not circumvent any air pollution control device, or allow the emission of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.  [Rule 62-210.650, F.A.C.]

17.  The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

    A)	Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment.
    B)	Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.

18.  A minimum of two copies of an operating permit application shall be submitted to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 60 days of completion of testing or 90 days before the expiration date of this permit, whichever comes first.
