Attached is Permit No. 0570293-015-AC for the operational change of the ventilation ductwork for Press No. 2.  The ductwork to be modified transports captured volatile organic compounds (VOC’s) from the flexographic press to the main collection plenum, and eventually to the oxidizer for destruction of the VOC’s.  This change was specifically requested to redirect the ducts from two of the three dryers on Press No. 2 to allow for more efficient drying of the inks between each color applicator.  The line speed with certain inks has been limited from achieving maximum due to insufficient drying between the color applicators.  The line speed of the press is expected to be able to now achieve maximum capacity due to the improved drying efficiency and increased capture efficiency expected at the BC dryer.  No product usage increase was requested; hence no overall potential increase of emissions was determined from this change.

The facility is currently permitted (0570293-011-AV/012-AC) for the operation of a 7 flexographic presses and four storage tanks.  Master Packaging, Inc. manufactures custom printed bags by running polyethylene film through the flexographic presses, where inks are applied to meet customer specifications.  Solvents are used to thin the concentrated inks.  VOC’s released from the drying of the inks are captured with varying efficiencies from the presses and ducted to an incinerator.  The incinerator uses catalysts to oxidize the VOC’s.  Emissions are limited based on minimum capture and destruction efficiency requirements, and limits on the annual ink and solvent usage.  The 4 tanks store various products, including the solvents, and emissions are restricted by limits on material usages.
Master Packaging, Inc. is currently permitted as a major source for VOC’s, but not a major source for HAP’s.  This construction permit does not change the status of the facility.  As indicated in the current permit, the printing operation and storage tanks are not subject to any NSPS or NESHAP requirements.
Conditions were added to the permit requiring a capture efficiency test to be performed following completion of the project to ensure compliance with the existing capture requirements.  The facility is in the midst of an environmental audit as required by a Consent Order.  Testing of this unit (Press No. 2) will be done in conjunction with the testing requirements to be completed following the audit.
Based upon our review of the application, we recommend approval of the permit.

    C.  Project and Location:

The applicant has requested a permit for the operational change of the ventilation ductwork for Press No. 2.  The ductwork to be modified transports captured volatile organic compounds (VOC’s) from the flexographic press to the main collection plenum, and eventually to the oxidizer for destruction of the VOC’s.  Three ducts currently exist on the press: two from the overhead dryer (one from each end) and one from the BC (between color) dryer.  The three vents each have their own fan pulling/pushing the vapors through the duct.  The project involves the re-routing of one of the overhead dryer ducts and the BC dryer duct.  They currently lead to a mixing chamber; however, they will be cut and re-routed though a different section of the roof and directly connected to the larger ductwork leading from Press No. 2 to the main plenum.
The new configuration will employ larger diameter ductwork on the roof for the amended ducts as compared with the existing lines that go to the mixing chamber.  The direct connection to the plenum, along with the decreased resistance from the larger ductwork, is expected to provide increased exhaust airflow.  This change is expected to result in more efficient drying of the inks between each color applicator.  The line speed of the press while using certain inks has been limited from achieving the press’s maximum rate due to insufficient drying between the color applicators.  Following this change, the line speed of the press is expected to be able to achieve maximum rate with all inks due to the improved drying efficiency and increased capture efficiency expected at the BC dryer.  The annual usage limits for inks and solvents will remain the same; therefore, no overall potential increase of emissions was determined from this change.
The project has been designated Source Classification Code No. 4-05-003-01 and No. 4-05-003-11, which is for ink and solvent usage, respectively.  The Standard Industrial Code for the project is No. 2759.  The project is located at 6932 South Manhattan Avenue, Tampa, FL 33616.  UTM Coordinates of the location are Zone 17, 350.68 km East and 3094.38 km North; Latitude: 27( 57’ 58” North and Longitude:  82( 31’ 05”.

