Attached is renewal operating permit, Permit No. 0570298-002-AO, for operation of a citrus pellet bulk terminal.  Tampa Bulk Services receives, stores, and ships out citrus pellets.  Pellets arrive by railcar and truck.  Only bottom loading railcars and trucks deliver to the facility.  The trucks and railcars unload the citrus pellets into an underground hopper.  The pellets are then transferred using an underground conveyor system to either one of ten storage silos or two storage warehouses.  The pellets have been coated with molasses prior to arrival at the facility to help keep dust emissions down.  

Pellets leave the facility by ship.  An enclosed conveyor system with a 3,000 ACFM cyclone and water sprays transfers the pellets from the silos or the warehouses to the ship.  No ships are unloaded at the facility.  Particulate matter (PM) emissions are controlled by limiting the amount of material the facility can handle and by coating the pellets with molasses prior to arrival at the facility.  Allowable PM emissions for the facility are 44.6 TPY based on the construction permit application dated May 2, 1994 and an older version of AP-42.  Using PM emission factors from Chapter 9.9.1 (Grain Elevators and Processes, last updated 5/98) from the latest version of AP-42 (5th Edition), actual PM emissions for the facility are calculated to be 11.1 tons per year.
The ten storage silos and two storage warehouses onsite are considered an insignificant source.
Although authorized to operate year round Tampa Bulk Services is a seasonal operation and operates only during orange season, typically November through May.  
Based on our review, we recommend that the permit be issued as drafted.

Enclosed is Permit Number 0570298-002-AO to operate a citrus pellet terminal, issued pursuant to Section 403.087, Florida Statutes.  Please read this new permit thoroughly as there are changes from the previous permit.

The EPC will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Section 120.569 and 120.57 F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for a hearing are set forth below.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 1900 9th Avenue, Tampa, Florida 33605, Phone 813-272-5960, Fax 813-272-5157.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent. Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this permit.  Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen)
days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.


A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205 of the F.A.C.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based is required to contain the following information:

(a)  The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;

(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;

(c)  A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;


(d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;

(e)  A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;

(f)  A statement of specific rules or statutes that the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and

(g)  A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.

     A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.



This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.


Any person listed below may request to obtain additional information, a copy of the application (except for information entitled to confidential treatment pursuant to Section 403.111, F.S.), all relevant supporting materials, and all other materials available to the EPC that are relevant to the permit decision.  
Interested persons may contact Alice H. Harman, P.E., at the above address or call (813) 272-5960, for additional information.

     Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statues, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida rules of Appellate Procedure with the EPC’s Legal Office at 1900 9th Ave., Tampa, Florida 33605 and with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station 35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

In order to ensure compliance with Specific Condition No. 6, the following limitations shall apply: [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C., and Permit No. AC29-250093]

    A)
No more than 550,000 tons of pellets shall be processed through the terminal in any 12 consecutive month period.  
    B)
Hours of operation are not restricted.  
    C)
All pellets shall be coated with molasses or other EPC approved dust suppressant prior to receipt at the facility.

    D)
A series of water sprays shall be maintained along the ship loading conveyor system and used during all ship loading.

    E)
The cyclone shall evacuate emissions that are generated by the loading of citrus pellets into the shiphold.

    F)
All enclosures shall be kept in good repair so as to preclude leaks of dust from the process.

    G)
The ship loading spout shall move in a sweeping motion keeping the tip of the spout no more than one foot above the level of pellets in the shiphold.

Compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 6 and 7 shall be demonstrated through the use of a monthly recordkeeping system.  The records shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state, or federal air pollution agency upon request.  Records shall remain onsite for at least two (2) years and shall include, but not limited to, the following: [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

The maximum allowable emission rate for particulate matter for this source is set by Specific Condition No. 6.  Because of the expense and complexity of conducting a stack test on minor sources of particulate matter, the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County pursuant to the authority granted under Rule 62-297.620(4), F.A.C. hereby allows the particulate testing to be waived in lieu of a visible emission standard not to exceed opacity of 5%. Should the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County have reason to believe the particulate emission standard is not being met, the Department may require that compliance with the particulate emission standards be demonstrated by the applicable test method.  [Rules 62-297.620(1) and 62-297.620(3), F.A.C.]
10.
Test the emissions of the shiploader cyclone, truck/railcar unloading, and ship/barge hold during loading for opacity annually on or within 60 days prior to May 26 and submit two copies of test data to the Air Management Division of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within forty-five days of such testing.  Testing procedures shall be consistent with the requirements of Rule 62-297.310, F.A.C.

11.
Compliance with the emission limitation of Specific Condition No. 6 shall be determined using EPA Methods 1, 2, 4, 5 and 9 contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling and reporting shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A.  The visible emission tests shall be at least 30 minutes in duration.  
12.
Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity of 288 tons/hour for railcar unloading, 180 tons/hour for truck unloading, and 1047 tons/hour for ship loading.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  Failure to submit the input rates and actual operating conditions may invalidate the test. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

The permittee shall provide at least the minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities as specified in 40 CFR 60.8(e)(1), (2), (3) and (4) and Rule 62-297.310(6), F.A.C.  Source sampling platforms, platform access, and other associated work areas, whether permanent or temporary, shall be in accordance with Occupational Safety and Health Administration standards per 29 CFR 1910, Subparts D and E.

The following observations, checks and operations apply to this source and shall be conducted on the schedule specified:


Daily

1.   Check to see that only specifically designed bottom unloading trucks and railcars are unloaded.


2.  All spillage occurring during truck and/or railcar unloading or ship loading shall be cleaned-up immediately.


3.  Check all trucks and railcars for damage.


4.  Observe cyclone vent.


5. Walk through system listening for proper operation (audible leaks, proper fan and motor functions, etc.).

Daily, During Ship Loading

1.  Check the warehouse doors for visible emissions.  Should any particulate emissions be observed from the doors, the doors shall be closed immediately.


2.  Check the ship loading spout.


3.  Check to see that the water spray is operating.

Monthly

1.  Check all storage buildings and conveyors and make necessary repairs.


2.  Inspect fans for corrosion and material build-up.


3.  Check all drive belts and chains for wear and tension.


4.  Inspect housing for corrosion.


Annually

1. Inspect all storage silos and warehouses and make necessary repairs.

Records of inspections, maintenance, and performance parameters shall be retained for a minimum of two years and shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County upon request. [Rule 62-296.700(6)(e), F.A.C.]

All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provision in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alterations, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not limited to:  [Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.]

Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under the control of the owner or operator of the facility to prevent reentrainment, and from buildings or work areas to prevent particulate from becoming airborne.

The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200(169), F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment
    B)
Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.
    C)    New type of dust suppressant used to control particulate matter emissions from the citrus pellets.
17.
Prior to sixty days before the expiration of this operating permit, the permittee shall apply for a renewal of the permit using the current version of the permit renewal application form.  A renewal application shall be timely and sufficient.  If the application is submitted prior to sixty days before the expiration of the permit, it will be considered timely and sufficient.  If the renewal application is submitted at a later date, it will not be considered timely and sufficient unless it is submitted and made complete prior to the expiration of the operation permit.  When the application for renewal is timely and sufficient, the existing permit shall remain in effect until the renewal application has been finally acted upon by the EPC or, if there is court review of the final agency action, until a later date is required by Section 120.60, Florida Statutes.
