Attached is Permit No. 0570299-003-AO for the operation of a wood door manufacturing plant.  These operations include sawing, sizing of wooden blocks, edge and groove forming, sanding and other associated operations.  Particulate matter emissions generated from the woodworking operations are vented to a 60,000 ACFM Torit-Day, Model No. 484 RF-10 baghouse.  Here the sawdust is collected before it is pneumatically transferred through a cyclone to a sawdust silo for storage.





Water-based painting and wood scrap grinding operations at the facility are exempt from permitting because of their low level of emissions.





Based on our review, we recommend that this permit be issued as drafted.

     Enclosed is Permit Number 0570299-003-AO to operate a wood door manufacturing plant, issued pursuant to Section 403.087, Florida Statutes.  Please read this new permit thoroughly as there are changes from the previous permit.  Also please note that Rule references have been changed from 17-XXX to 62-XXX due to a renumbering of the rules. There is no change to the content of the rules.





     A person whose substantial interests are affected by this permit may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) in accordance with Section 120.57, Florida Statutes.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) at 1900 9th Avenue, Tampa, FL  33605, within fourteen (14) days of receipt of this permit.  Petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above at the time of filing.  Failure to file a petition within this time period shall constitute a waiver of any right such person may have to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Section 120.57, Florida Statutes.





	The Petition shall contain the following information:





The name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner, 


the applicant's name and address, the Permit File Number and the county in which the project is proposed;
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A statement of how and when each petitioner received notice of the EPC's action or proposed action;


	(c)  A statement of how each petitioner's substantial interests are affected by the EPC's action or proposed action;


	(d)  A statement of the material facts disputed by petitioner, if any;


	(e)  A statement of facts which petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC's action or proposed action;


	(f)  A statement of which rules or statutes petitioner contends required reversal or modification of the EPC's action or proposed action; and


	(g)  A statement of the relief sought by petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wants the EPC to take with respect to the EPC's action or proposed action.





	If a petition is filed, the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate agency action.  Accordingly, the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this permit. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any decision of the EPC with regard to the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding.  The petition must conform to the requirements specified above and be filed (received) within 14 days of receipt of this notice, in the EPC Legal Department at the above address.  Failure to petition within the allotted time frame constitutes a waiver of any right such person has to request a hearing under Section 120.57, F.S., and to participate as a party to this proceeding.  Any subsequent intervention will only be at the approval of the presiding officer upon motion filed pursuant to Rule 60Q-2.010, F.A.C.





	This permit is a final and effective Order on the date it is filed with the clerk, unless a petition is filed in accordance with the above paragraphs, or unless a request for extension of time in which to file a petition is filed within 14 days and conforms to Rule 62-103.070, F.A.C. Upon timely filing of a petition or a request for an extension of time, this permit will not be effective until further Order of the EPC.





     When the Order (Permit) is final, any party to the Order has the right to seek judicial review of the Order pursuant to Section 120.68, Florida Statutes, by the filing of a Notice of Appeal pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure, with the EPC Legal Department at the above address; and by filing a copy of the Notice of Appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The Notice of Appeal must be filed within 30 days from the date the Order becomes final.

1.	A part of this permit is the attached General Conditions. [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]





2.	All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]





3. 	Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]





4.	As requested by the permittee, in order to exempt the facility from Particulate RACT, maximum allowable particulate emissions shall not exceed 4.9 pounds per hour and 14.9 tons per year. [Rule 62-296.700(2)(a), F.A.C.]





5.	Visible emissions from the facility shall not be equal to or greater than 5% opacity. [Rule 62-297.620(4) F.A.C.]





6.	The following restrictions and limitations shall apply for any consecutive twelve (12) month period in order to ensure compliance with Specific Condition No. 4: [Permit No. AO29-128583 and Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]





Total process input rate:  34,250 lbs/hr of wood


Operating hours:  5,824 hours for any 12 consecutive month period





7.	All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provision in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alterations, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not limited to, the following:





Maintenance of parking areas and yards.


Removal of particulate matter from paved areas, buildings and work areas under control of the owner/operator.


Maintain sufficient wind protection (i.e., shrouds or walls) on the sides of the truck loading bay to minimize sawdust wind dispersion.


Cleanup of any sawdust that falls outside of the truck bed or roll-off container in the truck loading bay as soon as practical.





8.	Test the facility for visible emissions annually, on or within 60 days prior to September 10.  The Method #9 test observation period on this source shall be at least thirty (30) minutes and shall be conducted under the same operating conditions as the test specified in Specific Condition No. 9.  Two copies of the test data shall be submitted to the Air Management Division of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 45 days of testing. [Rule 62-297, F.A.C.]





9.	Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity of 34,250 lbs/hr of wood (process input). If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  Failure to submit the input rates and actual operating conditions may invalidate the test. [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310(2)(b), F.A.C.]	





10.  Compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 4, 5, and 6 shall be determined using EPA Methods 1, 2, 4, 5 and 9 contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C. The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling and reporting, shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A.





11.  In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 5, the permittee shall maintain a monthly recordkeeping system.  The record shall include, but not limited to the following information: [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

12.  The permittee shall operate and maintain the baghouse as per the manufacturer's guidelines and good operating practice. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]





13. The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C]





14.	When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]





15.	The permittee shall apply for a timely revision of this permit, if affected by the promulgation of federal NESHAP for this type of operation.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]





16.	The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]





    A)	Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment.


    B)	Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.





17.	The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or the commission of paint overspraying or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.





18.	If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Air Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]





19.	Prior to sixty days before the expiration of this operating permit, the permittee shall apply for a renewal of the permit using the current version of the permit renewal application form.  A renewal application shall be timely and sufficient.  If the application is submitted prior to sixty days before the expiration of the permit, it will be considered timely and sufficient.  If the renewal application is submitted at a later date, it will not be considered timely and sufficient unless it is submitted and made complete prior to the expiration of the operation permit.  When the application for renewal is timely and sufficient, the existing permit shall remain in effect until the renewal application has been finally acted upon by the EPC or, if there is court review of the final agency action, until a later date is required by Section 120.60, Florida Statutes. [Rule 62-4.090, F.A.C.]
