This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-209, 62-210, 62-212, 62-272, 62-275, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part of hereof and specifically described as follows:

For the after the fact construction of an existing Wheelabrator Shot Blasting Machine (Model No. 126-D) that was presumed to be vented indoors and for construction of a second Wheelabrator Shot Blasting Machine (Model No. 15) at a structural steel fabricating facility.  The facility fabricates, blasts, and spray coats structural steel parts.  

After fabrication, steel is blasted in one of two Wheelabrator shot blasting machines.  Each Wheelabrator machine has its own baghouse.  If the part is too large to fit through the Wheelabrator shot blasting machines, the part is blasted using grit blasting pots powered by electric air compressors.  After being blasted, the steel is spray coated with paint.  

Potential particulate matter emissions from the grit blasting operation are controlled by limiting the grit usage, by use of tarps and screens, and by use of the baghouses on the Wheelabrators.  The combined particulate matter emissions from the two Wheelabrator machines and the grit blasting with blasting pots exceed 5 pounds/hour which makes the facility subject to PM RACT.      

Unpermitted activities at the facility include a gasoline storage tank, a diesel storage tank, and a degreasing operation.

A part of this permit is the attached General Conditions. [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]

2.
All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]

3.
Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

4.
The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or the commission of paint overspraying or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.

5.
The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor. [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]

6.
As requested by the permittee, the combined maximum allowable particulate matter emissions from the two Wheelabrator shot blasting machines shall not exceed 0.03 grains/DSCFM and 3.5 tons for any 12 consecutive month period. [Rules 62-212.300(3)(a), 62-296.712(2), and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Air Construction Permit Application Submitted January 18, 2006]  
7. 
No person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere any emissions of particulate matter in excess of 0.03 grains/dscf, or visible emissions greater than 5 percent opacity from each Wheelabrator blasting machine. [Rule 62-296-712(2), F.A.C.]

8.
In order to ensure compliance with the emission limitations in Specific Condition Nos. 6 and 7, the following limitations and restrictions shall apply:  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Air Construction Permit Application Submitted January 18, 2006]

A)  The combined maximum material usage of the two Wheelabrator shot blasting machines shall not exceed 5,000 tons of abrasive grit per twelve consecutive month period.

B)  The maximum abrasive grit used by the grit blasting pots powered by electric air compressors shall not exceed 5,000 tons of abrasive grit per twelve consecutive month period.

C)  The hours of operation of the facility are not restricted.

9.
The permittee shall submit with the application for a federally enforceable state operating permit an Operation and Maintenance Plan for each Wheelabrator shot blasting machine in accordance with Rule 62-296.700(6), F.A.C.  The Operation and Maintenance Plan shall include, but is not limited to, the following:  [Rule 62-296.700(6)(a)2, F.A.C.]
A)  Manufacturer

B)  Model name and number

C)  Type of control device

D)  Bag pressure drop 

E)  Design flowrate

F)  Efficiency rating

G)  Air to cloth ratio 

H)  Bag weave

I)  Bag material 

J)  Gas temperature, inlet and outlet 

K)  Bag cleaning conditions

a. If Pulse, specify: air pressure 

b. If Shake, specify: shaker motor current

c. If Reverse, specify: reverse air fan current 

L)  Bag cleaning cycle

a. If Shake, specify: duration, frequency, and delay periods 
b. If Reverse, specify: duration, frequency, and delay periods
10.
Test both Wheelabrator shot blasting machines for visible emissions within 30 days of startup and submit 2 copies of the test data to the Air Management Division within 45 days of such testing.  Testing procedures shall be consistent with the requirements of 40 CFR 60 and Rule 62-297, F.A.C.
11.
Compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition No. 7 shall be determined using EPA Method 9 contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  All EPA Method 9 observation periods shall be at least thirty (30) minutes in duration.  The opacity observation shall include the period during which the highest opacity emissions can reasonably be expected to occur.  The observation point for the blasting operation tests shall be at the point of maximum opacity leaving the baghouse stack.  The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling, and reporting, shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A.

12.
The maximum allowable emission rate for particulate matter for this source is set by Specific Condition No. 6.  Because of the expense and complexity of conducting a stack test on minor sources of particulate matter, the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County pursuant to the authority granted under Rule 62-297.620(4), F.A.C. hereby allows the particulate testing to be waived in lieu of a visible emission standard not to exceed opacity of 5%. 

13.
Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as using 356,000 lbs/hr of grit for Model No. 126-D and 110,000 lbs/hr of grit for Model No. 15.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test rate until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  Failure to submit the input rates and actual operating conditions may invalidate the test.  [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310(2)(b), F.A.C. and Air Construction Permit Application Submitted January 18, 2006]

14.
The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C.]

15.
The following reasonable precautions shall be taken to control the emissions of unconfined particulate matter associated with the abrasive blasting operations and to ensure compliance with Specific Condition No. 6:   [Rules 62-296.320, 62-4.070(3), and 62-701, F.A.C. and Air Construction Permit Application Submitted January 18, 2006]

A)  The permittee shall use only coal slag as the abrasive blasting material unless prior approval is received from the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County to use another material.
B)  No spent abrasive material shall be reused.

C)  The permittee shall use only manual sweeping and vacuum systems to clean up building floors, spent blasting materials, and parts which have been blasted in the Wheelabrator shot blasting machines.  No blowers are permitted.

D)   All solid waste shall be recycled or disposed of in a permitted Class I or II landfill or other    facility approved by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County.  Receipt of disposal shall be maintained on site for a period of two years and made available to inspectors upon request.  [Rule 62-701, F.A.C.]

E)  The permittee shall wet the grounds, as necessary.

16.
The permittee shall maintain monthly records as follows:  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

A)  Amount of black beauty used by the Wheelabrator machines (pounds or tons)
B)  Rolling twelve month total of A) above (tons)
17.
When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]

18.
The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200(169), F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

    A)
Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment.

    B)
Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.

    C)
Any change in the type of energy that is used to power any part of the facility.  For example, switching from air compressors to gas compressors to power the grit blasting activity.

19.
Submit to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County each calendar year on or before March 1, completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility", for the preceding calendar year. [Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.]

20.
If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]

21.
A minimum of two copies of an application for a federally enforceable state operation permit shall be submitted to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 45 days of completion of compliance testing of both Wheelabrator shot blasting machines or at least 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit, whichever occurs first. [Rules 62-4.050(2) and 62-4.090, F.A.C.]
