FINAL Operating Permit Renewal – Fabricated Products of Tampa, Inc.

Permit No. 0570363-005-AO
Attached is FINAL Permit No. 0570363-005-AO for the operation of a structural steel products fabrication and painting facility located at 1700 2nd Avenue East, Tampa.  The facility operation involves the fabrication of metal structural parts (typically beams, columns, etc.) in a series of bays utilizing industrial metalworking machinery including shears, saws, drills, grinders, and welding and torching equipment.  Following fabrication of the metals parts, the parts are transferred to Bay 4 where a coating is applied through airless spray guns.  The coated parts are air dried.  Bay 4 is partially enclosed and contains 3 large wall fans for improved ventilation of the room along with filter banks on the inlet of the fans to help control particulate overspray.  The facility also uses cleaning solvents (typically mineral spirits) as needed for cleaning of the metal parts and the spray guns.  No abrasive blasting occurs at the facility.
Volatile organic compound emissions from the surface coating operation are controlled through the application of low solvent technology and by limits on the material usage.  The facility’s material usage is limited to 4,857 gallons of coatings and 460 gallons of cleaning solvents per year.  This limit on the material usage limits the VOC emissions to 9.9 ton/yr.  The facility is subject to VOC-RACT, and the VOC content of the coating cannot exceed 3.5 pounds per gallon per Rule 62-296.513(2)(a)2., F.A.C.  Due to the low level of potential emissions from the source, and the reasonable assurance provided from historical records and the MSDS sheets, the recordkeeping requirements for material usage and emissions were changed to monthly.
The facility previously intended to relocate its operation to a site at 1100 South 56th Street, Tampa, FL  33619.  Construction Permit No. 0571311-001-AC was issued on October 17, 2005 to allow for the relocation.  However, although this facility’s owner still owns that property, the facility no longer plans to relocate as part of their immediate plans and that construction permit was allowed to expire as of April 18, 2007.  Any future plans for relocation will require processing of another construction permit.
No complaints or warning notices related to this facility were noted in the last 5 years.
Permit No. 0570363-005-AO was issued in DRAFT on October 8, 2010.  Comments were received via e-mail on October 18, 2010 from Lynn Robinson, P.E. (Southern Environmental Sciences, Inc.) on behalf of the facility.  The comments were minor and simply requested the replacement of the term “primer” with the more generic term “coating” throughout the permit.  Since the maximum VOC content limit remains unchanged regardless of the term used to define the applied product, the changes were made as requested.  
Based upon our review, we recommend approval of this permit.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part of hereof and specifically described as follows:
For the operation of a structural steel products fabrication and painting facility.  The fabrication and painting process occurs in a single large building that is completely covered and divided into a series of bays.  The fabrication of metal structural parts (typically beams, columns, etc.) occurs in Bays 1-3 utilizing industrial metalworking machinery including shears, saws, drills, grinders, and welding and torching equipment.

Following fabrication of the metals parts, the parts are transferred to Bay 4 where a coating of primer and/or paint is applied.  Parts of the pieces may be grinded if necessary to smooth a raised section for coating.  No blasting of pieces takes place on-site.  The pieces may be wiped clean with a solvent, typically mineral spirits, if needed, prior to coating application.  The coatings and solvents are stored in a coating storage area.  The coating is primarily applied by pumping the coating through two application lines using pneumatic pressure and applying the coating using spray nozzles at the end of the lines through an airless coating application method (i.e. no atomized spraying is performed).  The coated parts are air dried.  Solvents are used to clean the spray guns as needed.
The west side of Bay 4 is fully enclosed and also has 3 large exhaust fans with a bank of filters covering the inlet of each in order to minimize overspray and better ventilate the bay.  Two smaller wall fans are also present in the coating storage room located on the west wall.  The area between Bay 3 and Bay 4 has tarps hung in place to help contain overspray from affecting the other bays.  The floor of Bay 4 is an impervious surface and any buildup of material (i.e. grit/sand) that has collected overspray is periodically removed as necessary through appropriate disposal methods.
Volatile organic compound emissions from the surface coating operation are controlled through the application of low solvent technology.  The facility is subject to VOC-RACT, and the VOC emissions are limited through restrictions on usage of the coatings and solvents and a maximum allowable VOC content of 3.5 pounds per gallon per Rule 62-296.513(2)(a)2., F.A.C.

