This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection:

This permit authorizes the construction and initial operation of a new offset lithographic printing press line to include the press, dryer, packer, and sealer.  The paper carton production equipment in this new press line which are air emission sources consists of a 28" E-beam web offset lithographic press and dryer, an abhesive (rotogravure) station, a flame treater, a sealer, a glue station, and an ink jet unit.  The flame treater and sealer are fired by natural gas at maximum design heat input ratings of 0.4 and 1.6 MMBtu/hour respectively.

The press sequentially applies six colors of ink (using offset lithography printing) and a varnish coating (using wide-web flexography) to the paper. At the abhesive station abhesive solution is applied by rotogravure printing to a portion of the paper to facilitate opening of the finished carton by the consumer.  Once the continuous web of paper is printed and dried, it is converted into flat cartons.  After the commercial product has been placed and palletized, it is transported to the sealing department.  The cartons are fed through a series of belts, folding the scores.  Then they are fed through a burner section (flame treater), activating the polyethylene, then fed through a final fold section where the side seam (seal) is ironed (sealer).  Once side seamed, the cartons are shingle fed into an auto-packer where they are counted and cased (glue station).  Each case is printed with an ink jet printer to include the date and time of production and the name of the operator and product.

2.  Other Requirements - Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, or any other requirements under federal, state or local law.

Emission and Operation Limitations

3.  Operation Hours - This new press line is permitted for continuous operation (i.e., 8,760 hours/year).

4.  VOC/HAP Emissions -  Emissions of volatile organic compound (VOC) and hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) (as defined in Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C.) from this new press line shall be included in the overall facility VOC and HAP emissions when determining compliance with the facility-wide VOC and HAP limitations contained in the facility permit 0570417-013-AC/0570417-014-AF*.

(*Permitting Note:  This facility construction modification/operation permit is being co-processed with this construction permit for the new press line.  The new press line does not have a separate VOC or HAP limit, but rather is covered by the facility-wide VOC and HAP limitations.)

5.  Material Usage Limitations - VOC and HAP containing materials (Electron-Beam Inks, Electron-Beam Lacquers, fountain solutions, ink reducer, water-based Abhesive Solution,  solvent-based Abhesive "A", solvent-based Abhesive "B", solvents, Inkjet inks, Inkjet ink conditioners, glue) used in this new press line shall be included in the overall facility material usages when determining compliance with the facility material usage limitations contained in the facility permit 0570417-013-AC/0570417-014-AF*.

6.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards: Objectionable Odor Prohibited - The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor. An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

7.  General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards:  General Visible Emissions Standard - Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).

8. Any changes in the information contained in the permit.

Facility Operation Permit (FESOP) Amendment

13.   Application for Amendment of Operation Permit - Within 60 days of initial commercial operation of the new press line, the permittee shall submit a request to the Air Management Division of the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Commission (EPC), with a copy to the Air Program of the SW District office of the Department, for amendment of the facility operation to include this new press line.  The request shall include the following:

A. The date the new press line went into commercial operation.

B. A statement that the emissions from VOC/HAP containing materials used in the new press line are being included in the facility-wide recordkeeping used to show compliance with the facility-wide VOC and HAP limitations.


C.  The appropriate operation permit amendment processing fee.
