SUBJECT:	FESOP Renewal – Manheim Tampa d/b/a Greater Tampa Bay Auto Auction
	Permit No. 0570425-007-AF

Attached is Federally Enforceable State Operating Permit (FESOP) No. 0570425-007-AF for Manheim Tampa d/b/a Greater Tampa Bay Auto Auction (GTBAA), a spray coating operation facility, located at 401 South 50th Street, Tampa, FL  33619.  This permit is to renew the existing FESOP No. 0570425-006-AF.    

GTBAA operates two identical, fully-enclosed, spray coating booths.  Hand-held spray guns are used for the manual spray application of pre-mixed primers and customized top coatings onto automobiles.  The two spray booths are adjacent to each other and are connected to a central paint mix room.  Each booth has two blowers rated at approximately 16,000 ACFM that provide replacement air to the coating booth.  Also, each booth has three exhaust fans rated at approximately 10,000 ACFM each which pull air through metal grates on the bottom of the booth and vent to three exhaust stacks on the roof above each booth.  Filters are used on the ceilings and floors of each booth to clean the air entering the booth and control the particulate matter caused by overspray as it passes through the floor grates as part of the exhaust system.  All the spray coating operations are confined to the spray booths.  

The facility uses coatings that either dry naturally in a short period of time or require forced air drying in the booths.  If the latter option is used, then each booth uses two gas fired heaters rated at 1.6 MMBtu/hr that provide heat to force air dry the coatings applied on automobiles, at temperatures up to 200oF.  The heaters are exempt from air permitting pursuant to Rule 62-210.300(3)(a)33., F.A.C.

GTBAA is a synthetic minor source for VOC and HAP’s emissions.  The facility is limited to 18.1 TPY of VOC emissions and 10/25 TPY of individual/collective HAP’s emissions.  The method of compliance is by implementing recordkeeping and good work practices.

The facility is subject to Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C., but is exempt from Rule 62-296.513(1)(b), F.A.C., since the coating of automobiles and light-duty trucks is exempt from the VOC RACT rule.  The facility is subject to 40 CFR 63, Subpart HHHHHH (NESHAP for Paint Stripping and Miscellaneous Surface Coating Operations).  However, the State has not adopted 40 CFR 63 Subpart HHHHHH, and therefore, the reference to this federal regulation is in the process description.

There is a 449 KW Kohler Power Systems emergency generator at the site.  During the processing of the last permit renewal in 2012, the diesel-fired emergency generator was considered a “non-emergency” generator since it was enrolled in the local power company’s “demand response program”. Under this program, the generator is capable of being operated during periods of high electricity demand at the request of the power company.  Therefore, the diesel engine (RICE) for the generator was subject to 40 CFR 63, Subpart ZZZZ and was listed as EU 004 (Kohler Power Systems Generator) in the existing permit.

[bookmark: _GoBack]However, during this permit review, we received a letter dated September 20, 2017 from the facility’s authorized representative (AR), Mr. Todd Janego, requesting that the RICE (EU 004) be exempted from permitting.  The letter states that for the last 5 years, this emergency generator has not been enrolled in the TECO demand response program.  The generator has had a total of 327 hours of use since they purchased it in 2005.  Based our review and pursuant to Rule 62-210.300(3)(a)35., F.A.C., the emergency generator can be exempted from permitting and EU 004 will be inactivated in the ARMS database.  

Also, a review of the facility’s compliance/enforcement records from the EPC SQL and EPA Echo data bases showed that the facility has not had any violations in the last 5 years.

Based on our review, we recommend the issuance of the FESOP renewal as drafted.
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
