Enclosed is Permit Number 0570446-005-AO for the operation of a scrap metal shredding and processing facility, issued pursuant to Section 403.087, Florida Statutes.  Please read this new permit thoroughly as there are changes from the previous permit.

The EPC will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Section 120.569 and 120.57 F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for a hearing are set forth below.

A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 3629 Queen Palm Dr, Tampa, Florida 33619, Phone 813-627-2600, Fax 813-627-2602.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this permit.  Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.

A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it. 
 Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205 of the F.A.C.

A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based must contain the following information:

(a)  The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;
(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;
(c)  A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;
(d)  A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;
(e)  A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;
(f)  A statement of specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and
(g)  A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.

A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301.

Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.

Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.
 
This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.

Any person listed below may request to obtain additional information, a copy of the application (except for information entitled to confidential treatment pursuant to Section 403.111, F.S.), all relevant supporting materials, and all other materials available to the EPC that are relevant to the permit decision.  Interested persons may contact Diana M. Lee, P.E., at the above address or call (813) 627-2600, for additional information.

Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statues, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida rules of Appellate Procedure with the EPC’s Legal Office at 3629 Queen Palm Dr, Tampa, Florida 33619 and with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station 35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:
This permit authorizes the operation of a scrap metal processing facility that includes a material shredder/hammer mill, material handling and separation equipment, and various product loading operations into containers, trucks, railcars, and marine vessels.
Trademark Metals Recycling (TMR) participates in the US EPA’s Voluntary Mercury Switch Removal Program and implements a scrap inspection program to prevent hazardous and prohibited materials from entering the process stream.  These programs have been developed by TMR as part of their “Best Management Practices”, which are not part of this permit.
Post-consumer, scrap metal products and crushed automobiles are brought to the facility by truck and processed through a 7000 horsepower METSO Texas Shredder, Model 122x108, material shredder.  The material is unloaded from assorted trucks and either dumped directly onto the in-feed scrap piles or emptied by magnet or grapple cranes then transferred onto the shredder feed conveyor.  The shredder is powered by an Alstom Electric Motor, Model No. ULW1100/190ACW, and has a manufacturer’s maximum hourly design capacity of 312.5 tons per hour (TPH).  However, based upon the shredder’s annual physical and operational limitations, it is not capable of processing more than 1.2 million tons of scrap material, annually.  Therefore, the potential to emit (PTE) is less than the Major Source thresholds and the facility is a Minor Source.  The shredder utilizes a water injection system (WIS) to cool the hammer mill and control dust emissions.  The shredded material is then conveyed through a series of process streams to separate ferrous and non-ferrous metals for export or sale to domestic consumers.  The waste residuals are sent to the landfill for disposal or used as alternative daily cover.
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After running through the scrap metal shredder, the shredded material exits the hammermill onto a shaker table and is transferred to the #1 transfer conveyor that feeds the magnet drum separators.  The initial metal separation occurs at magnetic drums to separate the ferrous metal from the material stream.  The ferrous metal is directed to the Texas Shredder Z-Box which uses air supplied by the TECHNOS Model TR-78 fan to entrain the lighter materials in the air stream as the shredded metal tumbles through the Z-Box.  All ferrous metal is conveyed to a radial stacker that piles the scrap steel for loading typically into vessels or barges.  The non-ferrous material from the primary drum magnetic separation is conveyed to a trommel for further separation and classification.
The material entrained in the air stream from the Z-Box is directed back through a cyclone for the removal of larger debris.  A portion of this air stream is bled off through the baghouse while the larger volume of air from the cyclone is directed back through the Z-Box.  The fine particulate matter (PM) is removed from the smaller volume of air by passing through a 15,000 ACFM, MCFC Baghouse, Model No. MCFC 78-120/MCFC 128-96 Style III, before being emitted to the atmosphere.  Materials recovered from the cyclone and baghouse hoppers are directed back to the fluff conveyer for disposal as waste.
The non-ferrous and fluff material separation is conducted in a partially enclosed building.  After passing through the sizing trommel, the non-ferrous metals and fluff are conveyed to vibrating pans for final separation of waste fluff material from non-ferrous metal products.  Stacker conveyers are used to pile the materials for loading into trucks.
Unconfined PM emissions from the storage piles and truck traffic are controlled by the use of reasonable precautions specified in the permit.  Torch cutting activities are exempt from permitting, pursuant to Rule 62-210.300(b)(1), F.A.C.

