Attached is Construction Permit No. 0570454-012-AC for the construction of six additional solder lines and seven additional conformal coating lines at Lear Corporation, a manufacturer of printed circuit boards (PCB).  The facility is currently permitted for eight solder lines and eleven conformal coating lines.  
PCBs are made by attaching components (resistors, capacitors, IC chips, inductors, etc.) to a previously etched board.  Flux is then applied only to the joints that need to be soldered together.  The PCB is then sent to a soldering machine where it comes into contact with solder.  The solder only sticks to the areas that have had flux applied.  If needed, the PCBs are then sent to a conformal coating machine which applies a protective coating to the surface of the finished PCB. 
VOC and HAP emissions are limited by limiting the material usage at the facility.  The facility is limited to 69,800 pounds of conformal coatings and coating thinners and 10,875 gallons of solder paste, flux and soldering thinners.  The limit on the material usage limits the facility to 59.6 TPY of VOC emissions.  
The facility is not asking for an increase in permitted emissions or material usage because the actual facility emissions and usages are so much lower than the permitted rates that the additional equipment will not increase the emissions or material usage rate above the permitted rates.
Based on our review, we recommend that the above referenced permit be issued.

This project is to construct an additional six solder lines and an additional seven conformal coating lines at a printed circuit board (PCB) manufacturing facility. INTENT TO ISSUE


The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC), as delegated by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) gives notice of its intent to issue a permit (copy attached) for the proposed project as detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated below.


The applicant, Lear Corporation, applied on February 3, 2005 to the EPC for a permit to construct six solder lines and seven conformal coating lines.  This project will take place at their facility located at 5100 W Waters Ave., Tampa, FL  33634.

The EPC has permitting jurisdiction under Chapter 403 Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-212. Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.; or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205, F.A.C.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based is required to contain the following information:

(a)  The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;

(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;

(c)  A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;

(d)  A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;
(e)  A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;

(f)  A statement of specific rules or statutes that the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and

(g)  A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.


A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301, F.A.C.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice of intent. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.


This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.

Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  [Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]

As requested by the permittee, in order to establish the facility as a synthetic minor for both criteria and Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAP), the following emission limitations shall apply:  [Rules 62-296.320, 62-212.300, and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Permit No. 0570454-008-AC]

A) The maximum VOC emissions from the entire facility shall not exceed 59.6 tons for any 12 consecutive month period.

B) The HAP, as defined in rule 62-213.200, F.A.C., emissions shall be less than 10 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any individual HAP, and less than 25 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any combination of HAPs.

The manufacturer’s certification shall be consistent with EPA’s document number 450/3-84-019, titled, “Procedures for Certifying Quantity of Volatile Organic Compounds Emitted by Paint, Ink, and Other Coatings.” The EPA VOC DATA SHEET (Properties of the Coating “AS SUPPLIED” by the manufacturer) shall be kept on site for each material and made available upon request to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County. The permittee shall not store, handle, process, or use in any process the volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems as follows and as deemed necessary and ordered by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County: [Rules 62-296.320 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
A) Maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc. on all containers when they are not being handled, tapped, etc.

B) Where possible and practical, procure/fabricate a tightly fitting cover for any open trough, basin, etc. of VOC so that it can be covered when not in use.

C) Immediately attend to all spills/waste as appropriate.

When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200(169), F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance and may also require prior authorization before implementation.  For this facility, the replacement or the addition of equipment used to solder, tin, dry, coat, paint or clean circuit boards shall not require a new construction permit provided all the following conditions are met:  [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Permit No. 0570454-008-AC]

A) The total number of machines located at the facility does not exceed those specified on Page 1 of this permit.
