Attached is Permit No. 0571017-005-AC for the modification of the offset lithographic printing facility.  The following modifications are requested by Rinaldi Printing for the Air Construction Permit:

1. Replace the following printers with a 6-color press by Roland with coater,

Offset Roland, Serial No. 24154B71585, 5-color press


Offset Miehle-Roland, Serial No. 4296-5777, 2-color press.

2. Decrease the maximum ink usage to 150,000 lbs from 256,280 lbs.
3. Increase the maximum solvent usage to 7,200 gal from 3,945 gal.

4. Increase the maximum plate develop/finish gum usage to 2,000 gal from 965 gal.

5. Increase the maximum allowable VOC emissions to 66.15 TPY from 42.14 TPY and HAPs emissions remain under 10/25 TPY for single/combination HAP.
6. Request to combine the three permitted emission units (EU 001- Plate Making Area, EU 002-Offset Printing Presses, EU 003-Letter Set Printing Presses) into one emission unit under “Printing Operation” since the materials used in the Plate Making Area contain very little or no VOCs and the chemicals used in Offset Printing Presses are the same as the Letter Set Printing Presses, which the process is not restricted to one area.     
Rinaldi Printing is a synthetic minor, non-Title V source.  The modification will not affect the status of the facility.  The facility is regulated for VOC and HAP emissions only.  PM emissions are insignificant from the small paper trimming machine.

Based on our review, we recommend issuing this permit.

This project will limit potential to emit volatile organic compound and hazardous air pollutant emissions and establish the facility as a synthetic minor and a non-Title V source.


The project has been assigned Source Classification Code No. 4-05-004-11 for ink usage per ton, No. 4-05-005-98 for solvent usage per 1000-gallon (including solvent, plate develop/finisher gum/miscellaneous, and aqueous coating).  The Standard Industrial Code for this plant is No. 2752.


The project is located at 4514 Adamo Drive, Tampa, FL  33605, UTM Coordinates 17-359.0 East and 3093.0 North.

    D.  Process and Controls:


The processes at the facility include Plate Making Area, Offset Printing Presses and Letter Set Printing Presses.  The chemical used in the plate making process have very little or no VOCs.  The offset printing presses and letter set printing presses are not restricted to one area, but are facility-wide activities.  The printing areas will consist of the following three presses:



Offset Miehle-Roland, Serial No. 1356B6320, 2-color (existing)



Offset Miehle-Roland, Serial No. 21307B07149, 6-color (existing)


Offset Roland, Serial No. 24154B71585, 5-color (existing, will be gone by Dec, 2003)


Heidelberg Windmill Letterpress, Serial No. 143278 


Offset Roland, (Serial No. not available yet), 6-color with coater (proposed)
* The new replacement, 6-color press with coater, will use the IR dryer and Aquakote system.     
The Aquakote contains 0.21 lb/gal VOC. 

This permit limits hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) and volatile organic compound (VOC) emissions and establishes the facility as a synthetic minor source, not subject to Title V or Title III or the Clean Air Act.


VOC emissions are mainly generated by the printing and presses cleaning, the plate making area has very little or no VOCs.  No stack is used to vent the equipment to the outdoors.  These VOC emissions are uncontrolled and dissipated indoors.  The emissions have potential to escape outdoors through the building openings and ventilation system.  The VOC emissions are minimized by limiting the material usage.

INTENT TO ISSUE

The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC), as delegated by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) gives notice of its intent to issue a permit (copy attached) for the proposed project as detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated below.

The applicant, Rinaldi Printing Company located at 4514 Adamo Drive, Tampa, FL  33605, Hillsborough County, applied on August 15, 2003 to the EPC for construction permit to replace two existing printing presses (Offset Roland, 5-color press and Offset Miehle-Roland, 2-color press) with a Offset Roland, 6-color press with coater, and increase allowable VOC emissions to 66.15 TPY from 42.14 TPY, as well as adjust the limits on ink (decrease from 256,280 lb/yr to 150,000 lb/yr), solvent (increase from 3,945 gal/yr to 7,200 gal/yr), plate develop/finish gum/miscellaneous (increase from 965 gal/yr to 2,000 gal/yr) usages.  This permit also limits hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) emissions under 10 ton/yr for any individual HAP and under 25 ton/yr for total HAPs and establishes the facility as a synthetic minor source not subject to Title V or Title III of the Clean Air Act.

