Attached is Permit No. 0571017-007-AO for the replacement of a press with a new press.  

Rinaldi Printing Company currently has three printing presses onsite:  an Offset Miehle-Roland, Serial No. 1356B6320, 2-color press; Offset Miehle-Roland, Serial No. 21307B07149, 6-color press; and an Offset Roland, Serial No. 30187B, 6-color with coater press.  The facility is replacing the Offset Miehle-Roland, Serial No. 21307B07149, 6 color press with a new, 5 color press.  Once the new 5 color press is constructed, the Offset Miehle-Roland, Serial No. 21307B07149, will be removed from service.  

Also onsite is a Heidelberg Windmill Letterpress, Serial No. 143278.   

The facility is limited to 2,000 gallons of plate developer/finisher gum/miscellaneous materials, 150,000 pounds of printing inks, 7,200 gallons of cleaning solvent, and 20,000 gallons of aqueous coating.  The limit on material usage limits VOC emissions to 66.15 tons per year.  The facility has no control equipment on the printing presses so the VOC emissions vent inside the building.  The majority of the VOC emissions come from the printing presses.  The plate developer area emits very little VOCs.
Since there are no controls on the presses and there is no change in the material usage, instead of issuing an AC permit the current operating permit is being amended to include the new press.

Based on our review, we recommend the above referenced permit be issued.

Enclosed is Permit Number 0571017-007-AO to replace a printitng press and to operate a printing facility, issued pursuant to Section 403.087, Florida Statutes.  Please read this new permit thoroughly as there are changes from the previous permit.


The EPC will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Section 120.569 and 120.57 F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for a hearing are set forth below.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 3629 Queen Palm Dr, Tampa, Florida 33619, Phone 813-627-2600, Fax 813-627-2602.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent. Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this permit.  Under Section 120.60(3),

however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.  

A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205 of the F.A.C.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based is required to contain the following information:

(a)  The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;

(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;

(c)  A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;

(d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;

(e)  A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;

(f)  A statement of specific rules or statutes that the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and

(g)  A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.

     A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.


This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.


Any person listed below may request to obtain additional information, a copy of the application (except for information entitled to confidential treatment pursuant to Section 403.111, F.S.), all relevant supporting materials, and all other materials available to the EPC that are relevant to the permit decision.  Interested persons may contact Alice H. Harman, P.E., at the above address or call (813) 627-2600, for additional information.

     Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statues, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida rules of Appellate Procedure with the EPC’s Legal Office at 3629 Queen Palm Dr, Tampa, Florida 33619 and with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station 35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

The EPC will accept, instead of the coating analysis methods required under Rules 62-296.500(2)(b)2. and 3., F.A.C., a certification by the coating manufacturer of the composition of the coating if it is supported by actual batch formulation records.  The manufacturer's certification shall be consistent with EPA's document number 450/3-84-019, titled, "Procedures for Certifying Quantity of Volatile Organic Compounds Emitted by Paint, Ink, and Other Coatings".  The certifications shall be kept on site for each material and made available upon request to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state, or federal air pollution agency.  [Rule 62-296.500(2)(b)4., F.A.C.]

Compliance with Specific Condition No. 6 shall be demonstrated through the use of a monthly recordkeeping system.  The records shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state, or federal air pollution agency upon request.  Records shall remain onsite for at least two (2) years and shall include, but not limited to, the following: [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Permit Application received November 16, 2005]

Maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc. on all containers when they are not being handled, tapped,

When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]

The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment.

If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]

14.
Prior to 60 days before the expiration of this operating permit, the permittee shall apply for a renewal of the permit using the current version of the permit renewal application form and submit the most recent 3 months of records required by this permit.  A renewal application shall be timely and sufficient.  If the application is submitted prior to sixty days before the expiration of the permit, it will be considered timely and sufficient.  If the renewal application is submitted at a later date, it will not be considered timely and sufficient unless it is submitted and made complete prior to the expiration of the operation permit.  When the application for renewal is timely and sufficient, the existing permit shall remain in effect until the renewal application has been finally acted upon by the EPC or, if there is court review of the final agency action, until a later date is required by Section 120.60, Florida Statutes.
