Operating Permit Renewal –International Paper
Attached is renewal Permit No. 0571151-012-AO for International Paper for the operation of a corrugated cardboard box manufacturing facility.  The operation consists of the corrugation of cardboard, which is then labeled, cut and scored for folding into customer-specific box sizes.  The facility is located in 6706 53rd Street, Tampa.
The manufacturing process consists of continuously gluing a fluted “medium” between two layers of liner.  One corrugating machine is utilized by the facility.  Paper corrugating, adhesive preparation and drying require steam supplied by a 600 HP Cleaver Brooks Model CB I 200-600 natural gas-fired boiler rated at 24.5 MMBtu per hour.  Paper cuttings from the trimmings section from the corrugator machine and shredding machine used to process scrap paper are passed through either of two cyclone separators then through either of two filter houses. The cleaned air stream from the filter houses is discharged back into the building.
The finishing area has a total of eight (8) printing presses with a total of 26 print units and one (1) folder/gluer.  In the finishing area, the cut corrugated sheet is further cut and scored for folding into customer-specific box sizes.  Water-based flexographic ink is used to print the required graphic elements and identification on the sheets.  The inks have a maximum of 20% VOC and 2% of HAPs.  However, the VOC emissions were estimated based on a VOC percent average of 7.24%.
Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs) and hazardous air pollutants (HAPs) are emitted during the paper corrugating, adhesive preparation and drying process and from the flexographic printing in the finishing area.  Emissions are minimized by limiting the usage of inks, resin and glue applied to the paper, and by restricting the paper throughput at the corrugator.  The potential to emit (PTE) for VOC emissions this operation is 37.5 TPY and for HAPs, as defined in Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., emissions shall be less than 10 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any individual HAP, and less than 25 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any combination of HAPs.
The starch storage silo with a baghouse, the scrap paper handling with two large cyclone/filter houses, a small stripping cyclone which vent to these filter houses, are not considered sources of 
emissions since their exhausts vent inside the building.  Particulate matter emissions from these three operations along with the operations associated with the corrugators and finishing area are controlled by using reasonable precautions.
The facility has undergone changes that have affected the number of press lines and print unites and the number of boilers. The last operating permit, Permit No. 0571151-010-AO authorized the use of up to 35 print units in any configuration among the 13 flexographic press lines. In addition, it authorized the operation of two boilers, a 300 & 600 HP Cleaver Brooks Boiler units.  However, based on the inspection conducted on February 9, 2009, the facility presently has one corrugator, eight (8) printing presses with a total of 26 print units and one (1) folder/gluer. This permit renewal is being revised to reflect the current operations of the facility, which can reconfigure the existing 8 printing press stations, so that no more than 26-color print units are utilized by the eight printing presses.  This permit does not authorize the replacement of the printing presses stations or the addition of new printing stations.    Any modifications to the facility will require the proper permitting review and authorization by the EPC. 

The flexographic printers are subject to 40 CFR 63 Subpart KK-National Emission Standards for the Printing and Publishing Industry; however, since the facility is not a major source  for  HAP emissions (less than 10 tons of any HAP  and 25 tons a year  of any combination of HAP emissions  in any rolling 12 month period) it meets the criteria as an area source under 40 CFR 63.820(a) (2) and therefore is only subject to the record keeping and reporting requirements of 63.829(d) and 63.830(b)(1).  Also, the boiler is subject to 40 CFR 60, Subpart Dc.
A review of the compliance and enforcement files shows that there have not been any compliance violations, emissions violation, complaints or warning notices in the last five years for this facility.  

Based upon our review, we recommend issuance of the AO renewal.
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Enclosed is Permit Number 0571151-012-AO to operate the corrugated cardboard box manufacturing facility issued pursuant to Section 403.087, Florida Statutes.  Please read this new permit thoroughly as there are changes from the previous permit.

The EPC will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Section 120.569 and 120.57 F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for a hearing are set forth below.

