Operating Permit – Metric, Inc.
Attached is Permit No. 0571210-003-AO for the operation of a surface coating facility.  Metric, Inc. was issued Construction Permit No. 0571210-002-AC to construct two paint booths.  The facility applies high performance coatings to 40mm grenade casings.  This operating permit incorporates one paint booth.   
An initial construction permit application was received from this facility on October 2, 1998.  Upon review of this application, it was discovered that the facility was using a non-compliant coating.  The facility requested a waiver and a variance, however this Construction Permit was denied on November 7, 2000.  Consent Order No. 01-0102CM1 was issued requiring the facility to submit another Construction Permit application.  This application was received on April 30, 2002 and issued on November 28, 2001.  
This facility is regulated by Rule 62-296.513, Surface Coating of Miscellaneous Metal Parts and Products.  Red Oxide Primer (22232) has a VOC content of 4.51 lbs/gal.  The facility is complying with the 3.5 lbs VOC/gal standard by using a weighted average of paint VOC contents.  Metric, Inc. is permitted for 10.87 tpy VOC and will remain a minor source with respect to HAPs.  Besides particulate filters on the paint booth outlet, there are no control devices associated with this facility.     
The facility was inspected on October 3, 2002 and the 2001 AOR was reviewed on July 30, 2002.  Based on these compliance activities, staff has been provided reasonable assurance that all Rules and Regulations are being met at this facility.  
There are no open complaints, warning notices, or enforcement cases associated with this facility.  
Based on our review we recommend this permit be issued as drafted.

Enclosed is Permit Number 0571210-003-AO to surface coating facility, issued pursuant to Section 403.087, Florida Statutes.  Please read this new permit thoroughly as there are changes from the previous permit.


The EPC will issue the final permit with the attached conditions unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Section 120.569 and 120.57 F.S. before the deadline for filing a petition.  The procedures for petitioning for a hearing are set forth below.


A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Legal Department of the EPC at 1900 9th Avenue, Tampa, Florida 33605, Phone 813-272-5960, Fax 813-272-5157.  Petitions filed by the permit applicant or any of the parties listed below must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this notice of intent. Petitions filed by any persons other than those entitled to written notice under Section 120.60(3), F.S. must be filed within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of this permit.  Under Section 120.60(3), however, any person who asked the EPC for notice of agency action may file a petition within 14 (fourteen) days of receipt of that notice, regardless of the date of publication.

A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person's right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205 of the F.A.C.


A petition that disputes the material facts on which the EPC’s action is based must contain the following information:

(a)  The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number if known;

(b)  The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner and the name, address, and telephone number of each petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceedings; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the EPC’s determination;

(c)  A statement of how and when the petitioner received notice of the EPC action;

(d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate;

(e)  A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action;

(f)  A statement of specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends requires reversal or modification of the EPC’s proposed action; and

(g)  A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the EPC to take with respect to the EPC’s proposed action.

     A petition that does not dispute the material facts upon which the EPC’s action is based shall state that no such facts are in dispute and otherwise shall contain the same information as set forth above as required by Rule 28-106.301.


Because the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate final agency action, the filing of a petition means that the EPC's final action may be different from the position taken by it in this notice. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by any such final decision of the EPC on the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding, in accordance with the requirements set forth above.


Mediation under section 120.573, F.S. is not available in this proceeding.
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This action is final and effective on the date filed with the Clerk of the EPC unless a petition is filed in accordance with above.  Upon the timely filing of a petition, this order will not be effective until further order of the EPC.


Any person listed below may request to obtain additional information, a copy of the application (except for information entitled to confidential treatment pursuant to Section 403.111, F.S.), all relevant supporting materials, and all other materials available to the EPC that are relevant to the permit decision.  Interested persons may contact Sterlin Woodard, P.E., at the above address or call (813) 272-5530, for additional information.

     Any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statues, by filing a notice of appeal under rule 9.110 of the Florida rules of Appellate Procedure with the EPC’s Legal Office at 1900 9th Ave., Tampa, Florida 33605 and with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel, Mail Station 35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate district court of appeal.  The notice must be filed within thirty days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

Surface Coating Operation
This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part of hereof and specifically described as follows:

For the operation of a grenade casing coating line which consists of one paint booth and a drying oven.  The facility paints 40 millimeter grenade casings.  The grenade casing coating operation will involve metal treatment, painting, drying and packaging.  The metal treatment process consists of a chromate free dip phosphate line with an overhead hoist and trolley system.  After the metal treatment process is completed the grenade casings are painted according to military specifications.  The Grenade casings are transferred through the paint booths on a conveyor.  The grenade casings are primed and painted inside the paint booth, which consists of two separate coating areas, each equipped with automatic spray guns.  This is a Radiant Products coating system, which occupies an area of approximately 75’ x 30’.  After the grenade casings are painted they are transferred to the dry-off oven.  Radiant Products also manufactured the dry-off oven. The unit is fueled with natural gas. 

