This project is to construct a coating dryer box served by a natural gas-fired heating unit rated at 1.0 MMBtu/hr, authorize the use of a new coating material, and increase the emissions of volatile organic compounds (VOC) from the wide-web flexographic and lithographic printing operations. d) Process and Controls:

GTECH Printing Corporation operates one print line consisting of 13-flexographic printing presses, 8-lithographic printing presses, and 2-inkjet printers; all 23-printing presses operate in series.  The print line is capable of handling webs up to 20 inches wide at speeds up to 580 feet per minute.  The ink from the lithographic printers and inkjet printers contain little, or no-VOCs.  These inks are cured by ultraviolet light and infrared heat lamps, respectively.  The flexographic inks are cured by two natural gas-fired drying ovens operating between 200 and 250 °F. Dryer 1 has a Maxon 456M burner with a maximum heat input rating of 5.6 MMBtu/hr.  Dryer 2 has a Maxon 425 burner with a maximum heat input rating of 2.5 MMBtu/hr.  The proposed seal coat will be applied at a lithographic print station where two UV lights will be moved to accommodate the new hot air dryer hoods.  The new dryer for the seal coat has a Maxon Ovenpak gas burner with a maximum heat input rating of 1.0 MMBtu/hr.  All dryers are vented uncontrolled to the atmosphere. 
This permitting action will make minor corrections to the heat input for the two existing natural gas dryers to reflect their maximum ratings and decrease the VOC emissions by 0.2 TPY.  The total heat input for the existing dryers and new dryer is 9.1 MMBtu/hr.  Since these are external combustion heating units with a heat input capacity less than 10 MMBtu/hr collectively, and are fired exclusively on natural gas, they meet the categorical exemption from permitting pursuant to Rule 62-210.300(3)(a)33, F.A.C.

The current permit specifies a PTE for VOC limit equal to 85.9 TPY.  There are nine (9) categories of inks, coatings, and solvents specified in the permit.  VOC emissions are controlled by limiting the VOC content of the materials and the annual material usage amount.  The proposed construction project will add a new coating category and increase the VOC PTE by 4.9 TPY.  The new coating category will be identified as “Water-based Seal Coat” and have a limit of 0.70 lbs VOC per gallon.  After corrections to the permit for dryer emissions, the new PTE limit will be 90.6 TPY.

INTENT TO ISSUE

The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC), as delegated by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) gives notice of its intent to issue a permit (copy attached) for the proposed project as detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated below.


The applicant, GTECH Printing Corporation, applied on October 1, 2008 to the EPC for an air construction permit to construct a coating dryer box served by a natural gas-fired heating unit rated at 1.0 MMBtu/hr, authorize the use of a new coating material, and increase the emissions of volatile organic compounds (VOC) from the wide-web flexographic and lithographic printing operations at the facility located at 2401 Police Center Drive, Suite 110, Plant City, Florida.  This facility will operate the printing line according to the specified work practice standards and reasonable precautions to control the emissions of volatile organic compounds as stipulated in the specific conditions of this permit. 

The EPC has permitting jurisdiction under Chapter 403 Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-4 and 62-210. The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]  

3. Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

4. The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor. [Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]

5. The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.
6. The permittee shall not store, handle, process, or use in any process the volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems as follows and as deemed necessary and ordered by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County: [Rules 62-296.320, F.A.C., and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
A)  Maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc. on all containers when they are not being handled, tapped, etc.
B)  Where possible and practical, procure/fabricate a tightly fitting cover for any open trough, basin, etc. of VOC so that it can be covered when not in use.
C)  Immediately attend to all spills/waste as appropriate.
7. In order to limit the potential to emit and establish the facility as a synthetic minor for both criteria and Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAP), the following emission limitations shall apply: [Rules 62-296.320, 62-212.300, 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Permit No. 0571251-001-AC]

A)  The maximum VOC emissions from the entire facility shall not exceed 90.6 tons for any 12 consecutive month period.

