Attached are Final Permit (Permit Nos. 0571307-002-AC and 0571307-003-AC) for after-the-fact construction of a new limestone and flyash material handling operation.  The Revised Draft Permits were issued on August 21, 2006.  After reviewing the Revised Draft Permits, CEMEX submitted comments on August 30, 2006, which was before the 14 day comment period had expired.  Although comments were received from the applicant, the Revised Draft Permit was published in the Tampa Tribune on August 25, 2006, and proof of publication was received by the Agency on September 11, 2006.  Before making a final determination, Rule 62-210.350(2)(f), F.A.C. requires that we consider comments received from the applicant in the 14 day comment period.  The following are CEMEX’s comments restated below, along with the response to the comments:   
Comment 1. – The Revised Draft Permits reference two separate front end loaders for loading limestone into trucks and limestone into Hopper No. 2.  There will only be one front-end loader that will transfer limestone into trucks and Hopper No. 2.

Response:  The process description of the Final Permit has been changed to reflect one front end loader.

Comment 2. – At various places in the Revised Draft Permits, there are several references to the limestone aggregate being thoroughly washed in Hopper No. 2.  Hopper No. 2 is the hopper that receives limestone from the aggregate storage pile prior to conveyance to the washing station.  Water sprays will be utilized on Hopper No. 2 and additional water will be added at the washing station after the conveyor belt leading from Hopper No. 2 to the washing station.  However, the limestone will not be totally immersed in water at Hopper No. 2.

Response: The references to the limestone being “thoroughly washed” or  “totally immersed” in water have been replaced with “adequately wet” in the Final Permit, which means sufficiently penetrated with water to prevent visible emissions.

Comment 3. – Specific Condition No. 9 of Revised Draft Permit Nos. 0571307-002-AC and 0571307-003-AC requires that the drop height from the pedestal stacker to the storage pile not exceed 10 feet.  The height of the pedestal stacker is fixed and CEMEX is requesting the use of water sprays to control PM emissions as an alternative to limiting the drop height from the pedestal stacker to the storage pile.

Response:  Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C. requires the use of reasonable precautions to prevent unconfined particulate matter emissions .  Limiting of the drop height of conveyors and transfer points is a reasonable precaution that is routinely used in Hillsborough County by material handling sources to control unconfined particulate matter emissions.  Therefore, the requirement to limit the drop height of the pedestal stacker to the storage pile will remain.  

Comment 4. – The process description of the flyash handling operation in the Revised Draft Permits references a railcar to hopper transfer point.  The hopper is an integral part of the railcar and not a separate piece of equipment.  Flyash is discharged from the hopper bottom of the railcar, through the seal described in the Revised Draft permit, directly into the tailboard (receiving end) of the enclosed flyash conveyor.  The permit should reflect that there is no hopper transfer point associated with the flyash handling.

Response:  The process description in the Final Permit has been changed.
Based on our review, we recommend issuance of the above referenced Final Permit as drafted.

The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) mailed a public notice package on August 21, 2006 that included an Intent to Issue Permit Nos. 0571307-002-AC and 0571307-003-AC to CEMEX Construction Material, L.P. located at 3520 Pendola Point Road, Tampa, Hillsborough County.  The air construction permit authorizes the construction of a limestone and flyash material handling operation.  Limestone will be offloaded from a ship via a ship mounted conveyor belt (Conveyor Belt #1) and will feed to an onshore hopper (Hopper #1) at a maximum rate of 4500 tons/hr.  From the hopper, material will be gravity fed onto a conveyor belt (Conveyor Belt #2) and transferred to a pedestal stacker.  The material will then be transferred from the pedestal stacker to an open storage pile.  A front-end loader will transfer a maximum of 20% of the limestone into open bed trucks for shipment offsite (Truck Loadout #1) at a maximum rate of 600 tons/hr.  


