Attached is the final FESOP air operating permit, Permit No. 0571310-001-AF, for after-the-fact operation of a custom truck bed and body manufacturing facility.  

The facility published the public notice in The Free Press on November 19, 2005.  No comments were received from the public, however, the permittee submitted several comments on the Draft permit.  The comments and changes to the Draft permit are included in the Final Determination.  EPC staff agreed with all the requested changes except the request to keep monthly VOC-RACT records.  The facility requested to keep monthly records of VOC material usage.  However, Rule 62-296.500(2)(b), F.A.C. requires VOC-RACT applicable sources keep daily records.  Therefore, the daily recordkeeping requirement in Specific Condition No. 11 was not removed.  
 
Based on our review, we recommend that the above referenced permit be issued.

The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County mailed a public notice package on November 14, 2006 that included an Intent to Issue FESOP Permit No. 0571310-001-AF to American Commercial Truck Equipment, Inc. located at 12875 Commodity Place, Tampa, FL 33626.  The air operating permit authorizes the applicant to operate a custom truck bed and body manufacturing facility.


The Public Notice of Intent to Issue was published in The Free Press on November 19, 2005.

COMMENTS/CHANGES


Comments from the applicant on the draft FESOP operating permit were received on March 13, 2006.  The comments and the responses are stated below, with the changes in bold.  No comments were received by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County from the public.  

The facility requested to keep monthly records of VOC material usage.  However, Rule 62-296.500(2)(b), F.A.C. requires VOC-RACT applicable sources keep daily records.  Therefore, the daily recordkeeping requirement was not be removed.

In addition, the facility requested that the daily records of VOC and HAP emissions be kept in pounds per day rather than tons per day.  EPC staff agreed with this request.

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-209, 62-210, 62-212, 62-272, 62-275, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part of hereof and specifically described as follows:
For after-the-fact operation of a custom truck bed and body manufacturing facility.  The truck manufacturing process starts out by welding metal sub-frames together to form the deck framework and constructing and attaching a wooden deck to the sub-frame.  Steel is welded together to form body rear frames and door upright frames and the frames are then spraypainted and force air dried in an enclosed spraypaint booth.  A 1.5 MMBtu/hr. heater supplies heat to the paint booth.  After drying, the upright frames and unpainted, aluminum upright supports are mounted to the wooden deck and sub-frame.  The material for the truck body walls and roof are then cut to the correct size and mounted to the sub-frame and upright frames.  The finished truck bodies are undercoated with an undercoating using spray guns.  

Touch up work is performed outside of the spray booth using aerosol paint cans.  The production of the trucks and the undercoating operation take place in the open inside of the production building.  

The heater on the spraypaint booth runs exclusively on propane and is exempt from permitting per Rule 62-210.300(3)(a)3., F.A.C.  
VOC and HAP emissions will be controlled through the application of low solvent technology and through limits on the material usages.  The facility is limited to 24 tons per year of VOC emissions.
