Attached is initial Construction Permit No. 0571311-001-AC for construction of a structural steel products painting facility.  The facility operation will involve spray coating primer on structural steel components and miscellaneous metal parts using air assisted spray guns.  The spray coating operation will be carried out in a designated spray coating area.  The coated parts will be air dried.  No abrasive blasting will occur at the facility.  

Volatile organic compound emissions from the surface coating operation will be controlled through the application of low solvent technology and by limits on the material usage.  The facility’s material usage is limited to 4857 gallons of primer and 460 gallons of cleaning solvents per year.  This limit on the material usage limits the VOC emissions to 9.9 TPY.  The VOC content of the primer cannot exceed 3.5 pounds per gallon per Rule 62-296.513(2)(a)2., F.A.C.

Fabricated Products of Tampa, Inc. currently operates in Ybor City and is permitted under Permit No.  0570363-004-AO.  As soon as the new site is constructed, operation at the Ybor City site will cease.  
Based on our review, we recommend that the above referenced permit be issued.

INTENT TO ISSUE

The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC), as delegated by the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP), gives notice of its intent to issue a permit (copy attached) for the proposed project as detailed in the application specified above, for the reasons stated below.

The Department may accept, instead of the coating analysis methods required under Rules 62-296.500(2)(b)2. and 3., F.A.C., a certification by the coating manufacturer of the composition of the coating if it is supported by actual batch formulation records.  The manufacturer’s certification shall be consistent with EPA’s document number 450/3-84-019, titled, “Procedures for Certifying Quantity of Volatile Organic Compounds Emitted by Paint, Ink, and Other Coatings.” [Rule 62-296.500(2)(b)4, F.A.C.]

When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. The permittee shall not store, handle, process, or use in any process the volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems as follows and as deemed necessary and ordered by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County: [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]

Maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc. on all containers when they are not being handled, tapped, etc.

All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provision in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C. A minimum of two copies of an application for an operation permit shall be submitted to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County along with three months of records as required by Specific Condition No. 11 at least 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit.
