This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-209, 62-210, 62-212, 62-272, 62-275, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part of hereof and specifically described as follows:

For the construction of two air curtain incinerators (ACI) and a Rock/RAP crushing system.  The ACIs are diesel powered and are manufactured by McPherson Systems Inc, Model No. M30F with a 105 horsepower diesel-powered blower assembly that includes a 37-inch, 8 blade axial fan and nozzle.  The burn pit will be a 30 foot long trench, 10 feet deep and 10 feet wide.  The burn pit will be constructed in the natural clay soil and will be refractory lined.  The combined maximum burn rate of both air curtain incinerators is 20,000 lbs/hour and 100 tons per day.  

The Rock/RAP crusher is manufactured by Cedarapids, Model No. Cobra 1000 and has a maximum material process rate of 800 tons per day and 249,600 tons year.  The Rock/RAP crushing system, which includes a 610 HP diesel engine to drive the crusher, uses No. 2 fuel oil (diesel).  The maximum sulfur content of the fuel oil is 0.5%.  
The shaker, crusher, and conveyors are sources of particulate matter emissions.  These emissions will be controlled in accordance with the PM RACT requirements and reasonable precautions specified in the permit.

All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]

3.
Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]

4.
The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or the commission of paint overspraying or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.

5.
As requested by the permittee, in order to establish the facility as a synthetic minor for both criteria and Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAP), the following emission limitations shall apply: [Rules 62-296.320, 62-212.300, 62-212.300, F.A.C. and Additional Information to the Air Construction Permit Application submitted January 6, 2006]

    A)
The maximum VOC emissions from the entire facility shall not exceed 1.1 tons for any 12 consecutive month period.  

    B)
The HAP, as defined in Rule 62-213.200, F.A.C., emissions shall be less than 10 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any individual HAP, and less than 25 tons in any 12 consecutive month period for any combination of HAPs.
6.
The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor. [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]

During startup periods, which shall not exceed the first 30 minutes of operation, an opacity of up to 35 percent, averaged over a six-minute period, shall be allowed.  [Rule 62-296.401(7)(b), F.A.C.]

A)  The maximum combined burn rate for the air curtain incinerators shall not exceed 20,000 pounds per hour and 100 tons per day.  

B)   Maximum combined hours of operation for the air curtain incinerators is limited to 3120 hours  per 12 consecutive month period.

The only materials that can be burned in an air curtain incinerator are wood wastes consisting of trees, logs, large brush, stumps relatively free of soil, unbagged leaves and yard trash, tree surgeon debris, and clean dry lumber such as pallets.  [Rule 62-296.401(7)(e), F.A.C.]
12.
The burning of sawdust, paper, trash, tires, garbage, plastics, liquid wastes, chemically treated or painted wood, and other similar materials is expressly prohibited. [Rule 62-296.401(7)(f), F.A.C.]
13.
In order to preclude prohibited materials from being inadvertently burned in the incinerator, only materials listed in Specific Condition No. 11 shall be stored in or in the immediate vicinity of the air curtain incinerators.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
14.
The pit shall not exceed the following dimensions: no more than 12 feet wide, between 8 and 15 feet deep, and no longer than the length of the manifold.  The pit shall not be dug within a previously active portion of a landfill.  [Rule 62-296.401(7)(d), F.A.C.]
15.
In no case shall an air curtain incinerator be started before sunrise. For refractory lined air curtain incinerators, charging must have completely stopped before sunset.  For all other air curtain incinerators, charging must have completely stopped two hours before sunset.  [Rule 62-296.401(7)(h), F.A.C.]
16.
New air curtain incinerators must be located at least three hundred (300) feet from any pre-existing occupied building located off site.  The Department may issue a permit for an air curtain incinerator which does not meet this setback if the applicant submits with the application a signed affidavit from the owner(s) of all occupied buildings within the setback area that waives the setback requirement.  [Rule 62-296.401(7)(j), F.A.C.]

17.
Only virgin oil, natural gas, or liquefied petroleum gas may be used to start the fire.  The use of waste oil, chemicals, gasoline, or tires is expressly prohibited.  [Rule 62-296.401(7)(g), F.A.C.]

Air curtain incinerators used at landfills may not be operated within one thousand (1000) feet of any active portion of the landfill unless the air curtain incinerator is separated from the active portion of the landfill by a controlled gate or check-in station. [Rule 62-296.401(7)(k), F.A.C.]

The material shall not be loaded into the air curtain incinerator such that it will protrude above the air curtain.  [Rule 62-296.401(7)(l), F.A.C.]

The permittee shall install and maintain a height marker in the pit to determine ash build-up.  The marker shall be visible at all times and shall clearly indicate a height of 3-1/3 feet above the bottom of the pit.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

The permittee shall remove the ash from the air curtain incinerator at least twice per week.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Additional Information to the Air Construction Permit Application submitted January 6, 2006]

23.
A detailed operation and maintenance guide must be available to the operators at all times, and the permittee must provide the proper training to all operators before they work at the incinerator.  The guide shall be made available upon request to any local, state, or federal air pollution agency. [Rules 62-296.401(7)(n) and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
24.
The incinerator equipment (combustion pit including the walls, fan, and plenum system) shall be maintained in good repair to perform adequately the function for which it was intended.  Maintenance shall include, but is not limited to, bi-weekly inspections and replacement or repair of faulty equipment or as required by the manufacturer or as specified in the Operation and Maintenance plan.  Any maintenance/repair performed shall be recorded.  Records shall be maintained for the most recent 12 consecutive month period and shall be made available for inspection upon request.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

Total maximum allowable emissions of particulate matter from the Rock/RAP crushing system and the diesel engine that drives a crusher shall not exceed 2.0 tons per any 12 consecutive month period. 26.
The permittee shall not cause to be discharged into the atmosphere from any transfer point on belt conveyors or from any other affected facility any stack emissions which contain particulate matter in excess of 0.05 g/dscm (0.022 gr/dscf).  [40 CFR 60.672(a)(1)]
27.
The permittee shall not cause to be discharged into the atmosphere from any transfer point on belt conveyors or from any other affected facility, except for the emissions points listed in Specific Condition Nos. 28 and 30, any fugitive emissions which exhibit greater than 10 percent opacity.  [40 CFR 60.672(b)]
28.
The permittee shall not cause to be discharged into the atmosphere from any crusher, at which a capture system is not used, fugitive emissions which exhibit greater than 15 percent opacity. [40 CFR 60.672(c)]

29.
If any transfer point on a conveyor belt or any other affected facility is enclosed in a building, then each enclosed affected facility must comply with the emission limits in Specific Condition Nos. 26, 27 and 28, or the building enclosing the affected facility or facilities must comply with the following emission limits:  [40 CFR 60.672(e)]

The permittee shall provide at least the minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities as specified in 40 CFR 60.8(e)(1), (2), (3) and (4) and Rule 62-297.310(6), F.A.C. Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity. Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC. All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provision in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alterations, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling. G) Maintain a fire extinguisher or other fire suppression equipment in a location immediately          adjacent to the air curtain incinerators.  
H) Stock piles of rock and RAP shall be adequately wetted and/or tarped as needed.

The permittee shall not store, handle, process, or use in any process the volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems as follows and as deemed necessary and ordered by the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County: [Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.]

 A)   Maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc. on all containers when they are not being handled,                   tapped, etc.

A minimum of two copies of an application for an operation permit shall be submitted to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 45 days of completion of compliance testing or at least 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit, whichever occurs first.
