Final Construction Permit – Ports America Tampa, LLC
Attached is Final Permit No. 0571388-001-AC for the construction of a bulk material handling facility at the Ports America Berths 201, 202, 208 through 212, and 219 at the Port of Tampa.  This operation includes ship unloading, truck loading and unloading, and two storage areas.  Ports America will be authorized to handle various bulk materials, which will mainly include pumice, coal, slag, gypsum, bauxite, and limestone, among others.  The material will be off-loaded from ships via on-board and off-board clamshell cranes at Berths 201, 202, 208 – 212, and 219.  At all the Berths, a clamshell will transfer material to onshore hoppers that will direct the material into a truck.  Trucks will transport the material to one of two storage locations within the Port of Tampa.  A front-end loader will load the material from the stockpiles into trucks for shipment off-site.  The storage areas are located on the corner of Guy N. Verger Blvd. and GATX Dr., and between Berth Nos. 202 and 204.

The facility published the Public Notice in the Tampa Tribune on October 22, 2008.  No comments from the public or the facility were received.
Based on our review, we recommend issuance of the permit as drafted.

FINAL DETERMINATION


The Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County mailed a public notice package on October 16, 2008 that included an Intent to Issue Air Construction Permit No. 0571388-001-AC to Ports America, LLC.  The facility is located at 2510 Guy N. Verger Blvd., Tampa, Hillsborough County, FL  33619.  The air construction permit authorizes the applicant to construct a bulk material handling facility at the Ports America Berths 201, 202, 208 through 212, and 219 at the Port of Tampa

The Public Notice of Intent to Issue was published in The Tampa Tribune on October 22, 2008.  

COMMENTS/CHANGES


No comments were received from the applicant or the public.

CONCLUSION


The final action of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County is to issue the permit as drafted.

Project: Bulk Material Handling Facility
This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

For the construction of a material handling facility, which includes a ship unloading operation, a truck loading and unloading operation, and two storage areas.  The facility’s total material throughput is limited to 560,000 tons/year.  The material will be off-loaded from ships via on-board and off-board clamshell cranes at Berths 201, 202, 208 – 212, and 219.  At all the Berths, a clamshell will transfer material to onshore hoppers that will direct the material into a truck.  Trucks will transport the material to one of two storage locations within the Port of Tampa.  A front-end loader will load the material from the stockpiles into trucks for shipment off-site.  The storage areas are located on the corner of Guy N. Verger Blvd. and GATX Rd., and between Berth Nos. 202 and 204.
Particulate matter emissions from the clamshell into hopper will be controlled through the use of a water spray system that will be installed around the top edges of the onshore hoppers.  Emissions from the onshore hoppers into the truck will be controlled through the use of a partial enclosure, and emissions from the storage areas will be controlled through the use of a water truck and a water spray system.

All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction.  [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]
3.
Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law.  [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]
4.
The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  [Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]
5.
The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or the commission of paint overspraying or any other act, that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.

As requested by the permittee, in order to limit the potential to emit and establish the facility as a synthetic minor for particulate matter, the maximum facility wide potential particulate matter (PM) emissions shall not exceed 62.0 tons per any 12 consecutive month period. [Rules 62-212.300, 62-210.200(PTE), and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Air Construction Permit Application Received July 18, 2008]

7.
Visible emissions from any emission unit or activity shall not exceed 5% opacity.  [Rule 62-296.711(2)(a), F.A.C. and Ch. 1-3.52.2. of the Rules of the EPCHC]
8.
The following limitations and restrictions shall apply per any twelve consecutive month period: [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Air Construction Permit Application Received July 18, 2008]

A)  The facility is authorized to operate 8,760 hours/year.

To ensure compliance with the emission limitations in Specific Condition Nos. 6 and 7, the following restrictions and terms shall apply:  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C. and Air Construction Permit Application Received July 18, 2008]
A)  Onshore hopper(s) shall be used during all ship off-loading activities including unloading activities at Berth No. 219.
B)  Each onshore hopper shall have a water spray system installed along the top of the hopper.
C)  The water spray system on the onshore hopper(s) shall be in operation while the ship off-loading operation is occurring.

