This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, 62-297, and 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the EPC and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:
This project is for an “after-the-fact” air construction permit to operate a scrap metal processing facility located a 3310 Port Sutton Road, Tampa, Florida.  The scrap metal processing operations will be conducted according to the specified work practice standards, and the use of water and reasonable precautions to control unconfined particulate matter emissions stipulated in the specific conditions of this permit and the attached best management plan.
OneSteel Recycling, Inc., Dock Facility is a scrap metal processing facility that receives scrap iron materials from commercial accounts.  The scrap metal material is delivered by open-bed truck, unloaded by dumping, or by grapple or magnetic crane, cut to a desired reduced size by mechanical shears or oxy-fuel torch, if necessary, and finally loaded onto a ship or barge for transport off-site.  The facility uses three (3), non-road mobile cranes and a bulldozer to process the scrap metal received at the facility.  Shredded scrap metal is piled near the dock, no further processing is necessary prior to ship loading.  Heavy scrap metal (HSM) may be staged for sizing by a non-road mobile, mechanical shear or an oxy-fuel torch cutting operation.  The heavy scrap iron is cut to a manageable size, approximately 5 to 6 feet long.  The bulldozer or cranes are used to move the processed HSM to the dock for ship loading.  Three (3), ship-mounted grapple cranes are used to load the processed scrap metal from the dock onto the vessel.
Particulate matter (PM) emissions are generated from the handling and processing of scrap metal material.  Since the facility is located in a particulate matter air quality maintenance area and has a potential to emit (PTE) of PM emissions greater than 15 TPY and 5 lb/hr, the processing of scrap metal is subject to the PM RACT requirements of Rule 62-296.711, Materials Handling, Sizing, Screening, Crushing and Grinding Operations. Therefore, the material handling operations are limited to a 5% opacity standard pursuant to Rule 62-296.711(2)(a), F.A.C. and Chapter 1-3.52(2), Rules of the EPC. The remaining activities, torch-cutting, non-road mobile equipment, and vehicle traffic, are subject to a 20% visible emission standard pursuant to Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  Particulate matter emissions are controlled by following reasonable precautions to minimize the generation of unconfined PM as specified in the permit pursuant to Rule 62-296.320(4), F.A.C., and the best management practices document attached to this permit.  
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The facility uses water to control the PM emitted from material handling operations and to maintain the scrap metal storage piles wet, to the extent necessary to operate in compliance with the PM RACT visible emission standard of 5% opacity.  According to the Department of Energy Technical Guide for Estimating Fugitive Dust Impacts from Coal Handling Operations (DOE FOSSIL Reference, 1984), the application of water sprays would reduce PM emissions from 50% to 90%, depending on the water droplet size and spray pattern.  A control efficiency of 70% was applied to the PTE estimates for PM emissions from scrap metal processing operations at this facility.
The torch cutting operations are limited to no more than 2,400 hours per year.  As a result, the potential to emit particulate matter from torch cutting operations is 0.3 TPY and thus, it is exempt from permitting pursuant to Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)1., F.A.C.  However, the visible emissions from the torch cutting operations are limited to the general 20% opacity standard as per Rule 62-296.320(b), General Visible Emissions Standard, F.A.C. and Chapter 1-3.52(1), Rules of the EPC.

1. General Conditions.  A part of this permit is the attached General Conditions. [Rule 62-4.160, F.A.C.]
2. Applicable Requirements.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, F.A.C., or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law. [Rule 62-210.300, F.A.C.]
3. Rules of the EPC.  All applicable rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County including design discharge limitations specified in the application shall be adhered to.  The permit holder may also need to comply with county, municipal, federal, or other state regulations prior to construction. [Rule 62-4.070(7), F.A.C.]
4. Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida.  The use of property, facilities, equipment, processes, products, or compounds, or any other act that causes or materially contributes to a public nuisance is prohibited, pursuant to the Hillsborough County Environmental Protection Act, Section 16, Chapter 84-446, Laws of Florida, as Amended.
