This is the final air construction permit, that authorizes the permanent injection of landfill leachate into the lime spray dryer absorbers (scrubbers) that are part of the air pollution control equipment of the two mass-burn municipal waste combustors (Units 1 and 2) at the Lake County Resource Recovery Facility.
NOTICE AND PUBLICATION
The Department distributed a draft minor air construction permit package on August 20, 2012.  The applicant published the Public Notice in the Orlando Sentinel on August 31, 2012.  The Department received the proof of publication on September 13, 2012. 
COMMENTS
No comments on the Draft Permit were received from the public or the Central District Office.
Comments for minor corrections to the draft permit were received from the applicant during the 14-day comment period.  The comments were not considered significant enough and the recommended changes were accepted as addressed below.  Additions to the permit are indicated below by double underline.  Deletions from the permit are indicated below by strikethrough.
Based on the comments received from the applicant by e-mail on August 28, 2012, the following minor corrections have been made in the final permit.
Section 3. Subsection B. Specific Condition 2.
2.	Permanent Equipment and new construction activities:  To permanently inject leachate into Units 1 and Unit 2 scrubbers, the permittee is authorized to make the following changes to the temporary existing system: 
· The double walled tank will be replaced with a single walled tank.  The tank will be placed inside a concrete containment.
· Storage tanks shall either be located in secondary containment or shall be of double-wall construction and protected by steel bollards.
CONCLUSION
The final action of the Department is to issue the permit with the minor changes, corrections and clarifications as described above.
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
