Minimal emissions are anticipated in the Dry Assembly and Metal Shop areas.  The gel coat, resin application, and resin curing process are in the “lamination” area, where the collection of VOC species and dispersion is provided by four (4) wall mounted exhaust fans.  Control of the VOC is affected by the use of additional interior fans to “push” the VOC towards the “pulling” exhaust fans to control potential emissions during product curing.  This is to ensure that VOC materials are captured and discharged through the exhaust with adequate dispersion.  Compliance for emission limitations is determined by materials record keeping and emissions calculations.

Permitted Capacity.  This is a “Synthetic Minor Permit”, therefore the process rate maximum usage of VOC based raw materials, (raw material which emit volatile organic compound/organic solvents (VOC/OS) shall be controlled and purposely limited to a usage amount that does not allow emissions of total VOC to exceed 24 tons/year, or usage amount of raw material that allow emissions of total HAP to exceed 24 tons/year.

Method of Operation.  HAP based gel coat is applied predominately by spray methods to hull, deck forms and molds in a lamination area and allowed to cure.  HAP based resin and fiberglass is hand applied by rollers and other methods to the gel coat surfaces.  VOC species generated by the gel coat and resin application and curing is dispersed through four (4) wall exhaust fans in the lamination area.  After hardening, fiberglass hull and deck parts are removed.  Excess material is trimmed and surface imperfections are removed by grinding and re-applying of gel coat or resin.  “Good housekeeping practices” provide control of all fugitive particles from the trimming, grinding and some woodworking activities.  No particles are to travel off-site form these activities

Hours of Operation.  The hours of operation for this facility are not limited.

The permittee shall keep records of the styrene content (in percent by weight) of all the resins and gel coats utilized, as well as putty, tooling and surfacing compounds to calculate the consecutive twelve-month rolling average.  The records shall be based upon Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS), vendor provided as‑shipped analyses, or upon analyses of as‑received samples.  The records shall be maintained for a minimum of five (5) years and shall be made available to the Department upon request.

The permittee shall keep records of the total HAP’s content (in percent by weight) of all the resins and gel coats utilized, as well as putty, tooling, and surfacing compounds to calculate the consecutive twelve-month rolling average.  The records shall be based upon MSDS sheets, vendor provided as‑shipped analyses, or upon analyses of as‑received samples.  The records shall be maintained for a minimum of five (5) years and shall be made available to the Department upon request.

The permittee shall keep records of the VOCs emitted on a monthly basis to calculate the consecutive twelve-month rolling average by assuming that all VOC in the coatings and cleanup solvents are evaporated. This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute State recognition or acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the State.  Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express State opinion as to title.
