This permit is classified as a “Synthetic Minor” and is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403.087, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Rules 62-4, 62-296, and 62-297.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the construction of the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

I.  Facility Information
Facility Description
This permit authorizes the construction of a manufacturing facility that provides lamination and gelcoating activities for the manufacture and finishing of fiberglass parts, components and molds.  The permit authorizes the maximum allowable emission limits of HAPs total at 24 tons per year (TPY), HAP individual of styrene (HAP 163) at 9.5 tons per year (TPY) and VOC total at 24 tons per year (TPY). The permittee avoids Title V regulation by accepting federally enforceable limits and controlling emission rates by controlling volume of usage of production materials, during any consecutive twelve-month rolling average.

Marine Concepts provides design, engineering and tooling services, including manufacture of molds using wood and foam and/or styrene-based polyester resins and related materials.  The operations at the facility also include assembly and solvent cleanup.  The dominant products produced are forms, plugs, and molds, principally used in the manufacturing of fiberglass parts and components.

The facility is located at 5575 Doug Taylor Circle, St James City, Florida, 33956, Lee County.

Facility Wide Conditions

1. An integral part of this permit is the attached fifteen (15) General Conditions.

2. Circumvention.  The permittee shall not circumvent the air pollution control equipment or allow the emission of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.

[Rule 62-210.650, F.A.C.]

3. Changes/Modifications.  The permittee shall submit to the Department for review, any changes in, or modifications to: the method of operations; process or pollution control equipment; increase in hours of operation; equipment capacities; or any change which would result in an increase in potential/actual emissions.  Depending on the size and scope of the modification, it may be necessary to submit an application for, and obtain, an air construction permit prior to making the desired change.  Routine maintenance of equipment will not constitute a modification of this permit.

4. The applicant shall retain a licensed Professional Engineer registered in the State of Florida for the inspection of the construction of this project.  Upon completion, the engineer shall inspect for conformity to the construction permit, applications, and associated documents.  An “Application for Air Permit – Non Title V Source” [DEP Form 62-210.99(3)] shall be submitted with the appropriate fee and compliance tests.  The Professional Engineer shall provide signed and sealed results as soon as possible, but no later than 45 days after the last production sampling run.

5. To obtain a permit to operate, the permittee must submit a complete application for an operating permit, including the application fee, to the Department ninety (90) days prior to the expiration date of the construction permit. Operation beyond the construction permit expiration date requires a valid permit to operate.

Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) Emissions or Organic Solvents (OS) Emissions.  The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC) or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.
11.
All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions, and spills of solvent materials.

Special Compliance Tests.  When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in a Department rule or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the emissions unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the emissions unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.

Permitted Capacity.  This is a “Synthetic Minor Permit”, therefore the process rate maximum usage of styrene based raw materials, HAP based raw materials, and/or VOC based raw materials (any raw material which emit styrene, HAP, and/or VOC/OS shall be controlled and purposely limited to a usage amount that does not allow emissions to exceed styrene emissions of 9.5 tons/yr.  During any consecutive twelve-month rolling average, HAP emissions of 24.0 tons/yr. (TPY) during any consecutive twelve-month rolling average, or total VOC emissions of 24.0 tons/yr. (TPY) during any consecutive twelve-month rolling average.

a. All VOC emissions from solvent washings shall be considered in the emission limitations, unless the solvent is directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.

Title V Threshold

In any month (consecutive twelve-month rolling average) that the permittee exceeds the Title V facility thresholds of 10 TPY for Styrene emissions (HAP163), 10 TPY for any single HAP, 25 TPY for Total HAPs, or 100 TPY for VOCs, the permittee shall apply for a Title V permit incorporating 40 CFR 63 Subpart VVVV within 90 days of exceeding the threshold.  The permittee shall notify the Department in writing, within 30 days of exceeding the limit, that they will be submitting an application for a Title V permit.

Visible emissions 

The visible emissions shall not be equal to, or greater than 20% opacity.  (As the designated No. 1   On the Ringelmann Chart).

D. 
Emission Control

1. 
Particulate matter is controlled by work practices and portable shop vac type collectors.  Particulate matter is confined within the building and is not emitted to outside the building.

The permittee shall submit an application for the construction and/or installation of pollution control device(s) if either of the following two events occur:

i.
The Departments receives and validates a complaint about unconfined emissions of particulate matter; or

ii.
The Department observes unconfined emissions during a site visit or inspection.

Resin lamination and gelcoating are the primary sources of the facility’s VOC emissions.  Emissions from these sources are exhausted through wall exhaust fans discharging horizontally.
a.
The exhaust fans shall be in operation at any time while the resin lamination and gelcoating operations are conducted.

b.
The exhaust fans shall continue in operation for a minimum of two (2) hours after the main resin/gelcoating operations are completed.
c.
The permittee shall ensure that all VOC’s and OS’s are emitted through the wall exhaust vents (i.e. ensure a high capture efficiency). 

d.
The building shall be operated at a slight negative pressure.

e.
Filters shall be installed in the exhaust fan inlets to prevent the discharge of any particulate overspray from lamination activities.

In the event that there are complaints about odor from nearby facilities, it will be necessary to review the permit and determine if it will be necessary to add control equipment.

Record Keeping and Reporting Requirements:
1. Mass balance calculations shall comply with the requirements of Rule 62-210.370(2)(c) F.A.C.

The records shall be based upon Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS), vendor provided as‑shipped analyses, or upon analyses of as‑received samples.  The records shall be maintained for a minimum of five (5) years and shall be made available to the Department upon request.

3. The permittee shall keep records of the total HAP’s content (in percent by weight) of all the resins and gelcoats utilized, as well as putty, tooling, and surfacing compounds to calculate on a monthly basis the consecutive twelve-month rolling average.  The records shall be based upon MSDS sheets, vendor provided as‑shipped analyses, or upon analyses of as‑received samples.  The records shall be maintained for a minimum of five (5) years and shall be made available to the Department upon request.

4. The permittee shall keep records of the VOCs emitted on a monthly basis to calculate the consecutive twelve-month rolling average by assuming that all VOC in the coatings and cleanup solvents are evaporated.  The mass fraction of VOC from each coating material (and cleanup solvents) shall be determined from the MSDS supplied from the vendors.  The records shall be maintained for a minimum of five (5) years and shall be made available to the Department upon request.

For each raw material, the permittee shall maintain a file of MSDS which indicates the composition of styrene, VOC, HAP, and other regulated pollutant.  Raw materials include, but are not limited to, solvent coatings, thinners, and cleaners.

The permittee shall maintain record keeping of all emitted emissions.  The record keeping shall track and include the following information:

The quantity of resin utilized in pounds;

A rolling cumulative twelve consecutive month total, in pounds, for each value required to be recorded. 

The file must be maintained on site and made available for inspection upon request.  The permittee shall have until the 15th day of the following month to complete these records.  The records shall be maintained for a minimum of five (5) years and shall be made available to the Department upon request.

The notification shall include:  Pertinent information as to the cause of the problem; the steps being taken to correct the problem and prevent future recurrence; and where applicable, the owner’s intent toward reconstruction of destroyed facilities.  Such notification does not release the permittee from any liability for failure to comply with the conditions of this permit and the regulations.

This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute State recognition or acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the State.  Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express State opinion as to title.
