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Facility and Location

The Bristol Lumber Mill is an existing facility located on Highway 12 South in Bristol, Florida, Liberty County.  The UTM Coordinates:  Zone 16, 689.54 km East and 3358.88 km North; and, Latitude:  30( 20’ 50” North and Longitude:  84( 59’ 10” West.

Regulatory Classification
Title III: The existing facility is a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAP).

Title IV: The existing facility has no units subject to the acid rain provisions of the Clean Air Act.

Title V: The existing facility is a Title V major source of air pollution (Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.).

PSD:  The existing facility is not a PSD-major source of air pollution (Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C.).

Specific Conditions

1. Previous Permits:  This permit supplements all previously issued air construction and operation permits for this emissions unit.  Except for the change noted below, the unit remains subject to the conditions of all other valid air construction and operations permits.  [Rule 62-4.070, F.A.C.]

2. The North Florida Lumber, Bristol Lumber Mill has a current Title V Operation Permit (0770007-007-AV) that was issued November 17, 2002.  The primary air emission sources at the facility include three carbonaceous fuel (wood waste) fired boilers; four lumber and wood drying kilns and a planer mill operation.  The purpose of this construction permit is to increase allowable dimensional lumber drying in Kilns #1 and 2, and decrease wood utility pole drying capacity at Drying Kilns #3 and 4.  The proposed increase in emissions at Kilns #1 and 2 would be offset by an equal decrease in emissions at Kilns #3 and 4.  Lumber drying capacity would increase from 99,691,489 board-feet, per year to 106,651,489 board-feet per year.  Pole drying capacity would decrease form 1,357,359 cubic feet per year to 777,359 cubic feet per year.  No additional fuel would be burned to produce the steam required, since any increased steam supply to the lumber kilns would be offset by decreased steam delivery to the pole drying kilns. Therefore, the effect of the requested process change is anticipated to result in no net increase in potential emissions.  The proposed changes to the facility are as follows:  
EU 015, Four (4) steam-heated lumber and wood pole drying kilns:
· Capacity.  The maximum process rate of this emission unit (all kilns combined) shall not exceed 106,651,489 board-feet of lumber and 777,359 cubic feet of poles in any consecutive 12-month period.  Monthly records of the lumber and poles processed shall be maintained and available for inspection by the Department.
