This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Chapters 62-204 through 297 & 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:



This permit authorizes the operation of a Cedarapids/Standard Havens, Inc., Model CF148 Magnum Counterflow Drum Mix Asphalt Plant with a design capacity to produce a maximum of 250.0 tons/hour of hot mix asphalt concrete.  The dryer is fired with natural gas as the primary fuel with new No. 2 distillate fuel oil having maximum sulfur content not to exceed 0.3% by weight as an alternate fuel.  No. 5 on-specification reclaimed fuel oil having a maximum sulfur content not to exceed 0.9% by weight will be the alternate fuel for the No. 2 fuel oil.  The maximum heat input rate to the dryer while firing any of the fuels separately is 115.0 MMBTU/hour.  



In addition to processing virgin raw materials, this plant also processes Recycle Asphalt Pavement (RAP).  Emissions are controlled by a Cedarapids/Standard Havens, Inc., 11’6” diameter primary dry cyclone separator followed by a Cedarapids/Standard Havens, Inc. Magnum Series, Model 16.5 M, Size 27 baghouse having an air to cloth ratio of 4.8 to 1.0, a total cloth filtration area of 11,677 square feet and a design air flow rate of 56,000 ACFM.  This plant does not have a diesel fired electric generator.



Also included at this plant is an Asphalt Cement Heater used to keep the liquid asphalt at the proper temperature.  The heater is only fired with new No. 2 distillate fuel oil with a maximum sulfur content of 0.5% by weight.  The maximum design heat input rate to the heater is 1.0 MMBTU/hr.  The heater is deemed an insignificant emission unit pursuant to Rule 62-4.040, F.A.C.

RULE APPLICABILITY



The facility is regulated under NSPS - 40 CFR 60, Subpart I (Standards of Performance for Hot Mix Asphalt Facilities) and Rule 62-210.300(3)(c)1., F.A.C. (Conditional Exemptions from Title V Permitting).  Thus the asphalt facility is a Title V synthetic minor source (a non-Title V source) with annual throughput limited to 500,000 tons/year of asphalt concrete and facility fuel usage limited to 1.2 million gallons/year.

4.  Fuel(s): Primary/Back-up/Sulfur Content/Usage Limit(s) – Natural gas shall be the primary fuel used to fire the asphalt concrete plant’s dryer with new No. 2 distillate fuel oil having a maximum sulfur content not to exceed 0.3% by weight as the alternate fuel.  No. 5 on-specification reclaimed fuel oil having a maximum sulfur content not to exceed 0.9% by weight will be the alternate fuel for the dryer’s No. 2 fuel oil.  The asphalt concrete plant’s cement heater shall be fired with only new No. 2 distillate fuel oil having a maximum sulfur content not to exceed 0.5% by weight.  The maximum fuel oil consumption rate of all fuel oils combined shall not exceed 1.2 million gallons in any consecutive 12-month period.    [Rules 62-4.070(3), 62-210.300(3)(c)1.b and c., F.A.C., Permit No. 0810040-003-AO and Permittee’s letter dated June 22, 2001]



5.  Used/reclaimed Fuel Oil Specifications – The permittee shall not burn off-specification used/reclaimed oil.  For each delivery of on-specification used oil, the vendor shall provide an analysis documenting the fuel oil meets the following requirements of 40 CFR 761.20(e)(2) and (3) and 40 CFR 279.11 (July 1, 2001):

6.  Particulate Matter (PM) – Particulate emissions, associated with the asphalt concrete plant, shall not exceed 0.04 grains per standard cubic foot averaged over a three (3) hour period (based on an exhaust airflow of 25,152 dry standard cubic feet per minute (dscfm) and the maximum allowable hours of operation, the expected equivalent particulate emissions are 8.62 lbs./hour and 13.45 TPY).

7.  Visible Emission (VE) Limit – Visible emissions associated with the asphalt concrete plant shall not be equal to or greater than 20% opacity.

