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This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection and specifically described below:

This permit authorizes the modification of the construction permit equipment operation requirements.  The previous requirement that all three pieces of beryllium machining equipment be in operation during compliance testing has been revised to allow for operation of fewer pieces of equipment in operation during testing, with the restriction that future operation is restricted to the number of pieces tested until such time as a new compliance test is conducted with a greater number of pieces of equipment in service.  Associated equipment operation recordkeeping requirements were also added.  This permit makes no other modifications to the previous construction permit for this facility. 

This facility consists of a metal machine shop which produces high tolerance components manufactured from beryllium and other specialty metals. The permitted emission unit at this facility is the beryllium machining operations.  Equipment used in beryllium machining consists of three pieces of equipment: a lathe, a mill, and a six-axis machining center.  PM (particulate matter)/HAP (hazardous air pollutant) emissions (i.e. beryllium) from operation of the equipment are controlled by an emission control system which consists of a Spencer Industravac Model SB-515 vacuum type dust collector with a cyclone, baghouse and an inline HEPA filter (99.9% design efficiency).  The Spencer Industravac operates at a design airflow rate of 600 scfm.  The control system exhaust stack exhausts into the upper part of the building, above the level of a hanging ceiling and near a horizontal building ventilation vent.  This emission unit is subject to 40 CFR 61 NESHAP Subpart C – National Emission Standard for Beryllium.

3.  Change Specific Condition No. 12. FROM:

12.  Operation During Compliance Testing - Compliance testing shall be conducted during normal operation of all three (3) pieces of beryllium machining equipment.  The stack report shall include a statement of equipment operation during the test.  Failure to provide such a statement or operating at conditions which do not reflect the normal operating conditions, may invalidate the test.  In addition, the test report shall include the values of control device operating parameters taken during the testing period (see Specific Condition No. 6.b.).

12.  Operation During Compliance Testing - Compliance testing shall be conducted during normal operation of all three (3) permitted pieces of machining equipment (i.e., lathe, a mill, and a six-axis machining center) while machining beryllium, if feasible.  If testing is conducted with fewer pieces of equipment in operation (i.e., 1 or 2), then future operation is limited to no more pieces of equipment in operation machining beryllium at the same time than the number in operation during the most recent compliance test, until such time as a test is conducted with more pieces of equipment in operation.  Once operation is so limited, operation with a greater number of pieces of machining 

equipment in operation at the same time machining beryllium is allowed for no more than 15 consecutive days for the purposes of additional compliance testing to regain the authority to operate at the permitted capacity of 3 machines.  (Clarification:  When a unit is limited to operation of 1 or 2 machines, the permittee may provide a 15-day notice of its intent to conduct an additional test.  The notice shall specify a 15-day period during which the facility will be allowed to operate with a greater number of pieces of equipment for the purposes of testing.)  The test results shall be submitted to the Air Compliance Section of the Southwest District Office of the Department, with a copy to the Air Resources Management section of the Manatee County Environmental Management Department (MCEMD), within 45 days of testing.  The stack report shall include a statement of equipment in operation machining beryllium during the test.  Failure to provide such a statement or operating at conditions which do not reflect the normal operating conditions, may invalidate the test.  In addition, the test report shall include the values of control device operating parameters taken during the testing period (see Specific Condition No. 6.b.).

4.  Insert a new Specific Condition No. 17. as follows:

17.  Equipment Operating Records - In order to document compliance with the equipment in operation requirements of Specific Condition No. 12., the permittee shall keep daily records of the operation of equipment being used to machine beryllium.  At a minimum the records shall contain the following:

If the most recent beryllium emissions compliance test was done with less than 3 machines in operation machining beryllium, then for any day that there are more machines in operation than the number tested the records shall also show the following for each of those machines:

the start and stop time for any period of operation machining beryllium*.

(* Permitting Note: The additional periods of operation records are necessary to document that only the allowed number of pieces of equipment are in operation at the same time machining beryllium as required by Specific Condition No. 12.)
