This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297, and Chapter 62-4.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Florida Department of Environmental Protection:

This permit authorizes the operation of an aircraft ground support equipment manufacturing facility.  The manufacturing processes include painting miscellaneous metal parts.  The facility is considered a minor non-Title V source on the basis of its potential air emissions.  The air pollution emission sources are described below:

Painting Operations (Emission Unit 001) -  Miscellaneous metal parts are painted in a Crowe Manufacturing paint spray booth.  The booth is equipped with a natural gas fired air intake heater with  a design maximum heat rate input of 3.2. MMBtu/hr.  Volatile organic compounds (VOC) and/or hazardous air pollutants (HAP) from paints, thinners, and cleanup solvents are emitted uncontrolled through the paint spray booth stack.  Particulate matter overspray emissions from the booth are controlled by the use of panel filters (Viskon-Aire or similar), which have a minimum collection efficiency of 90%.  The booth has an approximate exhaust flow rate of 17,500 ACFM.

Permitting Note:  The Circuit Board Coating Process and the Resin Dip Process, previously permitted as part of  this emission unit, have been removed and no longer exist at this facility: 

Other Insignificant Emission Sources/Activities
The following emissions units and/or activities are considered insignificant and their associated emissions are not considered in the calculation of facility-wide emissions.

· sandblasting operations controlled by an interior-venting Torit Filter System baghouse (Note: At the time of the issuance of this renewal permit, plans were to sell the blasting equipment and remove it from the facility.) 

· welding

· paint mix room

These emission sources/activities are all exempt from air permitting in accordance with the provisions of Rule 62-210.3000(3)(b)1., F.A.C. (Generic Emissions Unit Exemptions).

Permitting Note:  The following insignificant emission activities shown as being a part of this facility on previous permits have been removed and no longer exist at this facility: conversion coating tanks, waste reduction system natural gas fired heater, and powder coating booth with a natural gas fired oven.

Rule Applicability Note:

Batch vapor, in-line vapor, in-line cold, and batch cold halogenated solvent cleaning machines are not used.  Therefore, the facility is not subject to 40 CFR 63 Subpart T, National Emission Standards for Halogenated Solvent Cleaning

1.  General Conditions - A part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions.

2.  Other Requirements - Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Chapters 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297, or any other requirements under federal, state or local law.

Emission and Operation Limitations

3.  Hours of Operation - The facility is allowed to operate continuously ( i.e., permitted for 8,760 hours/year).

4.  VOC/HAP Emissions -   Emissions of volatile organic compounds (VOC) and Hazardous Air Pollutants (as defined in Rule 62-210.200 (Definitions), F.A.C.) (HAPs) shall be limited facility- wide as shown below.

A.  Total VOC emissions shall not exceed 31.4 tons per consecutive 12-month period.

B. 
Total HAP emissions shall not exceed 24.5 tons in any consecutive 12- month period.

C.
Individual HAP emissions shall not exceed 9.5 tons in any consecutive 12-month period for any single HAP.

5.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) Emissions or Organic Solvents (OS) Emissions - The permittee shall allow no person to store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, VOCs or organic solvents (OS) without applying known and existing vapor-emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department. 


A.
All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions and spills of solvent materials.


B.
All VOC/OS from washings (equipment clean up) shall be directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.


C.
Tightly cover or close all VOC/OS containers when they are not in use.


D.
Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOC/OS.


E.
Immediately confine and clean up VOC/OS spills and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal.

6.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Objectionable Odor Prohibited.   No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

7.  General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards.  General Visible Emissions Standard.  Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

8.  General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards: Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter - All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter (PM) in accordance with the provisions in Rule 62-296.310(3), F.A.C.  These provisions are applicable to any source, including but not limited to, vehicular movement, transportation of materials, construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking, or industrial related activities such as loading, unloading, storing and handling.  Reasonable precautions to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter at this facility include the use of a panel filter system to control overspray emissions from the paint spray booth.  The permittee shall not circumvent any air pollution control device (i.e. spray booth filters) or allow the emissions of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.  

In order to provide reasonable assurance that the paint booth overspray is being effectively controlled, visible emissions  from the spray booth exhaust(s) shall not exceed 5% opacity.  If this value is exceeded it will not be considered a violation in and of itself, but an indication that additional controls may be required.PRIVATE

Recordkeeping Requirements

9.  VOC/HAP Emission Records - A VOC/HAP recordkeeping log shall be maintained to document compliance with Specific Condition No. 4.  At a minimum, the log shall identify and quantify each paint, coating, thinner, solvent, and other material used in the painting

and coating operations which contain VOCs and/or HAPs.  Documentation of solvents consumed, such as during spray paint gun/hose cleanup, may use a mass balance method to determine usage (amount used minus amount collected for disposal or recycle).  The permittee shall record and calculate, at a minimum, the following: 

A.  Monthly:

month of record;


2.
monthly usage of each paint, coating, thinner, solvent, and other materials 
which contain VOCs and/or HAPs (gallons);


3.
density (lbs/gal) and VOC and HAP content (wt %) of each item in A.2;


4.
monthly total HAP and individual HAP emissions (lbs or tons);


5.
monthly total VOC emissions (lbs or tons);


6.
total VOC, total HAP, and individual HAP emissions (tons) for the most 
recent consecutive 12-month period.

B. 
If the HAP emissions for the most recent consecutive 12-month period exceed 80% of the major source thresholds (i.e., exceed 20.0 tons for total HAP, 8.0 tons for individual HAP), the records required in 10(a)1 - 4 shall be kept on a daily basis.  The permittee shall use this information to ensure that the HAP emissions for the upcoming consecutive 12-month period do not exceed permit limitations.  Should the consecutive 12-month period HAP emissions fall below 80% of the major source thresholds, the recordkeeping shall revert to monthly.

C.  Record the date of paint spray booth filter changeouts.

Supporting documentation (MSD sheets, purchase orders, U. S. EPA "VOC DATA SHEETS”, etc.) shall be kept for each paint, coating, thinner, solvent and other material used in the painting and coating operations which includes sufficient information to determine VOC and HAP emissions.  Entries in the above monthly VOC/HAP emission records required by this permit shall be made no later than 15 days after the end of the month. These records shall be recorded on site in a permanent form suitable for inspection by the Department or the Manatee County Environmental Management Department (MCEMD) upon request, and shall be retained for at least the most recent five (5) year period.  Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility – The permittee shall submit each calendar year on or before March 1, a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5), "Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility" (AOR) for the preceding calendar year.  The report may be submitted electronically in accordance with the instructions received with the AOR package sent by the Department, or a hardcopy may be sent to the Air Compliance section of the SWD District of the Department, with a copy to the Manatee County Environmental Management Department (MCEMD).

11.
