These permits (1 document) are issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rules 62‑204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297 & 62-4.  The above permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents, attached hereto or on file with the Department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

For the construction modification (permit 0830082-006-AC) and operation (permit 0830082-007-AF) of a synthetic non-Title V Airport Rescue Fire Fighting (ARFF) Manufacturing Plant (Plant No. 4) that is permitted in accordance with the provisions of Rules 62-210.300(2)(b), F.A.C. (Federally Enforceable State Operation Permits).  The modification is to allow the installation of two new pressurized coating systems (one for each spray booth), each consisting of coating/solvent storage areas as well as mixing and distribution equipment.  Paint will be delivered by truck and stored in the storage area of the appropriate paint room.  As needed, paint will be mixed in a mixing area and transferred to the spray booths through pressurized lines.  When necessary, these transfer lines will be flushed with an appropriate solvent with coatings and flushing solvents collected in an enclosed gun flush box to minimize VOC/HAP emissions.  To the extent possible, solvent from the waste paint and spent flushing solvent will be reclaimed using an onsite solvent distillation system.  This modification also increases the facility-wide volatile organic compound (VOC) limitation from 24 tons/year to 99.0 tons/year.

This facility consists of Paint Spray Booth No. 1, Curing Oven No.1, and Paint Spray Booth No. 2, and associated equipment.  

Paint Spray Booth No. 1 (EU 001) is a totally enclosed custom built booth approximately 41' long x 21' wide x 20' high with a natural gas space heating burner system fired at a maximum heat input rate of 2.0 MMBtu/hour.  Particulate matter emissions from overspray from the booth are controlled by an accordion type air filter.  The Curing Oven (part of EU 001) which follows Paint Spray Booth No. 1 is approximately 41' long x 21' wide x 20' high and is maintained at an inside temperature of at least 1800F with a 2 burner natural gas system fired at a maximum heat input rate of 1.6 MMBtu/hour.

Paint Spray Booth No. 2 (EU 002) is a totally enclosed custom built booth approximately 20’ long x 14’ wide x 10’ high with space heating provided by a natural gas burner system fired at a maximum heat input rate of 1.0 MMBtu/Hour.  Particulate matter emissions from overspray from the booth are controlled by fabric filter pads.  

The following emission activities at the facility are deemed insignificant pursuant to Rule 62-4.040, F.A.C.
· Paint Spray Booth No. 1 natural gas fired burner (2.0 MMBTU/hour)

· Paint Spray Booth No. 2 natural gas fired burner (1.0 MMBTU/hour)

· Curing Oven following Paint Spray Booth No. 1 (natural gas fired burners – total of 1.6 MMBTU/hour)

· Grinding area (enclosed within a building)

· Ladder polishing area (enclosed within a building)

1.  General Conditions - A part of this permit is the attached 15 General Conditions.

2.  Other Requirements - Issuance of this permit does not relieve the permittee from complying with applicable emission limiting standards or other requirements of Florida Administrative Code Rules 62‑204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-213, 62-296, 62-297 & 62-4 or any other requirements under federal, state, or local law.

Operation and Emission Limitations

3.  Operational Hours - The facility is permitted to operate 8,760 hours per year (i.e., no restrictions on operating hours).

[Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C. – Definitions (PTE), as requested in permit application dated 05/13/05]

4.  Visible Emissions Standard – Visible emissions (VE) from this facility shall be less than 20% opacity.

[Rule 62-296.320(4)(b)1., F.A.C. (General Visible Emissions Standard)]

5.  Volatile Organic Compounds (VOC) Emissions Limitation - Total emissions of VOCs from this facility shall not exceed 99.0 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.

[Rule 62-296.320(1), F.A.C., as requested in permit application dated 05/13/05]

6. Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs) - Emissions of HAPs from this facility shall not exceed the following:

A. Total HAP emissions shall not exceed 24.0 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.

B. Emission of any single HAP shall not exceed 9.5 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.

(Permitting Note:  The federally enforceable VOC and HAP limitations in Specific Condition Nos.  5 and 6 above formally make this facility a synthetic minor non-Title V source.  In addition, the Generic and Temporary Exemptions in Rule 62-210.300(3)(b), F.A.C., may not be available.)

7.  Circumvention of Control Equipment - The permittee shall not allow any person to circumvent any pollution control device or allow the emissions of air pollution without the applicable air pollution control device (booth paint overspray filters) operating properly.  In order to provide reasonable assurance that the particulate overspray from the spray booths are adequately controlled, visible emissions from Paint Spray Booth No. 1 (total of 4 stacks) and Paint Spray Booth No. 2 (1 stack) shall each not exceed an opacity of 5%.  If this value is exceeded it will not be considered a violation in and of itself, but an indicator that additional controls and/or measures may be needed.

8.  Objectionable Odor - The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

9.  Fugitive VOC/Organic Solvents (OS) - The permittee shall not store, pump, handle, process, load, unload, or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds (VOC), Hazardous Air Pollutants (HAPs), or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.  The following procedures shall be utilized to minimize pollutant emissions:

A. Maintain tightly fitting cover, lids, etc. on all containers of OS/VOC/HAPs when they are not being handled, tapped, etc.

