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1. GENERAL PROJECT INFORMATION
Air Pollution Regulations
Projects at stationary sources with the potential to emit air pollution are subject to the applicable environmental laws specified in Section 403 of the Florida Statutes (F.S.).  The statutes authorize the Department of Environmental Protection (Department) to establish regulations regarding air quality as part of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), which includes the following applicable chapters:  62-4 (Permits); 62-204 (Air Pollution Control – General Provisions); 62-210 (Stationary Sources – General Requirements); 62-212 (Stationary Sources – Preconstruction Review); 62-213 (Operation Permits for Major Sources of Air Pollution); 62-296 (Stationary Sources - Emission Standards); and 62-297 (Stationary Sources – Emissions Monitoring).  Specifically, air construction permits are required pursuant to Chapters 62-4, 62-210 and 62-212, F.A.C.
In addition, the U. S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) establishes air quality regulations in Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations (CFR).  Part 60 specifies New Source Performance Standards (NSPS) for numerous industrial categories.  Part 61 specifies National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) based on specific pollutants.  Part 63 specifies NESHAP based on the Maximum Achievable Control Technology (MACT) for numerous industrial categories.  The Department adopts these federal regulations in Rule 62-204.800, F.A.C.
Glossary of Common Terms
Because of the technical nature of the project, the permit contains numerous acronyms and abbreviations, which are defined in Appendix A of this permit.
Facility Description and Location
Homette Florida (#535) is an existing manufactured home production facility, which is categorized under Standard Industrial Classification Code No. 2451.  The existing Homette Florida (#535) is located in Marion County at 1230 SW 10th Street in Ocala, Florida.  The UTM coordinates of the existing facility are Zone 17, 388.12 km East, and 3228.31 km North.  This site is in an area that is in attainment (or designated as unclassifiable) for all air pollutants subject to Ambient Air Quality Standards (AAQS).
Facility Regulatory Categories
· The facility is not a major source of hazardous air pollutants (HAP).
· The facility does not operate units subject to the acid rain provisions of the Clean Air Act (CAA).
· The facility is not a Title V major source of air pollution in accordance with Chapter 62-213, F.A.C.
· The facility is not a major stationary source in accordance with Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C. for the Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) of Air Quality.
· This facility is a natural minor source of air pollution. 
Project Description
This is an Air Operation Permit Renewal for No. 0830101-008-AO.
Processing Schedule
April 11, 2017	Received the application and processing fee for a minor source air pollution construction permit.
May 8, 2017	Application considered to be complete.
2. PSD APPLICABILITY
The project is located in Marion County which is in an area that is currently in attainment with the AAQS or is otherwise designated as unclassifiable.  The proposed project will not increase emissions for any PSD pollutant; therefore, the project is not subject to a PSD preconstruction review.
3. DEPARTMENT REVIEW
Brief Discussion of proposed project, equipment, controls etc.
This is an Air Operation Permit Renewal for No. 0830101-008-AO.  A paint booth controls particulate emissions from EU 001, Manufacturing Process with Paint Spray Booth, and a cyclone and baghouse controls particulate emissions from EU 002, Wood and Drywall Cutting Operation with Cyclone and Baghouse.  Based on the Department inspection conducted on March 7, 2017, the cyclone and baghouse were in good condition.  The baghouse filter is changed every six months and the collection bin under the cyclone is emptied several times a day.  
Brief Discussion of Emissions
[bookmark: _Hlk485630624]Approximately 0.20 to 0.45 ton of total VOC (volatile organic compound) was emitted each month in calendar year 2016, based on the monthly air emission logs.  Less than 0.02 ton of each individual HAP (e.g. ethylene glycol, glycol ethers, toluene, xylene, ethyl benzene, hexane, vinyl acetate, methanol, and acetaldehyde was emitted each month in calendar year 2016, based on the monthly air emission logs.  Based on the monthly air emission logs for calendar 2016, the facility is a natural minor facility.
State Requirements
Rule 62-297.620(4), F.A.C., Exceptions and Approval of Alternate Procedures and Requirements.  In the case of an emission unit which has the potential to emit less than 100 tons per year of particulate matter and is equipped with a baghouse, the Secretary or the appropriate Director of District Management may waive any particulate matter compliance test requirements for such emission unit specified in any otherwise applicable rule, and specify an alternate standard of 5 percent opacity. The waiver of compliance test requirements for a particulate emissions unit equipped with a baghouse, and the substitution of the visible emissions standard, shall be specified in the permit issued to the emissions unit. If the Department has reason to believe that the particulate weight emission standard applicable to such an emissions unit is not being met, it shall require that the compliance be demonstrated by the test method specified in the applicable rule.
