f.  Consecutive 12-month total of total HAPs emissions (tons per 12-months)

4. Additional Recordkeeping Requirements: Records specified in Specific Condition A.3. (previous condition) must document the method, calculations, and formulas used in determining the usage rate and the emission rate.  All calculations, including those used to derive emissions, must be clearly documented, and may be presented in the form of a template of sample calculations and available for review on site by the Department. 5. Supporting Documentation: Supporting documentation (chemical usage tracking logs, Safety Data Sheets (SDS), purchase orders, EPA "As Supplied” data sheets, EPA Method 24, etc.) shall be kept for each chemical and associated product which includes sufficient information to determine usage rates and emissions.
