This is the initial “after-the-fact” Air Construction Permit for the facility.  The facility uses conventional industrial equipment and methods (e.g., washing machines or washers; and natural gas-fired dryers) to launder the apparel, mats, mops, and shop towels that it rents to customers.  This air construction permit establishes facility-wide emission limits for VOCs, total HAPS, and individual HAPs for the shop towel laundering process.  

NOTICE AND PUBLICATION
The Department distributed a draft minor air construction permit package on June 4, 2015.  The applicant published the Public Notice in the Riverland News on July 30, 2015.  The Department received the proof of publication on August 6, 2015.  No requests for administrative hearings or requests for extensions of time to file a petition for administrative hearing were received.  

COMMENTS
Applicant
On June 17, 2015, the Department received comments from the applicant.  The following summarizes the comments and the Department’s response.
1. Add the following language to Administrative Requirement No. 6, Modifications: 
[bookmark: _GoBack]For the purpose of this paragraph, the replacement of similar equipment, e.g., replacing an old washer or dryer with a new washer or dryer, would not require obtaining prior authorization from the Department as long as the maximum annual processing rate limit for shop towels remains unchanged.  
Response:  Agreed with comment.  Similar equipment replacement, such as, a washer or dryer considered to be maintenance.  Added the suggested language to Requirement No. 6, Modifications. 
2. Add the following underlined language to the permitting note for Specific Condition No. A.4.:
Permitting Note:  Facility total of VOC, total HAP, and individual HAPs emissions are based on the emissions from EU 001.  Facility total emission limits for VOCs and HAPs do not include fuel burning emissions from the boiler, dryers, and or space heaters.
Response:  Agreed with comment and made the suggested minor change to the Permitting Note.

CONCLUSION
The final action of the Department is to issue the permit with the minor changes as described above. 
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