*   MP Blend is Master Packaging Blend consisting of 60 % Isopropyl alcohol, 30 % n-proponol and 10 % n - Propyl Acetate, but has been redefined as 0-100% N-Propyl Alcohol and 0-100% N-Propyl Acetate. (Future blends may contain 0-100% Ethanol with prior written approval from the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County.)
Master Packaging, Inc. manufactures custom printed bags for a variety of customers.  A flexographic press places ink onto a continuous roll of polyethylene film which is then cut into plastic bags.  Concentrated ink is mixed with pure solvent for use in the presses.  The film, in long rolls, is fed through the press.  Hot air is blown onto the wet ink evaporating the solvent.  The coated film then proceeds further in the press for additional ink (different colors) application as necessary.
The hot solvent laden air, containing Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) emissions, from each press is ducted to a 23,000 scfm Pillar Technologies incinerator.  It utilizes catalyst beds to oxidize the VOC to carbon dioxide and water vapor.  The gases are then exhausted through a stack.  The designed VOC loading rate of the incinerator (capacity) is 500 lb./hr.  The incinerator is fired on natural gas at a maximum heat input rate of 6.8 MMBtu/hr. 

In order to minimize the VOC emissions, the solvents are stored in fixed roof tanks fitted with pressure relief valves, and the liquid waste solvent is handled by an authorized agent.  Fugitive emissions are released through the doors and exhaust vents on the building.  These emissions are restricted by limits on material usage. 

Also included in this permit are miscellaneous insignificant emissions units and/or activities.  Based on the initial Title V permit issued on July 21, 2000, this facility is a major source of VOC emissions.  This construction permit did not change the major source status of the facility with respect to VOC emissions.  This facility utilizes wide-web flexographic printing presses and is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs). Therefore, the facility is not subject to 40 CFR 63 Subpart KK - National Emission standards for the Printing and Publishing Industry.  Refer to 40 CFR 63.820(a)(1).

The four tanks identified in the initial Title V permit are not subject to 40 CFR 60 Subpart Kb - Standard of performance for Volatile Organic Liquid Storage Vessels (including Petroleum Liquid Storage Vessels) for which construction, reconstruction, or modification commenced after July 23,1984 because the size of each tank is less than 40 cubic meters (10567 gal). Emissions from the combustion of natural gas based on the maximum heat input rate of 6.8 MMBtu/hr and AP-42 are negligible.

Inventory of Title III pollutants is estimated to be less than 10 TPY individually and less than 25 TPY collectively.

INTENT TO ISSUE

The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC), as delegated by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) gives notice of its intent to issue a permit (copy attached) for the proposed project as detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated below.


The applicant, Cory Packaging, Inc. d/b/a Master Packaging, applied on November 15, 2005 to the EPC for a permit to change the ventilation ductwork for Press No. 2 at their facility located at 6932 South Manhattan Avenue, Tampa, FL 33616.


The EPC has permitting jurisdiction under Chapter 403 Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4 and 62-210.  The project is not exempt from permitting procedures.  The EPC has determined that an air pollution construction permit is required to commence or continue operations at the described facility.


The EPC intends to issue this permit based on the belief that reasonable assurances have been provided to indicate that operation of the source will comply with the appropriate provisions of Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-204 through 62-297 and 62-4.


Pursuant to Section 403.815 and 403.0872, F.S. and Rules 62-103.150 and 62-210.350(3), F.A.C., you (the applicant) are required to publish at your own expense the enclosed Notice of Intent to Issue Permit.  The notice shall be published one time as soon as possible, in the legal advertisement section of a newspaper of general circulation in the area affected.  For the purpose of this rule, "publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the area affected" means publication in a newspaper meeting the requirements of Sections 50.011 and 50.031, F.S., in the county where the activity is to take place.  Where there is more than one newspaper of general circulation in the 
county, the newspaper used must be one with significant circulation in the area that may be affected by the permit.  If you are uncertain that a newspaper meets these requirements, please contact the EPC at the address or telephone number listed below.  The applicant shall provide proof of publication to the EPC, Air Permitting Section, at 3629 Queen Palm Dr., Tampa, Florida  33619 (Phone 813-627-2600 - FAX 813-627-2660) within 7 (seven) days of publication.  Failure to publish the notice and provide proof of publication within the allotted time may result in the denial of the permit pursuant to Rule 62-103.150(6), F.A.C.