All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]

3.
Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

4.
The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or the commission of paint overspraying or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.

5.
The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor. [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]

6.
As requested by the permittee, in order to establish the facility as a synthetic minor for both criteria and Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAP), the following emission limitations shall apply: [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-212.300, F.A.C.; and Permit No. 0570363-001-AC]

B)
The HAP, as defined in Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., emissions shall be less than 10 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any individual HAP, and less than 25 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any combination of HAPs.

7.
The emission limitations of Specific Condition No. 6 shall be achieved by the application of low solvent coating technology.  [Rule 62-296.513(3)(a), F.A.C.]
8.
The permittee shall not cause, allow, or permit the discharge into the atmosphere of any volatile organic compounds in excess of 3.5 pounds per gallon of coating, excluding water, delivered to a coating applicator.  [Rule 62-296.513(2)(a)2., F.A.C.]

9.
All volatile organic compound emissions from solvent washings shall be considered in the emission limitation of Specific Condition No. 8, unless the solvent is directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere. [Rule 62-296.513(2)(c), F.A.C.]

10.
The following restrictions and limitations shall apply in order to ensure compliance with Specific Condition No. 6: [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-210.200(130), F.A.C.; and permit No. 0570363-001-AC]

A)  The hours of operation are not restricted. 

B)  Material usage shall not exceed the following:

C)  The permittee shall not dilute the coating prior to its application to the metal substrate.
D)  The spray coating operation shall be performed only in the designated spray coating area.  The spray coating area shall have an impervious layer to prevent paint overspray and solvents from entering the soil and contaminating the ground water.
E)  Material safety data sheet for each coating and solvent shall be maintained on site and be made available upon request to any local, state, or federal air pollution agency.
11.
In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 6, 8, and 10, the permittee shall maintain monthly records of operations.  Records shall be kept onsite for three years and shall be made available for inspection to any local, state, or federal air pollution agency upon request.  The records shall include, but not limited to, the following: [Rules 62-4.070(3), 62-4.160(14), and 62-296.500(2)(b)1., F.A.C.]

C) VOC content of cleaning solvents (lbs/gal)

D) HAP content in coatings and solvents (lbs/gal)

12.
Compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition No. 8 shall be determined using EPA Method 24 or 24A contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  The Department may accept, instead of the coating analysis methods required under Rules 62-296.500(2)(b)2. and 3., F.A.C., a certification by the coating manufacturer of the composition of the coating if it is supported by actual batch formulation records.  The manufacturer’s certification shall be consistent with EPA’s document number 450/3-84-019, titled, “Procedures for Certifying Quantity of Volatile Organic Compounds Emitted by Paint, Ink, and Other Coatings.” [Rule 62-296.500(2)(b)4, F.A.C.]

13.
When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]
14.
The permittee shall not store, handle, process, or use in any process the volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems as follows and as deemed necessary and ordered by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County: [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]

    A)
Maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc. on all containers when they are not being handled, tapped, etc.

    B)
Where possible and practical, procure/fabricate a tightly fitting cover for any open trough, basin,       etc. of VOC so that it can be covered when not in use.

C)    Immediately attend to all spills/waste as appropriate.

15.
All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provision in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alterations, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not limited to, the following:  
A) All spent material on the shop floor of the spray painting areas shall be collected on a regular basis and properly disposed of.

B) No abrasive blasting shall be performed on site.

16.
The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
    A)
Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment.

    B)
Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.

17.
The permittee must submit to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County each calendar year, a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report (AOR) for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility", for the preceding calendar year.  The AOR shall be submitted by April 1 of the following year.  [Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.]
18.
If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Air Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]

19.
Prior to sixty days before the expiration of this operating permit, the permittee shall apply for a renewal of the permit using the current version of the permit renewal application form.  A renewal application shall be timely and sufficient.  If the application is submitted prior to sixty days before the expiration of the permit, it will be considered timely and sufficient.  If the renewal application is submitted at a later date, it will not be considered timely and sufficient unless it is submitted and made complete prior to the expiration of the operation permit.  When the application for renewal is timely and sufficient, the existing permit shall remain in effect until the renewal application has been finally acted upon by the EPC or, if there is court review of the final agency action, until a later date is required by Section 120.60, Florida Statutes. [Rule 62-4.090, F.A.C.]