1. General Conditions.  A part of this permit is the attached General Conditions. [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]
2. Applicable Requirements.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]
3. Rules of the EPC.  All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]
4. Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida.  The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or any other act that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.
Emission and Operation Limitations
5. PM Emission Limitations.  The particulate matter emissions from the Z-Box and baghouse which controls it, (EU002, EP02), shall not exceed 0.03 grains per dry standard cubic foot. [Rule 62-296.711(2)(b), F.A.C.]
6. Visible Emissions (VE) Limit.  The maximum allowable visible emissions from the Scrap Metal Shredder (EU001) shall not exceed 10% opacity. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and 62-296.711(2)(c), F.A.C., Chapter 1-3.52, Rules of the EPC, and Alternative RACT Determination dated June 23, 1993.]
7. Visible Emissions (VE) Limit.  The maximum allowable visible emissions from the Material Handling Operations, including the Z-Box Air Separation Equipment (EU002) shall not exceed 5% opacity.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and 62-296.711(2)(a), F.A.C., Chapter 1-3.52, Rules of the EPC]
8. Weights & Measures.  The permittee shall maintain a truck scale to determine the amount of scrap metal received with an error of equal to or less than 10 percent.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
9. Control of Unconfined PM.  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provision in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alterations, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, torch cutting, storing and handling.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not be limited to, the following: 
A)  Crane & loader operators shall maintain material drop heights to three (3) feet or less, to the extent practicable;
B)  Vehicle speeds will be limited to 10 mph in unpaved areas and 15 mph in paved areas of the facility.
C)  Wet roadways and unpaved areas as necessary to prevent excessive fugitive emissions.  Paved areas shall be kept free of dirt and or debris by sweeping or vacuuming (no blowers permitted).  If paved areas are not kept free of dirt and debris, they shall be maintained wet to the extent necessary to prevent excessive fugitive emissions.
D)  Control equipment (spray nozzles, fire extinguishers, shovels, rakes, etc.) shall be properly maintained to perform its designed function.  
E)  Water will be sprayed on piles of scrap that when moved produce excess particulate emissions.  This water will be applied prior to transferring, lifting, or dropping inherently dusty scrap. 
F)  Remove oils, lubricants, and other combustible material from scrap metal prior to commencing torch cutting operations.
G)  Maintain a fire extinguisher, water hose with nozzle, rakes and shovels to spread dirt, or other fire suppression equipment in a location immediately adjacent to all torch cutting activities and immediately extinguish any incidental fires created from the torch cutting operations;
H)  Clear all combustible material away from close proximity to the torch cutting area.
 [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-296.320, F.A.C.]
10. Hours of Operation.  The facility’s hours of operations are not restricted. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
11. Objectionable Odor.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.  [Rules 62 210.200 (Definitions) and 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]
Compliance Testing
12. Compliance Test Frequency.  In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 5, 6, and 7, the permittee shall perform visible emission tests during each federal fiscal year (October 1 through September 30), with a target date of August 19.  The permittee will perform a visible emission (VE) test on the Scrap Metal Shredder (EU001), and at least one Emission Point (EP01, EP02, EP03, EP04, EP05, EP06) defined as part of the Material Handling Operations (EU002), annually.  All the Emission Points for Material Handling Operations (EU002) shall be tested for visible emissions, at least once during the term of this permit, and prior to 60 days before the expiration of this permit. [Rules 62-297.310(7)(a)4., F.A.C. and Chapter 1-3.50, Rules of the EPC]
13. Compliance Test Methods.  In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 5, 6 and 7, the permittee shall conduct compliance testing for particulate matter and visible emissions using EPA Methods 1, 2, 4, 5, and 9 contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A, and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.   The visible emissions test shall be conducted by a certified observer and be a minimum of thirty (30) minutes in duration.  The test observation period shall include the period during which the highest opacity can reasonably be expected to occur.  The opacity observation for the Scrap Metal Shredder (EU001) shall be made at the point of greatest opacity in that portion of the plume where condensed water vapor is not present.  The minimum requirements for stationary point source emissions test procedures and reporting shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A.  [Rules 62-296.711(3)(a) and 62-297.310(4), 62-297.320, 62-297.401(9), F.A.C., and Chapter 1-3.50, Rules of the EPC]
14. Waiver of Particulate Matter Testing.  The maximum allowable emission rate for particulate matter for the Z-Box Air Separation (EU002, EP02) is set by Specific Condition No. 5.  Because of the expense and complexity of conducting a stack test on minor sources of particulate matter, the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County pursuant to the authority granted under Rule 62-297.620(4), F.A.C. hereby allows the particulate testing to be waived in lieu of a visible emission standard not to exceed an opacity of 5%. [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.620(4), F.A.C.]
15. Compliance Test Requirements.  Testing of emissions for the scrap metal shredder and material handling operations shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity, 312.5 tons per hour.  Compliance testing shall be conducted under conditions that are representative of the typical feed mixtures of auto-bodies and sheet iron scrap.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than 15 fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  The permittee shall include in the test report the water injection rate range in gallons per minute for the shredder.   [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310, F.A.C]
16. Compliance Test Notification.  The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the EPC at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin, of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted.  [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)(9), F.A.C.]
17. Test Report Submittal.  The permittee will submit two (2) copies of the compliance test report required by this permit to the Air Compliance Section of the EPC within forty-five (45) days after the test is complete.  The test report shall contain sufficient detail on the mixture of auto-bodies and sheet iron scrap processed during the test and the test procedures used to allow the EPC to determine if the test was properly conducted and the test results properly computed.  [Rule 62-297.310(8), F.A.C.]
18. Special Compliance Testing.  When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions, or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it shall require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]
19. Circumvention.  The permittee shall not circumvent any air pollution control device, or allow the emissions of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.  [Rule 62-210.650, F.A.C.]
Recordkeeping, Emission Factors, and Reporting Requirements
20. Records.  The permittee shall maintain records of the scrap metal shredder operation, material handling operations, and the torch cutting activities.  The emission factors used to estimate the PM and total HAP emissions are based on stack test data from similar sources.  They are listed here for reference only; 0.095 lb PM/ton of scrap through the shredder, 0.00257 lb PM/ton of scrap for each material transfer point, and 0.0044 lb HAP/ton of scrap processed through the shredder.  The facility records shall include the following:
A)  Month and Year of the data recorded;
B)  The weight of auto-bodies loaded to the shredder, weight of sheet iron loaded to the shredder, and the total weight in short tons or metric tons (specified), on a monthly basis and the rolling total for the previous consecutive 12 month period.
[Rules 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
21. O & M Plan.  The permittee shall comply with the following Operation and Maintenance Plan for Particulate Control: [Rule 62-296.700(6), F.A.C.]