The EPC has permitting jurisdiction under Chapter 403 Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4 and 62-210.  The project is not exempt from permitting procedures.  The EPC has determined that an air pollution construction permit is required for the proposed work.


The EPC intends to issue this permit based on the belief that reasonable assurances have been provided to indicate the proposed project will not adversely impact air quality and the proposed project will comply with the appropriate provisions of Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.


Pursuant to Section 403.815 and 403.0872, F.S. and Rules 62-103.150 and 62-210.350(3), F.A.C., you (the applicant) are required to publish at your own expense the enclosed Notice of Intent to Issue Permit.  The notice shall be published one time as soon as possible, in the legal advertisement section of a newspaper of general circulation in the area affected.  For the purpose of this rule, "publication in a newspaper of general circulation in the area affected" means publication in a newspaper meeting the requirements of Sections 50.011 and 50.031, F.S., in the county where the activity is to take place.  Where there is more than one newspaper of general circulation in the county, the newspaper used must be one with significant circulation in the area that may be affected by the permit.  If you are uncertain that a newspaper meets these requirements, please contact the EPC at the address or telephone number listed below.  The applicant shall provide proof of publication to the EPC, Air Permitting Section, at 1410 N. 21st Street, Tampa, Florida  33605 (Phone 813-272-5530 - FAX 813-272-5605) within 7 (seven) days of publication.  Failure to publish the notice and provide proof of publication within the allotted time may result in the denial of the permit pursuant to Rule 62-103.150(6), F.A.C.

The EPC will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Section 120.569 and 120.57 F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for a hearing are set forth below.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 1900 9th Avenue, Tampa, Florida 33605, Phone 813-272-5960, Fax 813-272-5157.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of publication of the public notice or within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent, whichever occurs first.  Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.; or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205, F.A.C.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based must contain the following information:

(a) The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;

(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;

(c) A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;

(d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;

(e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;

(f) A statement of specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action; and

(g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.


A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301, F.A.C.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice of intent. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.


This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.


In addition to the above, a person subject to regulation has a right to apply to the Department of Environmental Protection for a variance from or waiver of the requirements of particular rules, on certain conditions, under Section 120.542, F.S.  The relief provided by this state statute applies only to state rules, not statutes, and not to any federal regulatory requirements.  Applying for a variance or waiver does not substitute or extend the time for filing a petition for an administrative hearing or exercising any other right that a person may have in relation to the action proposed in this notice of intent.


The application for a variance or waiver is made by filing a petition with the Office of General Counsel of the Department of Environmental Protection, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station #35, Tallahassee, FL  32399-3000.  The petition must specify the following information:

(a) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner,

(b) The name, address, and telephone number of the attorney or qualified representative of the petitioner, if any,

(c) Each rule or portion of a rule from which a variance or waiver is requested,

(d) The citation to the statute underlying (implemented by) the rule identified in (c) above,

(e) The type of action requested,

(f) The specific facts that would justify a variance or waiver for the petitioner,

(g) The reason by the variance or waiver would serve the purposes of the underlying statute (implemented by the rule), and

(h) A statement whether the variance or waiver is permanent or temporary and, if temporary, a statement of the dates showing the duration of the variance or waiver requested.


The Department will grant a variance or waiver when the petition demonstrates both that the application of the rule would create a substantial hardship or violate principles of fairness, as each of the those terms is defined in Section 120.542(2), F.S., and that the purpose of the underlying statute will be or has been achieved by other means by the petitioner.


Persons subject to regulation pursuant to any federally delegated or approved air program should be aware that Florida is specifically not authorized to issue variances or waivers from any requirements of any such federally delegated or approved program.  The requirements of the program remain fully enforceable by the Administrator of United States Environmental Protection Agency and by any person under the Clean Air Act unless and until the Administrator separately approves any variance or waiver in accordance with the procedures of the federal program.

This permit limits hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) and volatile organic compound (VOC) emissions and 

establishes the facility as a synthetic minor source, not subject to Title V or Title III or the Clean Air Act.

VOC emissions are mainly generated by the printing and presses cleaning, the plate making area has very little or no VOCs.  No stack is used to vent the equipment to the outdoors.  These VOC emissions are uncontrolled and dissipated indoors.  The emissions have potential to escape outdoors through the building openings and ventilation system.  The VOC emissions are minimized by limiting the material usage.