A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 3629 Queen Palm Dr, Tampa, Florida 33619, Phone 813-627-2600, Fax 813-627-2602.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent.  Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this permit.  Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice.

A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205 of the F.A.C.

A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based must contain the following information:

(a)  The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;

(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;

(c)  A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;
(d)  A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;
(e)  A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;
(f)  A statement of specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and
(g)  A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.

A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301.

Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice.  Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.

Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.
This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.

Any person listed below may request to obtain additional information, a copy of the application (except for information entitled to confidential treatment pursuant to Section 403.111, F.S.), all relevant supporting materials, and all other materials available to the EPC that are relevant to the permit decision.  Interested persons may contact Diana M. Lee, P.E., at the above address or call (813) 627-2600, for additional information.

Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statues, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida rules of Appellate Procedure with the EPC’s Legal Office at 3629 Queen Palm Dr, Tampa, Florida 33619 and with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station 35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part of hereof and specifically described as follows:

This permit authorizes the operation of a corrugated cardboard box manufacturing.  The operation consists of the corrugation of cardboard, which is then labeled, cut and scored for folding into customer-specific box sizes.  The following is a description of this process. 

Corrugator/Finishing Area

The manufacturing process consists of continuously gluing a fluted “paper medium” between two layers of paper liner.  One corrugating machine is utilized by the facility (Corrugator No.:  0093).  The corrugated card board is fully constructed during a single inclusive operation.  A preheated and moistened paper medium passes through a flute former and an adhesive is applied to the fluted tips on one surface of the fluted paper.  The fluted surface is immediately brought into contact with a liner sheet to produce a single-face sheet.  The single-face web is then brought into contact with a second glue roller and combined with a second liner sheet to form a double-face sheet of card board.

The corrugator can also apply pre-printed paper to the containerboard surfaces and the corrugated board can be prepared with or without waterproofing materials.  The corrugated board then proceeds through a heating section to set the bond and is finally cooled and trimmed to the appropriate size for further finishing.

Paper corrugating, adhesive preparation and drying require steam supplied by one natural gas-fired boiler.  Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs) are emitted partially as condensable organics that occur naturally from the processing of raw roll stock in the presence of steam.  The adhesive used to form the corrugated container walls is formulated from starch and water with a resin (approximately 1 percent), that contains borax and caustic.  The resin VOC components contain less than 1.0 percent formaldehyde (a HAP).

Paper cuttings from the trimmings section of the corrugator machine and shredding machine used to process scrap paper are passed through either of two cyclone separators then through either of two filter houses. Approximately once each shift, the filter house filters surfaces and carries the material to a small cyclone separator for solids removal. The exhaust from the stripping cyclone is re-introduced to the inlet air stream of the filter house.  The cleaned air stream from the filter houses is discharged back into the building.

The finishing area has a total of eight (8) printing presses with a total of 26 print units and one (1) folder/gluer (see Appendix A for the list of wide-web flexographic printing presses).  In the finishing area, the cut corrugated sheet is further cut and scored for folding into customer-specific box sizes.  Water-based flexographic ink is used to print the required graphic elements and identification on the sheets.  The inks have a maximum of 20% VOC and 2% of HAPs.  However, the VOC emissions were estimated based on a VOC percent average of 7.24%.
VOC/HAP emissions from the corrugators and finishing area are minimized by limiting the usage of inks, resin and glue applied to the paper, and by restricting the paper throughput at the corrugator.  All VOC and HAP emissions in the materials applied is assumed to evaporate to represent worst-case emissions.  
The flexographic printers are subject to 40 CFR 63 Subpart KK-National Emission Standards for the Printing and Publishing Industry; however, since the facility is not a major source  for  HAP emissions (less than 10 tons of any HAP  and 25 tons a year  of any combination of HAP emissions  in any rolling 12 month period) it meets the criteria as an area source under 40 CFR 63.820(a) (2) and therefore is only subject to the record keeping and reporting requirements of 63.829(d) and 63.830(b)(1).
The facility utilizes a 600 HP Cleaver Brooks natural gas-fired boiler to produce steam for the paper corrugating process, adhesive preparation, and drying.  The boiler Model CB I 200-600 rated at 24.5 MMBtu per hour.  During periods of natural gas curtailment, new fuel oil with sulfur content of not exceeding 0.05 percent by weight are brought by tanker truck and delivered directly to the boiler, as a backup fuel.  Emissions from the boiler are controlled by the Best Available Control Technology (BACT) and limits for the fuel usages.