Volatile organic compound emissions (VOC) generated from the surface coating operation are controlled through the application of low solvent technology.  The VOC emissions are controlled through restrictions on usage of the coatings.

A part of this permit is the attached General Conditions. [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]

2.
All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]

3.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

4.
During the coating of grenade casings the permittee shall not cause, allow, or permit the discharge into the atmosphere of any volatile organic compounds in excess of 3.5 pounds per gallon of coating, excluding water, delivered to a coating applicator.  A weighted average calculation will be used for this operation.  [Rule 62-296.513(2)(a), F.A.C.]

5.
As requested by the permittee, in order to establish the facility as a synthetic minor for both criteria and Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAP), the following emission limitations shall apply: [Rules 62-296.320, 62-212.300, 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Construction Permit application received on April 30, 2001]

    A)
The maximum VOC emissions from the entire facility shall not exceed 10.87 tons for any 12 consecutive month period.

    B)
The HAP, as defined in Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., emissions shall be less than 10 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any individual HAP, and less than 25 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any combination of HAPs.

6.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor. [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]

7.  The following restrictions and limitations shall apply for any consecutive twelve (12) month period in order to ensure compliance with Specific Condition No. 5: [Construction Application received on April 30, 2001 and Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

A) No more than 18,500,000 casings will be processed in any consecutive 12 months.

B) No more than 5607 gallons per year of paint materials for the surface coating of grenades shall be used in any consecutive 12 months.  Materials include Forest Green paint (34088), Brown paint (30140), Blue paint (35109), Red oxide Primer (22232), and Methyl Ethyl Ketone (cleaning solvent).

C) The metal treatment process, for the 40 millimeter grenade casings, can only consist of a chromate free dip phosphate tank. 

8.
All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provision in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alterations, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.

9.
The permittee shall not store, handle, process, or use in any process the volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems as follows and as deemed necessary and ordered by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County: [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]

A) The Spray coating operation shall be done in the designated spray coating area.

B) Maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc. on all containers   when they are not being handled, tapped, etc.

C) Where possible and practical, procure/fabricate a tightly fitting cover for any open trough, basin, etc. of VOC so that it can be covered when not in use.

D) Immediately attend to all spills/waste as appropriate.

10.
Compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition No. 4 shall be determined using EPA Method 24 or Method 24A contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  The Department may accept, instead of the coating analysis methods required under Rules 62-296.500(2)(b)2. and 3., F.A.C., a certification by the coating manufacturer of the composition of the coating if it is supported by actual batch formulation records.  The manufacturer’s certification shall be consistent with EPA’s document number 450/3-84-019, titled, “Procedures for Certifying Quantity of Volatile Organic Compounds Emitted by Paint, Ink, and Other Coatings.” [Rule 62-296.500(2)(b)4., F.A.C.]

11.
In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 4,5, and 7, the permittee shall maintain daily records of operations for the most recent two year period.  The records shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state or federal air pollution agency upon request.  The records shall include, but not limited to, the following: [Rule 62-296.500(2)(b)1., F.A.C.]

The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200(187), F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

    A)
Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment.

    B)
Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.

13.
Submit to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County each calendar year on or before March 1, completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility", for the preceding calendar year. [Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.]

14.
If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]

15.
The permittee shall continue to research possible low-VOC replacements for the red oxide primer.  The permittee shall maintain records of research being made to find a low-VOC primer replacement for the most recent 12 months. The records shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County upon request. [62-4.070(3), F.A.C, Compliance plan case No. 01-0102-CM1, April 5, 2001]

16.
Prior to 60 days before the expiration of this operating permit, the permittee shall apply for a renewal of the permit using the current version of the permit renewal application form and submit the most recent 3 months of records required by this permit.  A renewal application shall be timely and sufficient.  If the application is submitted prior to sixty days before the expiration of the permit, it will be considered timely and sufficient.  If the renewal application is submitted at a later date, it will not be considered timely and sufficient unless it is submitted and made complete prior to the expiration of the operation permit.  When the application for renewal is timely and sufficient, the existing permit shall remain in effect until the renewal application has been finally acted upon by the EPC or, if there is court review of the final agency action, until a later date is required by Section 120.60, Florida Statutes.