B)  The HAP, as defined in Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., emissions shall be less than 10 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any individual HAP, and less than 25 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any combination of HAPs. [40 CFR 63.820(a)(2)]

8. In order to ensure compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 4 and 7, the following restrictions and terms shall apply:

9. All volatile organic compound emissions from solvent washings shall be considered in the material usage limitations of Specific Condition No. 8.A), unless the solvent is directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
10. Compliance with the VOC and HAP emission limitations of Specific Condition No. 7 shall be determined using a monthly recordkeeping system and EPA Method 24 or 24A contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County may accept a certification by the ink manufacturer of the composition of the ink if it is supported by actual batch formulation records.  The manufacturer’s certification shall be consistent with EPA’s document Number 450/3-84-019, titled, “Procedures for Certifying Quantity of Volatile Organic Compounds Emitted by Paint, Ink, and Other Coatings.”  The records shall include MSD sheets for each ink and solvent used and the VOC content “as supplied” for each ink and solvent used.  Records of the ink composition shall be kept on site for each material and made available upon request to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County. [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
11. The permittee chooses to commit to and meets the criteria stated in 40 CFR 63.820(a)(2) and is considered an area source of HAP. Therefore, it is subject only to the provisions of 40 CFR 63.829(d) and 63.830(b)(1). [40 CFR 63.820(a)(3)]

12. Visible emissions from the facility, including the exhaust from the dryers, shall not be equal to or greater than 20% opacity. [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]
Recordkeeping Requirements
13. Compliance with the emission limitation/restrictions of Specific Condition No. 8 shall be demonstrated through the use of a monthly recordkeeping system.  The records shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection or federal air pollution agency upon request and remain on file for at least three (3) years.  The records shall include, but are not limited to, the following:  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and 62-4.160(14)(b), F.A.C., 40 CFR 63.829(d)]

A)  The month and year for each application;

B)  The monthly amount, in gallons, and group name of each material listed in Specific Condition No. 8.A);

C)  The specific gravity or density of all VOC containing materials;

D)  The VOC concentration, in lb/gal, used to calculate monthly emissions;

E)  The HAP concentration, in lb/gal or percentage by weight, for each individual HAP used to calculate monthly emissions;

F)  The monthly amount of VOC (in pounds), the amount of each individual HAP and total combined HAP (in pounds) emitted for each material listed in Specific Condition No. 8.A);

G)  A rolling total of material usage and emissions, as specified above in Specific Condition Nos. 13.B) and 13.F) for the most recent twelve months, calculated monthly.
14. In all calculations, the highest material VOC concentration and individual HAP concentration in the corresponding material group, specified in Specific Condition No. 8.A), shall be used in determining VOC and HAP emissions.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
15. When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]

16. The permittee must submit to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County each calendar year, a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report (AOR) for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility", for the preceding calendar year.  The AOR shall be submitted by April 1 of the following year, except that the AOR for year 2008 shall be submitted by May 1, 2009.   [Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.]

Permit Applications and Transfers

17. The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

A)  Alteration or replacement of any equipment* or major component of such equipment;

B)  Installation or addition of any equipment* which is a source of air pollution;

C)  Use of any inks, coatings, washing solutions, or cleaners which have the potential to change the facility’s hourly, daily, or annual emissions.

*Not applicable to routine maintenance, repair, or replacement of component parts of an air emissions unit.

18. If the permittee makes any modifications which subsequently increase the emissions of hazardous air pollutants (or the potential to emit hazardous air pollutants) such that the source is a major source that is subject to the emission standard or other requirement, the permittee shall be subject to the notification requirements of 40 CFR 63.9. [40 CFR 63.820(3) and 40 CFR 63.9(b)]
19. If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]

20. A minimum of two copies of an application for an operation permit shall be submitted to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 60 days of completion of construction or at least 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit, whichever occurs first. [Rules 62-4.050(2) and 62-4.090, F.A.C.]