The front-end loader will transfer the remaining 80% of the limestone to a second hopper (Hopper # 2).  From the hopper, the material will be gravity fed onto a conveyor belt (Conveyor Belt #3) into a washing station, and transferred to a screen (Screen #1).  From the screen, the material will continue onto one of two conveyor belts, depending on the size of the material.  Oversize material will be transferred to a storage pile by Conveyor Belt #5 for final truck loadout (Truck Loadout #4), while properly sized limestone will be transferred  by Conveyor Belt #4 to one of two storage bins, and will be loaded into open bed trucks (Truck Loadout #2 and #3) for shipment offsite.


Particulate matter emissions from the limestone operation will be controlled by the use of water sprays and by limiting the drop height of the transfer points and material throughput.  The washing, screening and transfer operation is not considered a source of PM emissions, as long as the material is kept “adequately wet”, which means sufficiently penetrated with water to prevent visible emissions.  


The facility will also have two identical flyash handling operations.  The flyash will arrive via railcar and gravity feed from the hopper bottom of the railcar directly into the tailboard of the enclosed flyash conveyor at a maximum rate of 100 tons/hr.  The conveyor belt seals against the discharge hopper of the railcar with an inflatable rubber boot.  The conveyor will convey the material to the discharge chute of the transloader into enclosed tanker truck.  Each flyash unloading system will have a 1200 ACFM Donaldson Unicell C2OH dust collector that will control particulate matter emissions.  Each flyash unloading system will be powered by a Hatz, Model No. 4L41C, diesel engine.    
COMMENTS/CHANGES


The Revised Draft Permits were issued on August 21, 2006.  After reviewing the Revised Draft Permits, CEMEX submitted comments on August 30, 2006, which was before the 14 day comment period had expired.  Although comments were received from the applicant, the Public Notice of Intent to Issue the Revised Draft Permit was published in the Tampa Tribune on August 25, 2006, and proof of publication was received by the Agency on September 11, 2006.  Before making a final determination, Rule 62-210.350(2)(f), F.A.C. requires that we consider comments received from the applicant in the 14 day comment period.  The following are CEMEX’s comments restated below, along with the response to the comments:   
Comment 1. – The Revised Draft Permits reference two separate front end loaders for loading limestone into trucks and limestone into Hopper No. 2.  There will only be one front-end loader that will transfer limestone into trucks and Hopper No. 2.

Response:  The process description of the Final Permit has been changed to reflect one front end loader.

Comment 2. – At various places in the Revised Draft Permits, there are several references to the limestone aggregate being thoroughly washed in Hopper No. 2.  Hopper No. 2 is the hopper that receives limestone from the aggregate storage pile prior to conveyance to the washing station.  Water sprays will be utilized on Hopper No. 2 and additional water will be added at the washing station after the conveyor belt leading from Hopper No. 2 to the washing station.  However, the limestone will not be totally immersed in water at Hopper No. 2.

Response: The references to the limestone being “thoroughly washed” or “totally immersed” in water have been replaced with “adequately wet”, which means sufficiently penetrated with water to prevent visible emissions, in the Final Permit.

Comment 3. – Specific Condition No. 9 of Revised Draft Permit Nos. 0571307-002-AC and 0571307-003-AC requires that the drop height from the pedestal stacker to the storage pile not exceed 10 feet.  The height of the pedestal stacker is fixed and CEMEX is requesting the use of water sprays to control PM emissions as an alternative to limiting the drop height from the pedestal stacker to the storage pile.

Response:  Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C. requires the use of reasonable precautions to prevent unconfined particulate matter emissions.  Limiting of the drop height of conveyors and transfer points is a reasonable precaution that is routinely used in Hillsborough County by material handling sources to control unconfined particulate matter emissions.  Therefore, the requirement to limit the drop height of the pedestal stacker to the storage pile will remain.  

Comment 4. – The process description of the flyash handling operation in the Revised Draft Permits references a railcar to hopper transfer point.  The hopper is an integral part of the railcar and not a separate piece of equipment.  Flyash is discharged from the hopper bottom of the railcar, through the seal described in the Revised Draft permit, directly into the tailboard (receiving end) of the enclosed flyash conveyor.  The permit should reflect that there is no hopper transfer point associated with the flyash handling.