D)  The onshore hopper(s) shall have a partial enclosure operational during truck loading activities. 
E)  A water truck shall be used, as necessary, at all the berths during unloading and transferring operations to ensure compliance with the opacity standard specified in Specific Condition No. 7.
F)  A water spray system and a water truck shall be used, as necessary, at the storage locations and during unloading and transferring operations to ensure compliance with the opacity standard specified in Specific Condition No. 7.
G)  The drop height between the unloading clamshell and the onshore hopper shall be minimized to ensure compliance with the opacity standard specified in Specific Condition No. 7.
H)  A dust suppressant shall be applied to the Group III materials prior to unloading and handling the materials.

I)  Perform weekly maintenance inspections on each water spray system.

10.
Test all the emission units listed on Page No. 2 of this permit for visible emissions, at the point of highest opacity, upon the first instance of material loadout from a ship, and annually thereafter.  Submit two copies of the test data to the Air Management Division within 45 days of such testing.  Testing procedures shall be consistent with the requirements of 40 CFR 60 and Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  [Rules 62-297.310(7)(a)4. and 62-297.310(8)(b), F.A.C.]
11.
In addition to the testing requirements of Specific Condition No. 10., the permittee shall test for visible emissions the handling of each new material, the first time it is unloaded from a ship following issuance of this permit.  Testing shall be performed at the point of highest opacity.  Submit two copies of the test data to the Air Management Division within 45 days of such testing.  Testing procedures shall be consistent with the requirements of 40 CFR 60 and Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  [Rules 62-297.310(7)(a)4. and 297.310(8)(b), F.A.C.]
12.
Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the source operating at capacity.  Capacity is defined as 90-100% of rated capacity of a ship unloading rate, a truck loading rate, and a truck to storage pile rate of 500 tons/hour; and a frontend loader to truck loading rate at the storage pile of 250 tons/hour.  If it is impracticable to test at capacity, then the source may be tested at less than capacity; in this case subsequent source operation is limited to 110% of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, then operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than 15 fifteen days for purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the rated capacity in the permit, with prior notification to the EPC.  Failure to submit the type of material unloaded, input rates, and actual operating conditions may invalidate the test.  [Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-297.310, F.A.C.]
13.
Compliance with the emission limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 7, 10, and 11 shall be determined using EPA Method 9 contained in 40 CFR 60, Appendix A and adopted by reference in Rule 62-297, F.A.C.  The EPA Method 9 test shall be at least 30 minutes in duration.  The minimum requirements for stack sampling facilities, source sampling and reporting, shall be in accordance with Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and 40 CFR 60, Appendix A. [Rules 62-297, 62-297.310(4)(a)2., and 62-296.711(3)(a) F.A.C.]

14.
The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted.  [Rules 62-297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C.]
15.
In order to demonstrate compliance with the limits established in Specific Condition Nos. 6 and 9, the permittee shall maintain daily records for the most recent three-year period.  The records shall be made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state and federal officials upon request and shall include, but not limited to: [Rules 62-4.160(14)(b) and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

B) Berth location
C) Amount and type of material unloaded from ships (tons)
D) Amount and type of material loaded into trucks for shipment offsite (tons)
E) Monthly and twelve consecutive month totals of C) and D) above (tons)
F) Records of the weekly water spray system inspections as required in Specific Condition No. 9

16.
All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provision in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement; transportation of materials; construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking; or industrially related activities such as loading, unloading, storing or handling; without taking reasonable precautions to prevent such emissions.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not limited to, the following:  [Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.]
A)  Paving or maintenance of roads, parking area, and yards.
B)  Application of asphalt, water, oil, chemicals or other dust suppressants to unpaved roads, yards, open stock piles and similar activities as needed.
C)  Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under control of the owner or operator to prevent reentrainment.

D)  Landscaping or planting of vegetation.
E)  Curtailing of operation if winds are entraining unconfined particulate matter.  
F)  Clean up spills promptly.

G)  Posting of vehicle speed limits, as necessary.
17.
The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200(205), F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation:  [Rule 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]

A)  Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment listed on page 1 of this permit.

B)  Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution.

C)  The handling of materials other than those allowed by this permit.

18.
When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC.  [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]
19.
If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Air Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility.  [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]

20.
Submit to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility", for the preceding calendar year.  The annual operating report for calendar year 2008 shall be submitted to the EPCHC by May 1, 2009.  Subsequent annual operating reports following the submittal date of May 1, 2009, shall be submitted each year by April 1.  [Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.]
21.
A minimum of two copies of an air operating permit application shall be submitted to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 60 days of completion of the initial compliance testing or at least 90 days prior to the expiration date of this permit, whichever occurs first.  [Rules 62-4.050(2) and 62-4.090, F.A.C.]