Operation and Emission Limitations
5. Hours of Operation.  The facility is permitted to operate continuously; 8,760 hours per consecutive 12 month period, except for the torch cutting operations which are limited to 2,400 hours per consecutive 12 month period.   [Rule 62-210.200 (Potential to Emit), F.A.C, and Air Permit Application received on May 13, 2009]
6. Process & Production.  As requested by the permittee, the facility shall not unload and process more than 1.08 million tons of scrap metal in any consecutive 12 month period.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C., and Construction Application received May 13, 2009]
7. Visible Emissions (VE).  Visible emissions from all scrap metal processing activities shall not exceed 5% opacity.  Visible emissions from torch cutting activities and all other pollutant emitting activities (non-road mobile equipment) at the facility shall not be equal to or greater than 20% opacity.  [Rules 62-296.711 and 62-296.320, F.A.C., and Chapter 1-3.52, Rules of the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County.]
8. Open Burning.  Open burning is prohibited unless it is specifically authorized by a separate open burn permit issued by the EPC pursuant to Rule 62-296.320(3), F.A.C.
9. Objectionable Odor.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.  [Rules 62 210.200 (Definitions) and 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]
10. Control of Unconfined PM.  All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provision in Rule 62-296.320, F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alterations, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not be limited to, the following: 
A) Crane & loader operators shall maintain material drop heights to three (3) feet or less;
B) Vehicle speeds will be limited to 10 mph in unpaved areas and 15 mph in paved areas of the facility.
C) Wet roadways and unpaved areas as necessary to prevent excessive fugitive emissions.  Paved areas shall be kept free of dirt and or debris by sweeping or vacuuming (no blowers permitted).  If paved areas are not kept free of dirt and debris, they shall be maintained wet to the extent necessary to prevent excessive fugitive emissions.
D) Control equipment (water hoses, spray nozzles, fire extinguishers, shovels, rakes, etc.) shall be properly maintained to perform its designed function.  
E) Maintain piles wet to the extent necessary to operate in compliance with the applicable visible emission standard.
F) Operator of the crane, loader, or forklift used to deliver scrap to and/or from the torch cutting area must have a clear, unobstructed view of the area of hazardous operations at all times.
G) Remove oils, lubricants, and other combustible material from scrap metal prior to commencing torch cutting operations and follow the attached Scrap Yard BMP (Attachment B) 
[Rules 62-4.070(3) and 62-296.320, F.A.C.]
11. Weights & Measures.  The permittee shall maintain a truck scale to determine the amount of scrap metal received with an error of equal to or less than 10 percent.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
12. Scrap Yard Best Management Practices (BMP).  The BMP document is a part of this permit to be used as a reference guideline for employing best management practices.  The permittee should continue to pursue and implement best management practices in conjunction with this guideline.  [Rule 62-296.320, Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.,]
Compliance Testing
13. Initial Compliance Tests.  In order to ensure compliance with Specific Condition No. 7, the permittee will perform visible emission (VE) tests for each emission unit: Scrap Metal Unloading (EU001), Material Handling (EU002), and Vessel Loading (EU003).  VE tests will be conducted within 60 days of issuance of this permit. [Rules 62-297.310(7)(a), F.A.C. and Chapter 1-3.50, Rules of the EPC]
14. Annual Compliance Testing.  In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 7, the permittee shall perform visible emission tests annually, during each federal fiscal year (October 1 through September 30), with a target date established by the initial compliance test required in Specific Condition 14.  [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a), and Chapter 1-3.50, Rules of the EPC]
15. Testing Requirements.  Visible emission opacity shall be tested by a certified observer in accordance with EPA Method 9 for a minimum of thirty (30) minutes and shall be taken at the point of highest opacity for each emission unit.  [Rules 62-297.310(4)(a)2, and 62-296.711(3), F.A.C., and Chapter 1-3.50, Rules of the EPC]
16. Compliance Test Notification.  The permittee shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the EPC at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin, of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted.  [Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)(9), F.A.C.]