[40 CFR 60 Subpart I, 60.92(a)(2) and adopted by reference in Rule 62-204.800(8)(b)12, F.A.C. and Rule 62-210.300(3)(c)1.f., F.A.C.]



8.  Excess Emissions – Excess emissions which are caused entirely or in part by poor maintenance, poor operation, or any other equipment or process failure which may reasonably be prevented during start-up, shutdown, or malfunction shall be prohibited.

[Rule 62-210.700(4), F.A.C.]



9.  Excess Emissions Reporting – In the case of excess emissions resulting from malfunctions, each owner or operator shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Department’s Southwest District and the Manatee County Environmental Management Department (MCEMD) in accordance with Rule 62-4.130, F.A.C.  A full written report on the malfunctions shall be submitted in a quarterly report, if requested by the Department.   [Rule 62-210.700(6), F.A.C.]









10.  Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter – No person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow the emissions of unconfined particulate matter from any emissions unit whatsoever, including, but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrially related activities such as loading, unloading, storing or handling without taking reasonable precautions to prevent such emissions.  Reasonable precautions may include, but shall not be limited to the following:



Watering of unpaved areas when necessary.



Watering of the storage piles as necessary.



{Permitting note:  If operation experience indicates that these reasonable precautions are not sufficient to control unconfined emissions, the Department reserves the right to require additional measures, such as recordkeeping for water truck gallons applied, etc.}

11.  Fugitive Emissions Opacity Standard - In order to provide reasonable assurance that the precautions and practices taken at the plant are adequate, visible emissions of unconfined particulate matter at the plant’s property line shall not exceed 5% opacity.  Exceedance of this limit shall not be considered a violation in and of itself, but an indication that additional control precautions and/or practices beyond those outlined in Specific Condition No. 10 may be necessary.  [Rules 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]



12.  Objectionable Odor – The facility shall no cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants that cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere, which by itself, or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.  [Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C.]



13.    Asbestos Containing Materials – This facility shall not process Asbestos Containing   Materials (ACM), whether regulated asbestos containing material (RACM), category I or category II, and whether friable or non-friable when received at the facility.



"Asbestos" means the asbestiform varieties of serpentinite (chrysotile), riebeckite (crocidolite), cummingtonite�grunerite, anthophyllite, and actinolite�tremolite and includes trade acronyms products such as amosite.



"Asbestos�containing materials", ACM, means any materials which contain more than one percent asbestos as determined by Polarized Light Microscopy. Based on a representative composite sample.

"Asbestos removal project" means renovation or demolition operation in a facility that involves the removal of a threshold amount of regulated asbestos-containing material.



 "Category I Nonfriable Asbestos�Containing Material (ACM)" means asbestos�containing packings, gaskets, resilient floor covering, and asphalt roofing products containing more than 1 percent asbestos as determined using the method specified in Appendix A, Subpart F, 40 CFR Part 763, Section 1, Polarized Light Microscopy.



"Category II Non-friable ACM" means any material, excluding Category I Nonfriable ACM, containing more than 1 percent asbestos as determined using the methods specified in Appendix A, Subpart F, 40 CFR Part 763, Section 1, Polarized Light Microscopy, that, when dry, cannot be crumbled, pulverized, or reduced to powder by hand pressure.

COMPLIANCE TESTING REQUIREMENTS



15.  Visible Emission (VE) Testing – In order to document compliance with Specific Condition No. 7, the permittee shall test the emissions from the asphalt concrete plant’s baghouse for visible emissions between October 1 and September 30 (once per federal fiscal year).  [Rules 62-210.300(3)(c)1.i. and 62-297.310(7)(a), F.A.C.]



16.  Particulate Matter (PM) Testing – In order to document compliance with Specific Condition No. 6, the permittee shall test the emissions from the baghouse of the asphalt concrete plant for particulate matter emissions between October 1 and September 30 (once per federal fiscal year).  [Rules 62-210.300(3)(c)1.i and 62-297.310(7)(a), F.A.C.]