B. All VOC/HAPs fittings, valve lines, etc. shall be properly maintained.

C. All VOC/HAPs spills shall be attended to immediately and the waste properly disposed of, recycled, etc.

D. All solvent from solvent washings (equipment clean-up) shall be directed into containers that prevent evaporation in the atmosphere.

10.  Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter (PM) – All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent and control generation of unconfined emissions of particulate matter in accordance with the provisions in Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.  Fugitive emissions from the grinding activities are to be controlled by good work practices and housekeeping procedures.  All grinding activities are to be performed inside the designated enclosed building.

11.  Fugitive Emissions Opacity Standard – As an indicator that the precautions to control unconfined particulate matter emissions as required by Specific Condition No. 10 are adequate, emissions of unconfined particulate matter from the building shall not exceed 5% opacity.  If this value is exceeded, it shall not be a violation in and of itself, but an indication that additional control precautions and/or work practices may be necessary.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]     

Recordkeeping and Compliance Documentation Requirements

12.  VOC Monthly Records - In order to document compliance with the VOC limitation of Specific Condition No. 5., the permittee shall maintain monthly VOC records which shall contain at a minimum the following:

A. The total quantity of VOC containing materials (including coatings and solvents used in the spray booths, and ladder polishing) used for the entire facility for the month (see Specific Condition No. 14);

B. The calculated (based upon coating/solvent VOC content) monthly total VOC emissions (pounds or tons per month) for the entire facility; and

C. A cumulative total of the VOC emissions for the most recent consecutive 12-month period (tons per consecutive 12-month period) for the entire facility.

 [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.; Permit No. 0830082-003-AF]

13.  HAPs Monthly Records - In order to document compliance with the HAP limitation of Specific Condition No. 6., the permittee shall maintain monthly HAP records which shall contain, at a minimum, the following:

A. The total quantity of each HAP containing material (including coatings and solvents used in the spray booths, and ladder polishing) used for the entire facility for the month (see Specific Condition No. 14 );

B. The calculated (based upon material HAP content) monthly HAP emissions for each individual HAP and for total HAPs (pounds or tons per month for the total facility--based on A. above); and 

C. A cumulative total of the HAP emissions for each individual HAP and for total HAPs for the most recent consecutive 12-month period (tons per consecutive 12-month period) for the entire facility.

[Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.; Permit No. 0830082-003-AF]

14.  VOC/HAP Recordkeeping Procedures and Documentation - At the permittee’s option the assumption may be made that material purchases equal material usage*.  A mass balance method may be used to determine each material’s usage (amount used minus amount collected for disposal or recycle).  Supporting documentation (MSDS sheets, “As Supplied” sheets, “As Applied” sheets, purchase orders, inventory records, production records, etc.) for the records required by Specific Condition Nos. 12 and 13, which shall include sufficient information to determine VOC and HAP emissions, shall be kept.  Methods of determining amount of material recycled (through a onsite solvent distillation system) or collected for disposal shall be documented and submitted to the SW District Air Program within 60 days of initial operation of the coating system and also within 30 days of making any changes to the recycling/waste collection operations, equipment or methodology.  The permittee shall perform such testing and analysis as required to demonstrate the validity of any VOC/HAP waste capture efficiency assumption, and to have representative samples of their waste collected, submitted to an authorized laboratory and tested (using EPA Method 24) for VOC and HAP content for purposes of confirming waste credits.  The copy of the laboratory report shall be forwarded to the Department along with the above recordkeeping documentation.  The  permittee is required to perform subsequent testing annually to revalidate the VOC/HAP waste capture efficiency and submit the test result to the Department.  The facility shall use the most recent test results in the VOC/HAP recordkeeping waste credit calculations.

15.  Records Retention – The records required by this permit shall be recorded in a permanent form suitable for inspection by the Department upon request, and shall be retained for at least a two (2) year period.

Reporting Requirements

16.  Annual Operating Report (AOR) - Each calendar year on or before March 1, the permittee shall submit to the Air Compliance Section of Southwest District a completed DEP Form 62-210.900(5) – “AOR for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility” for the preceding calendar year.

(Permitting Note:  The records required by Specific Condition Nos. 12 and 13 shall be used as the basis for the actual annual emissions reported on the Annual Operating Report.)

FESOP Renewal

17.  Permit Renewal Application - A completed application to renew this operation permit shall be submitted to the Air Program of the Southwest District Office of the Department no later than 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit.  To properly apply for an operation permit, the applicant shall submit the following:

A. the appropriate application form (see current version of Rule 62-210.900, F.A.C., and/or FDEP Division of Air Resource Management website at: http://www.dep.state.fl.us/air/);

B. the appropriate operation permit application fee; and 

C. copies of the VOC and HAP records (Specific Condition Nos. 12 and 13), including recycle and waste collection credit documentation (see Specific Condition No. 14) for the most recent month.