The EPC will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Section 120.569 and 120.57 F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for a hearing are set forth below.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 3629 Queen Palm Dr., Tampa, Florida 33619, Phone 813-627-2600, Fax 813-627-2602.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of publication of the public notice or within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent, whichever occurs first.  Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.; or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205, F.A.C.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based is required to contain the following information:

(a)  The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;

(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;

(c)  A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;
(d)  A statement of all disputed issues of material fact.  If there are none, the petition must so indicate;
(e)  A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;
(f)  A statement of specific rules or statutes that the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and
(g)  A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.


A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301, F.A.C.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice of intent. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.


This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.


In addition to the above, a person subject to regulation has a right to apply to the Department of Environmental Protection for a variance from or waiver of the requirements of particular rules, on certain conditions, under Section 120.542, F.S.  The relief provided by this state statute applies only to state rules, not statutes, and not to any federal regulatory requirements.  Applying for a variance or waiver does not substitute or extend the time for filing a petition for an administrative hearing or exercising any other right that a person may have in relation to the action proposed in this notice of intent.


The application for a variance or waiver is made by filing a petition with the Office of General Counsel of the Department of Environmental Protection, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, FL  32399-3000.  The petition must specify the following information:

(a)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner,
(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the attorney or qualified representative of the petitioner, if any,
(c)  Each rule or portion of a rule from which a variance or waiver is requested,
(d)  The citation to the statute underlying (implemented by) the rule identified in (c) above,
(e)  The type of action requested,
(f)  The specific facts that would justify a variance or waiver for the petitioner,
(g)  The reason by the variance or waiver would serve the purposes of the underlying statute (implemented by the rule), and
(h)  A statement whether the variance or waiver is permanent or temporary and, if temporary, a statement of the dates showing the duration of the variance or waiver requested.


The Department will grant a variance or waiver when the petition demonstrates both that the application of the rule would create a substantial hardship or violate principles of fairness, as each of the those terms is defined in Section 120.542(2), F.S., and that the purpose of the underlying statute will be or has been achieved by other means by the petitioner.


Persons subject to regulation pursuant to any federally delegated or approved air program should be aware that Florida is specifically not authorized to issue variances or waivers from any requirements of any such federally delegated or approved program.  The requirements of the program remain fully enforceable by the Administrator of United States Environmental Protection Agency and by any person under the Clean Air Act unless and until the Administrator separately approves any variance or waiver in accordance with the procedures of the federal program.


Any person listed below may request to obtain additional information, a copy of the application (except for information entitled to confidential treatment pursuant to Section 403.111, F.S.), all relevant supporting materials, and all other materials available to the EPC that are relevant to the permit decision. Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statues, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida rules of Appellate Procedure with the EPC’s Legal Office at 3629 Queen Palm Dr., Tampa, Florida 33619 and with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station 35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:
This permit is for the operational change of the ventilation ductwork for Press No. 2.  The ductwork to be modified transports captured volatile organic compounds (VOC’s) from the flexographic press to the main collection plenum, and eventually to the oxidizer for destruction of the VOC’s.  The project involves the re-routing of one of the overhead dryer ducts and the BC dryer duct.  They currently lead to a mixing chamber; however, they will be cut and re-routed though a different section of the roof and directly connected to the larger ductwork leading from Press No. 2 to the main plenum.  The new configuration will employ larger diameter ductwork on the roof for the amended ducts as compared with the existing lines that go to the mixing chamber.