22. Records Retention.  These records shall be maintained onsite and made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state or federal air pollution agency upon request and kept on file for at least two years from the date of measurement.  [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-296.700(6)(e), F.A.C.]
Permit Applications and Transfers
23. Operation Permit Renewal.  Prior to 60 days before the expiration of this operating permit, the permittee shall apply for a renewal of the permit using the current version of the permit renewal application form and submit the most recent 3 months of records required by this permit.  A renewal application shall be timely and sufficient.  If the application is submitted prior to sixty days before the expiration of the permit, it will be considered timely and sufficient.  If the renewal application is submitted at a later date, it will not be considered timely and sufficient unless it is submitted and made complete prior to the expiration of the operation permit.  When the application for renewal is timely and sufficient, the existing permit shall remain in effect until the renewal application has been finally acted upon by the EPC or, if there is court review of the final agency action, until a later date is required by Section 120.60, Florida Statutes. [Rules 62-4.090, F.A.C. and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
24. Transfer of Ownership.  If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]
25. Modifications.  The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation:
A)  Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment;
B)  Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution;
Note:	Items A and B are not applicable to routine maintenance, repair, or replacement of component parts of an air emissions unit. [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
26. Modification for Permit Extension.  The permittee may request that this permit be extended as a modification of the permit.  Such a request must be submitted to the EPC in writing before the expiration of the permit.  Upon timely submittal of a request for extension, unless the permit automatically expires by statute or rule, the permit will remain in effect until final agency action is taken on the request.  An extension shall be granted if the applicant can demonstrate reasonable assurances that the extended permit will comply with the standards and conditions applicable to the original permit.  [Rule 62-4.080(3), F.A.C.]