The starch storage with a baghouse, the scrap paper handling with two large cyclone/filter houses, a small stripping cyclone which vent to these filter houses, are not considered sources of emissions since their exhausts vent inside the building. Particulate matter emissions from these three operations along with the operations associated with the corrugators and finishing area are controlled by using reasonable precautions.

12.  Compliance testing of the boiler must be accomplished during a period when it is cycling up to a normal high firing rate, or is continuously operated at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of the corresponding heat input rates in Specific Condition No. 10.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the boiler may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  The permittee shall submit a statement of the operating mode as part of the compliance test.  Failure to submit an operation mode statement or operating at conditions which do not reflect the normal operating conditions may invalidate the data. [Section 403.161(1)(c) Florida Statutes and Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
13.  The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted. 14.  Once during any consecutive 12 month period in which the boiler is operated using fuel in excess of 400 hours for that period, the permittee shall within 30 days test the boiler for visible emissions and document the sulfur content of the fuel.  Two copies of the test date along with certification of the sulfur content of the fuel oil (vender’s certificate) shall be submitted to the Air Management Division of the Environmental Commission of Hillsborough County within 45 days of testing. The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or the commission of paint overspraying or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.
26.  Prior to sixty days before the expiration of this operating permit, the permittee shall apply for a renewal of the permit using the current version of the permit renewal application form.  A renewal application shall be timely and sufficient.  If the application is submitted prior to sixty days before the expiration of the permit, it will be considered timely and sufficient.  If the renewal application is submitted at a later date, it will not be considered timely and sufficient unless it is submitted and made complete prior to the expiration of the operation permit.  When the application for renewal is timely and sufficient, the existing permit shall remain in effect until the renewal application has been finally acted upon by the EPC or, if there is court review of the final agency action, until a later date is required by Section 120.60, Florida Statutes. Initial notifications. (1)(i) The requirements of this paragraph 

apply to the owner or operator of an affected source when such source 

becomes subject to a relevant standard.

    (iv) A brief description of the nature, size, design, and method of 

operation of the source and an identification of the types of emission 

points within the affected source subject to the relevant standard and 

types of hazardous air pollutants emitted; and

    (v) A statement of whether the affected source is a major source or 

an area source.

    (4) The owner or operator of a new or reconstructed major affected 

source for which an application for approval of construction or 

reconstruction is required under Sec. 63.5(d) must provide the 

following information in writing to the Administrator:

    (i) A notification of intention to construct a new major-emitting 

affected source, reconstruct a major-emitting affected source, or 

reconstruct a major source such that the source becomes a major-emitting 

affected source with the application for approval of construction or 

reconstruction as specified in Sec. 63.5(d)(1)(i); and

    (ii)-(iv) [Reserved]

    (v) A notification of the actual date of startup of the source, 

delivered or postmarked within 15 calendar days after that date.

    (5) The owner or operator of a new or reconstructed affected source 

for which an application for approval of construction or reconstruction 

is not required under Sec. 63.5(d) must provide the following 

information in writing to the Administrator:

    (i) A notification of intention to construct a new affected source, 

reconstruct an affected source, or reconstruct a source such that the 

source becomes an affected source, and

    (ii) A notification of the actual date of startup of the source, 

delivered or postmarked within 15 calendar days after that date.

    (iii) Unless the owner or operator has requested and received prior 

permission from the Administrator to submit less than the information in 

Sec. 63.5(d), the notification must include the information required on 

the application for approval of construction or reconstruction as 

specified in Sec. 63.5(d)(1)(i).