Response:  The process description in the Final Permit has been changed to, “The facility will also have two identical flyash handling operations.  The flyash will arrive via railcar and gravity feed from the hopper bottom of the railcar directly into the tailboard of the enclosed flyash conveyor at a maximum rate of 100 tons/hr.  The conveyor belt seals against the discharge hopper of the railcar with an inflatable rubber boot.  The conveyor will convey the material to the discharge chute of the transloader into enclosed tanker truck”    
CONCLUSION


The final action of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County is to issue the FINAL construction permit as attached with the changes to the DRAFT as noted above.

The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]

3.
Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

The permittee shall not cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere any visible emissions (five percent opacity) from the diesel engines that drive the flyash handling operation. [Rule 62-296.712(2), F.A.C.]

7.
As requested by the permittee, in order to establish the facility as a synthetic minor of particulate matter, the maximum particulate matter emissions from the limestone and flyash handling operation shall not exceed 98.7 tons per year.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Air Construction Application dated November 21, 2005]

8.
The maximum allowable particulate matter emissions from each 1200 ACFM Donaldson Unicell C20H dust collector shall not exceed 0.01 gr/dscf and 5 percent opacity.  [Rules 62-296.711(2)(a) and (b), F.A.C. and Air Construction Permit Application submitted November 21, 2005]

9.
The permittee shall ensure that the facility is in compliance with the following operation and maintenance plan:  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]


Daily (when in operation)

A)  Operate all water spray heads on the limestone hoppers, conveyors, screens, and   transfer points

B)  Maintain the aggregate road, storage piles and front end loading activity areas moist at all times using a sprinkler system.

C)  Maintain vehicular speed at 10 MPH or less

D)  Inspect material drop points and maintain the minimum distance possible.

E)  Ensure the drop height from the pedestal stacker to the storage pile does not exceed 10 feet.

F)  Ensure that all limestone is kept adequately wet, which means sufficiently penetrated with water to prevent visible emissions in the washing station prior to screening, and remains wet throughout the truck loading.


Weekly

A)  Inspect road and other paved surfaces.  Clean as necessary

B)  Perform maintenance inspections on the water spray system 

10.
To ensure compliance with the emission limitations in Specific Condition No. 7, the following restrictions and limitations shall apply for any consecutive twelve month period: [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Air Construction Permit Application submitted November 21, 2005]

A)  Maximum facility-wide limestone throughput:  1,080,000 tons

B)  Maximum limestone throughput from the storage pile directly to trucks for shipment offsite: 216,000 tons

C)  Maximum limestone throughput from the storage piles to Hopper No. 2 and to the subsequent conveyor belts: 864,000 tons

D)  Maximum combined flyash throughput:  876,000 tons

E)  Maximum combined fuel usage of the diesel engines:  70,000 gallons of No. 2 diesel fuel

F)  Hours of operation are not restricted.

G)  Maintain a water spray system on the limestone handling operation to adequately wet the material.  The water spray system shall ensure the material stays adequately wet while the material is moving on the conveyor belts and stored in piles.

11.
In order to ensure compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 7 and 10, the permittee shall maintain a monthly recordkeeping system.  The records shall be maintained onsite for two years and shall be made available upon request to any local, state, or federal air pollution agency upon request.  The records shall include, but not limited to, the following:  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

A)  Month

B)  Amount of limestone received (tons)

C)  Amount of limestone loaded into trucks directly from the storage pile (tons)

D)  Amount of limestone transferred from storage pile to Hopper No. 2 (tons)

E)  Amount of flyash received (tons)

F)  Amount of flyash shipped offsite (tons)

G)  Fuel usage of the diesel engines (gallons)

H)  Rolling twelve month total of B) through G) above

12.
Test the following transfer points for opacity no later than 90 days after the initial startup of the facility and submit two copies of the test data to the Air Management Division of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 45 days of such testing.  Testing procedures shall be consistent with the requirements of Rule 62-297.310, F.A.C.