17. Test Report Submittal.  The permittee will submit two (2) copies of the compliance test report required by this permit to the Air Compliance Section of the EPC within forty-five (45) days after the test is complete.  The test report shall contain sufficient detail on the source tested and the test procedures used to allow the EPC to determine if the test was properly conducted and the test results properly computed.  [Rule 62-297.310(8), F.A.C.]
18. Special Compliance Testing.  When the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County (EPC) after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions, or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in Rules 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296, or 62-297, F.A.C., or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it shall require the owner or operator of the source to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the source and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the EPC. [Rule 62-297.310(7)(b), F.A.C.]
Recordkeeping, Emission Factors, and Reporting Requirements
19. Records.  In order to demonstrate continuous compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 5 and 6, the permittee shall maintain records of the scrap metal processing and torch cutting operations.  The emission factor, 0.1 lb/ton of scrap handled, used to estimate the PM emissions is based on the average of the ISRI Title V Workbook, Table D-10.F and the AP-42, Table 12.10-7 factor for PM emitted to the atmosphere.  It is listed here for reference only.  
The facility records shall include, but not be limited to, the following:
A)  Day, Month, and Year of the data recorded;
B)  The total weight of scrap metal received, in short or metric tons (specified), on a monthly basis and the rolling total for the previous consecutive 12 month period;
C)  The total hours of operation of the torch cutting operations, on a monthly basis and the rolling total for the previous consecutive 12 month period;
D)  The total amount of diesel fuel consumed, in gallons on a monthly basis and the rolling total for the previous consecutive 12 month period.
 [Rules 62-4.070(3), and 62-4.160(14)(b), F.A.C.]
20. Records Retention.  All records shall be completed by the end of the following month, shall be maintained onsite and made available to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, state or federal air pollution agency upon request, and kept on file for at least three years from the date of measurement.  [Rules 62-4.070(3), and 62-4.160(14)(b), F.A.C.]
21. Annual Reporting.  The permittee shall submit to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County, by April 1st of each calendar year, a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report (AOR) for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility", for the preceding calendar year.   [Rule 62-210.370(3), F.A.C.]
Permit Applications and Transfers
22. Operation Permit Application.  A complete application for an air operation permit shall be submitted to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 60 days of the completion date of the initial compliance test required in Specific Condition No. 13.  To properly apply for an operation permit, the applicant shall submit the following:
A)  The appropriate Department application form [see Rule 62-210.900, F.A.C. (Forms and Instructions)];
B)  The appropriate operation permit application fee(s);
C)  Copies of the records specified in Specific Condition 19 for the most recent three (3) months of operation.
 [Rules 62-4.070(3), 62-4.090, 62-210.300(2), and 62-210.900, F.A.C.]
23. Transfer of Ownership.  If the permittee wishes to transfer this permit to another owner, an "Application for Transfer of Permit" (DEP Form 62-210.900(7)) shall be submitted, in duplicate, to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County within 30 days after the sale or legal transfer of the permitted facility. [Rule 62-4.120, F.A.C.]
24. Modifications.  The permittee shall provide timely notification to the Environmental Protection Commission of Hillsborough County prior to implementing any changes that may result in a modification to this permit pursuant to Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., Modification.  The changes do not include normal maintenance, but may include, and are not limited to, the following, and may also require prior authorization before implementation:
A)  Alteration or replacement of any equipment or major component of such equipment;
B)  Installation or addition of any equipment which is a source of air pollution;
Note:	Items A and B are not applicable to routine maintenance, repair, or replacement of component parts of an air emissions unit. [Rules 62-210.300 and 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
25. Modification for Permit Extension.  The permittee may request that this permit be extended as a modification of the permit.  Such a request must be submitted to the EPC in writing before the expiration of the permit.  Upon timely submittal of a request for extension, unless the permit automatically expires by statute or rule, the permit will remain in effect until final agency action is taken on the request.  An extension shall be granted if the applicant can demonstrate reasonable assurances that the extended permit will comply with the standards and conditions applicable to the original permit.  [Rule 62-4.080(3), F.A.C.]