17.  VE Test Method – The asphalt concrete plant’s baghouse shall be tested by a certified observer in accordance with DEP Method 9 for a minimum of thirty (30) minutes or, if the operation is normally completed within less than thirty (30) minutes and does not recur within that time, the test shall last for the length of the batch cycle or operation completion time.  The visible emission test observation period shall include the period which the highest opacity emissions can be reasonably be expected to occur.  [Rules 62-297.401(9)(c) and 62-297.310(4)(a)2.a., F.A.C.]



18.  PM Test Method – The test method for particulate matter, associated with the asphalt concrete plant, shall be EPA Method 5 or 5A, incorporated and adopted by reference in Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

[Rules 62-210.300(3)(c)1.i, and 62-297.401(5), F.A.C.]



19.  Operation Rate During Testing – Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the emission unit operating at capacity, which is defined as 90 to 100 percent of the maximum operation rate allowed by the permit (250.0 tons/hour).  If it is not feasible to test at the permitted capacity, an emission unit may be tested at less than the minimum permitted capacity; however, subsequent emissions unit operation is limited to 110 percent of the test load until a new test is conducted.  Once the unit is so limited, operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than fifteen (15) consecutive days for the purpose of additional compliance testing to regain the authority to operate at the permitted capacity.  (Clarification Note: When a unit is limited to an operating rate at 110 percent of the tested rate, the permittee may provide notice of an additional test in accordance with Specific Condition No. 21.  That notice may specify a 15-day period when the unit will be allowed to operate at higher capacities for the purpose of additional testing.  For example, the 1st two days of the 15-day period may be used to bring the unit up to a higher production level; the next five days may be used for the tests themselves.  After the final test, the unit must be returned to the capacity which existed prior to the most recent test.  Upon written approval by the Department of the most recent test results, the unit may then operate at 110 percent of the most recent test load, not to exceed the maximum rate.)  Acceptance of the test by the Department will automatically constitute an amended permit at the higher tested rate plus 10 percent, but in no case shall the maximum permitted rate of 250.0 tons/hour be exceeded.  Failure to submit the production rate and actual operating conditions in the test report may invalidate the test and fail to provide reasonable assurance of compliance.  



In addition, the concrete asphalt plant shall comply with the following:



A compliance test submitted when the dryer is fired with natural gas will automatically constitute an amended permit to allow the dryer to be only fired with natural gas.  Within thirty (30) days of exceeding the 400th hour of firing the dryer with new No. 2 distillate fuel oil and/or No. 5 on-specification reclaimed fuel oil, a new compliance test shall be conducted with the dryer being fired with new No. 2 distillate fuel oil or No. 5 on-specification reclaimed fuel oil.



A compliance test submitted when the dryer is fired with new No. 2 distillate fuel oil will automatically constitute an amended permit to allow the dryer to be fired with natural gas or new No. 2 distillate fuel oil.  Within thirty (30) days of exceeding 400th hour of firing the dryer with No. 5 on-specification reclaimed fuel oil, a new compliance test shall be conducted with the dryer being fired with No. 5 on-specification reclaimed fuel oil.



.A compliance test submitted when the dryer is fired with No. 5 on-specification reclaimed fuel oil will allow the dryer to be fired with any of the three (3) fuels listed in Specific Condition No. 4.

A compliance test submitted when processing RAP shall limit the plant to processing only RAP.  If the plant is so limited, within thirty (30) days upon processing virgin materials (conventional hot mix asphalt), a new compliance test shall be conducted using only virgin materials.  



A compliance test submitted when processing only virgin materials shall also allow the plant to process RAP.

20.  Additional Compliance Testing – When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emissions or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard contained in a Department rule or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules are being violated, it may require the owner or operator of the emissions unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions from the emissions unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.

21.  Testing Notification – The owner or operator shall notify the Air Compliance Section of the Department’s Southwest District and MCEMD at least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is to begin of the date, time, and place of each such test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted for the owner.

[Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)9., F.A.C.]



22.  Test Report(s) - The owner of an air pollution emissions unit, for which compliance tests are required, shall file a report.  The required test report shall be filed with the Air Compliance Section of the Department’s Southwest District and MCEMD as soon as practical but no later than 45 days after each test is completed.  The test report submittal shall meet all applicable requirements of Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.  Include the following for the test period in the test report submittal*:

Date;



Production rate of asphalt concrete in tons/hr.  If recycle asphalt concrete (RAP) was processed, be sure to include the percent of RAP used;

23.  Stack Sampling – The permittee shall install and maintain stack sampling facilities (as required), including ports, work platforms, access to work platforms, electrical power, and sampling equipment support.  All stack sampling facilities must meet requirements of Rule 62-297, F.A.C. and any Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) Safety and Health Standards described in 29 CFR Part 1910, Subparts D and E.  [Rule 62-297.310(6), F.A.C.]



24.  Required Equipment – The owner or operator of an emission unit for which compliance tests are required shall install, operate, and maintain equipment or instruments necessary to determine process variables, such as process weight input or heat input, when such data are needed in conjunction with emission data to determine the compliance of emissions units with applicable emission limiting standards.  Equipment or instruments used to directly or indirectly determine process variables, including devices such as belt scales, weigh hoppers, flow meters, and tank scales, shall be calibrated and adjusted to indicate the true value of the parameter being measured with sufficient accuracy to allow the applicable process variable to be determined within 10% of its true value.  [Rule 62-297.310(5), F.A.C.]

25.  Operation Records - In order to document continuing compliance with Specific Condition Nos. 3 and 4 the owner shall maintain the following records:

A calculation of the daily average (tons/hour) RAP production rate based on B. and E. above.



Monthly - Record the most recent consecutive 12-month totals of the following: 



Tons of both types of asphalt concrete produced for the month (tons), and a calculation of the most recent consecutive 12-month rolling total asphalt production (tons/consecutive 12-month period);

Total operating hours of the asphalt concrete plant’s dryer for the month (hours), and a calculation of the most recent consecutive 12-month rolling total dryer operating hours (hours/consecutive 12-month period); and

The type(s) and quantity (in gallons) of each fuel oil consumed*



*To demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. 4 the permittee shall also calculate the total quantity of fuel oil consumed for the facility by adding together the value of the fuel oil fired in the dryer and the value for the fuel oil fired in the asphalt concrete heater. 



Daily records shall be completed by the end of the 3rd business day and monthly records shall be completed by the end of the following month.

26.  Fuel Sulfur Content Record - In order to document continuing compliance with the sulfur content limitations [see Specific Condition No. 4], in % by weight of the fuel oil, the permittee shall keep records on either vendor provided as-shipped analysis or on analysis of as-received samples taken at the plant.  The analysis shall be determined by ASTM methods ASTM D4057-88 and ASTM D129-91, ASTM D2622-94 or ASTM D4294-90, adopted and incorporated by reference in Rule 62-297.440(1), F.A.C.

27.  Records Retention – All records shall be recorded in a permanent form suitable for inspection by the Department upon request and shall be kept at the facility for a minimum of the most recent five (5) year period.

28.  AOR – Submit to the Air Compliance Section of the Department’s Southwest District on or before March 1, a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5) (Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility), for the preceding calendar year.

OPERATION PERMIT RENEWAL



29.  Permit Renewal – A completed application to renew this operating permit shall be submitted to the Air Program of the Southwest District Office of the Department and MCEMD no later than 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit.  To properly apply for an operation permit, the applicant shall submit the following:



The appropriate Department application form (see Rule 62-210.900, F.A.C. (Forms and Instructions));



The appropriate operation permit application fee;



Copies of the records specified in Specific Condition No. 25 for the most recent 3 months of operation;



A copy of the most recent compliance test report(s) as required by Specific Condition Nos. 15 and 16.