The direct connection to the plenum, along with the decreased resistance from the larger ductwork, is expected to provide increased exhaust airflow and result in more efficient drying of the inks between each color applicator.  The line speed of the press while using certain inks has been limited from achieving the press’s maximum rate due to insufficient drying between the color applicators.  Following this change, the line speed of the press is expected to be able to achieve maximum rate with all inks due to the improved drying efficiency and increased capture efficiency expected at the BC dryer.  Capture efficiency testing is being required as part of the authorized change.  No annual product usage increase was authorized by this permit.

Master Packaging, Inc., manufactures custom printed bags for a variety of customers.  A flexographic press places ink onto a continuous roll of polyethylene film which is then cut into plastic bags.  Concentrated ink is mixed with pure solvent for use in the presses.  The film, in long rolls, is fed through the press.  Hot air is blown onto the wet ink evaporating the solvent.  The coated film then proceeds further in the press for additional ink (different colors) application as necessary. 

The hot solvent laden air, containing Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) emissions, from each press is ducted to a 23,000 scfm Pillar Technologies incinerator.  It utilizes catalyst beds to oxidize the VOC to carbon dioxide and water vapor.  The gases are then exhausted through a stack.  The designed VOC loading rate of the incinerator (capacity) is 500 lb./hr.  The incinerator is fired on natural gas at a maximum heat input rate of 6.8 MMBtu/hr.  

In order to minimize the VOC emissions, the solvents are stored in fixed roof tanks fitted with pressure relief valves, and the liquid waste solvent is handled by an authorized agent.  Fugitive emissions are released through the doors and exhaust vents on the building.  These emissions are restricted by a combined limit on material usage. 

Also included in this permit are miscellaneous insignificant emissions units and/or activities.  Based on the initial Title V permit issued on July 21, 2000, this facility is a major source of VOC emissions.  This construction permit did not change the major source status of the facility with respect to VOC emissions.  This facility utilizes wide-web flexographic printing presses and is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAPs). Therefore, the facility is not subject to 40 CFR 63 Subpart KK - National Emission standards for the Printing and Publishing Industry.  Refer to 40 CFR 63.820(a)(1).

2)  The incineration system is employed and oxidizes at least 90 percent of the volatile organic compounds (VOC measured as total combustible carbon) to carbon dioxide and water.

3)  The catalyst bed outlet temperature of the Pillar Technologies incinerator must be maintained between 550° - 900° F.  The catalyst inlet temperature, prior to the catalyst bed, shall be maintained at a temperature above 550° F during operation of the presses.

Capacity is defined as the processing of printing material across the presses at a rate minimally equivalent to the normal processing rate experienced by each press, and all of the presses in operation.  If it is impractical to operate all the presses with active printing jobs during the required test, then all of the ventilation systems from the remaining presses should also be in operation.  The ink and solvent consumption rates shall be recorded on the press being tested and averaged for the testing period.  The permittee must include documentation with the test based on comparisons with the operating history that shows that the processing rate during the test was indicative of at least “normal” loading.  The operating conditions of all the presses along with records of damper position settings during the test should be included in the test report.
If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the press may be tested at less than capacity; in this case, subsequent operation is limited to the ink and solvent consumption rates per hour during the test until a new test is conducted.  In addition, the facility shall be limited to operate only as many presses simultaneously as were in operation during the test.  The limit on the number of presses permitted to operate at the same time following the test can be met, but not exceeded, by any combination of presses.
Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  The permittee shall submit a statement of the operating mode as part of the compliance test.  Failure to submit an operation mode statement or operating at conditions which do not minimally reflect the normal operating conditions may invalidate the data.

A. 10.  Compliance with the emissions limitations of Specific Condition No. A.3 shall be determined, in part, using EPA Method 24A contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297.401, F.A.C., or a certification by the ink/solvent manufacturer of the composition of the coating if it is supported by actual batch formulation records and the recordkeeping as required in Specific Condition No. A.16 below.