A)  The limestone Ship Unloading Conveyor to the Onshore Hopper (Hopper #1) transfer point

B)  The limestone Hopper #1 to the Conveyor Belt #2 transfer point

C)  The limestone Conveyor Belt #2 to Pedestal Stacker transfer point

D)  The limestone Pedestal Stacker to storage pile transfer point

E)  The limestone front end loader to the Truck Loadout #1 transfer point

F)  The limestone front end loader to Hopper # 2 transfer point

G)  Hopper # 2 to Conveyor Belt #3 transfer point

H)  Storage Bins to Truck Loadout #2 and #3 transfer point

I)  Screen to Conveyor Belt #5 transfer point

J)  Conveyor Belt #5 to oversize pile transfer point

K)  Simultaneous tests on the following three emission points at the beginning of the flyash railcar unloading process:

i.  each  railcar hopper to conveyor transfer point on each truck loading 

ii.  each  conveyor to truck loading spout transfer point

iii.  each dust collector exhaust point

L)  Simultaneous tests on the following two emission points at the ending of the railcar unloading process:

i.  each  railcar hopper to conveyor transfer point on each truck loading 

ii.  each  conveyor to truck loading spout transfer point

iii. each dust collector exhaust point

M)  Each diesel engine

13.
Compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 5, 6, and 8 shall be determined using EPA Method 9 contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  The Method 9 test shall be at least 30 minutes in duration.  The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling and reporting, shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A. [Rules 62-297 and 62-297.310(4)(a)2, F.A.C.]

14.
In order to provide reasonable assurance that the Donaldson Unicell C20H dust collectors can achieve the 0.01 gr/dscf emission rate, a one time EPA Method 5 test shall be performed on one of the dust collectors no later than 90 days after the initial startup of the facility and submit two copies of the test data to the Air Management Division of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 45 days of such testing.  Testing procedures shall be consistent with the requirements of Rule 62-297.310, F.A.C. [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310, F.A.C.]

15.
Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity described as handling 4500 tons/hour of limestone, transferring 600 tons/hour of limestone from the storage piles to the trucks, and handling 100 tons/hour of flyash.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for the purpose of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  Failure to submit the input rates and actual operating conditions may invalidate the test. [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310(2)(b), F.A.C.]

16.
The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C]

17.
  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provision in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alterations, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not limited to, the following: [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]

A)  Operate water spray heads on the limestone hoppers and conveyor drop points

B)  Maintain limestone operation roads and front end loader areas moist at all times

C)  Maintain the permanent sprinkler system to reach the storage piles and conveyor drop points

D)  Maintain material drop points as low as possible

E)  The flyash conveyors shall be completely enclosed

F)  Curtail operations during high wind conditions, if necessary

G)  Exercise good housekeeping at all times

18.
The permittee shall submit with the application for an air operating permit an Operation and Maintenance Plan for each 1200 ACFM Donaldson Unicell C20H dust collector in accordance with Rule 62-296.700(6), F.A.C.  [Rule 62-296.700(6)(a)2, F.A.C.]

19.
When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]

20.
The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200(174), F.A.C., Modification.  The permit authorizes the operation of the emission units described in pages one and two.   The permit does not authorize the operation of a crusher. The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation: [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

A)  Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment.

B)  Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.

C)  The use of materials and fuels other than those authorized in this permit.

21.
If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Air Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. Annual PM and PM10 emissions shall be calculated using the emission factors and control efficiencies established in the Construction Application and attached in Attachment A, unless a more accurate emission factor based upon stack testing is developed by the applicant and approved by the EPC. [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-210.370(2), F.A.C.]

A minimum of two copies of an application for an operation permit shall be submitted to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 45 days of completion of compliance testing or at least 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit, whichever occurs first. [Rules 62-4.050(2) and 62-4.090, F.A.C.]