A.11.  The EPA VOC DATA SHEET, Properties of the Coating “AS SUPPLIED” by the manufacturer (EPA Document 450/3-84-019, titled, "Procedures for Certifying Quantity of Volatile Organic Compounds Emitted by Paint, Ink, and Other Coatings) or equivalent shall be kept-on site for each material and made available upon request to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County.  If any VOC solvents are added to the material once the manufacturer has packaged it, then the “AS APPLIED” VOC DATA SHEETS shall be used.

A.12.  All emissions tests performed pursuant to the requirements of the Rule 62-296.515, F.A.C. shall comply with the following requirements:

1) Destructive.  The test method for volatile organic compounds shall be EPA Method 25 or Attachment 3 of EPA 450/2-78-041, with equipment specifications per Industrial Ventilation Manual, incorporated and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.

2) Nondestructive.  The test method for volatile organic compounds shall be EPA VOC Capture Efficiency Test Procedures Rule 62-297.440(7), F.A.C.  The sampling time for each capture efficiency test run shall be as follows as approved by the Department pursuant to Rule 62-297.620, F.A.C.:

i) Capture efficiency tests which use a total temporary enclosure or building enclosure with one of the liquid/gas or gas/gas methods identified in Rules 297.450(2)(a) through (d), F.A.C., shall consist of at least three sampling runs.  Each run shall cover at least one complete production cycle, but shall be at least 3 hours long.  The sampling time for each run need not exceed 8 hours, even if the production cycle has not been completed.

ii) Capture efficiency tests which use the traditional liquid/gas method identified in Rule 297.450(2)(e),F.A.C., shall consist of the total number of runs needed to comply with either the data quality objective criteria or lower confidence limit criteria of Section 3.0 of EPA Emission Measurement Technical Information Center Guideline Document GD-035, “Guidelines for Determining Capture Efficiency,” January 9, 1995, adopted by reference at Rule 62-297.440, F.A.C.  However, each traditional liquid/gas capture efficiency test shall consist of at least 3 sampling runs.  The sampling time for each run shall be neither less than 20 minutes nor more than 24 hours.

A.13.  The permittee shall notify the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County at least 15 days prior to (unless specified otherwise) the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin, of the date, time and place of each such test and the contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted.

Standard for work and operational practice 

A.14.  Operation and Maintenance Plan: The permittee shall operate and maintain the incinerator according to the incinerator manufacturer's "Environmental Compliance Plan" that was approved by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County on December 29, 1994, or any subsequent revision approved by the EPC.

Essential Potential to Emit (PTE) Parameters

B.1.    Only the following products are permitted for handling through any of the four storage tanks: MP Blend*, Recycled Solvent, Hazardous Waste Solvent and n - Propyl Acetate.  The maximum material throughput of approved products for any consecutive 12-month period shall not exceed 172,000 gallons/yr for all of the tanks combined.  The maximum Hazardous Waste Solvent permitted for truck loading off-site is 30,000 gallons/yr.
*   MP Blend is Master Packaging Blend consisting of 60 % Isopropyl alcohol, 30 % n-proponol and 10 % n - Propyl Acetate, but has been redefined as 0-100% N-Propyl Alcohol and 0-100% N-Propyl Acetate. (Future blends may contain 0-100% Ethanol with prior written approval from the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County.)

B.3. The permittee shall comply with the following work and operational practice requirements:

1) Each tank shall be maintained to retain the structure, roof type, and color characteristics described in the application.

2) Utilize bottom fill method to load trucks and the storage tanks.
3) Maintain pressure relief valves and all tanks shall be clearly identified. 
4) Shall not switch the products/tanks for the storage purpose unless necessary precautions are taken to ensure that the tank is rid completely of the previous product prior to filling a different product in the tank.

5) Monthly and rolling 12-month total of Hazardous Waste Solvent loaded into trucks

B.7.   On the basis of the inspection requirement of Specific Condition B.5. the permittee shall document the findings and the corrective action taken as per the Environmental Compliance Plan referenced in the Consent Order of June 2, 1994, or any subsequent revision approved by the EPC.
