This is Permit Number 0850019-002-AO to operate an air pollution source issued pursuant to Chapter 403.087, Florida Statutes (F.S.).  ADD PURPOSE -- EXAMPLE: This is an operation permit renewal to authorize operation of the emission units described in this permit.

NOTICE OF RIGHTS:

Any party to this Order has the right to seek judicial review of the permit under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statutes, by filing a Notice of Appeal under Rule 9.110 of the Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure, with the Clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel of the Department at 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station 35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the Notice of Appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The Notice of Appeal must be filed within 30 days from the date this Order is filed with the Clerk of the Department.

STATEMENT OF BASIS:

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Rules 62-4, and 62-204 through 62-297, and in conformance with all existing regulations of the Florida Department of 

Environmental Protection. Administrative Requirements

Regulating Agencies:  All applications, tests, reports, notifications, or other submittals required by this permit shall be submitted to the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast District Office, Air Program at 400 North Congress Ave, Suite 200, West Palm Beach, Florida, 33401 Telephone 561/681-6600 Fax 561/ 681-6790.

Citation Format:  In this permit, references to F.A.C. Rule 62-xxx refer to rules promulgated under Title 62 of the Florida Administrative Code; references (if any) to 40 CFR 60.xx (or 61.xx or 63.xx) refer to regulations codified under Part 60 (or 61 or 63) of Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations.

1.3 Specific and General Conditions:  The owner or operator shall be subject to the specific conditions of this permit and the owner or operator shall be aware of, and operate under, the attached General Conditions, attached as Appendix A of this permit.  General Conditions are binding and enforceable pursuant to Chapter 403, F.S.

Applicable Regulations:  This facility is subject to regulation of Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Rules 62-4, and 62-204 through 62-297.  Issuance of this permit does not relieve the facility owner or operator from compliance with any other applicable federal, state or local permitting requirements or other regulations.

Other Permits:  This air pollution permit does not preclude the owner or operator from obtaining any other types of required permits, licenses or certifications from this Department or other departments or agencies.

1.6 Renewal of This Permit Required:  An application for renewal of this operation permit must be submitted to the Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast District Office, Air Program at least 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit.  To apply for an operation permit, the applicant shall submit the appropriate application form in quadruplicate, the appropriate application fee, all required compliance test results, and such additional information as the Department may by law require.

2.0
General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards

2.1 Objectionable Odor Prohibited:  No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.

[Rule 62-296.320(2), F.A.C]

{Permitting note: Objectionable odor is defined as any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance}.
2.2 General Visible Emission Standard:  Unless otherwise specified by permit or rule, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emission of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than 20 percent opacity. 

[Rule 62-296.320(4)(b), F.A.C.]

2.3
Unconfined Emission of Particulate Matter:  

No person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow the emission of unconfined particulate matter from any activity, including vehicular movement; transportation of materials; construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking; or industrially related activities such as loading, unloading, storing or handling; without taking reasonable precautions to prevent such emission.

Reasonable precautions include the following: ^DELETE ALL THAT DO NOT APPLY AND DELETE ABOVE IF NONE APPLY
· Paving and maintenance of roads, parking areas, and yards.

· Application of water or environmentally safe dust-suppressant chemicals when necessary to control emission.

· Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under control of the owner or operator to mitigate reentrainment, and from building or work areas to reduce airborne particulate matter.

· Reduction of stockpile height or installation of wind breaks to mitigate wind entrainment of particulate matter from stockpiles.

· Use of spray bar, chute, or partial enclosure to mitigate emission at the drop point to the truck.

3.0
Operation Requirements

3.1 Circumvention:  No person shall circumvent any air pollution control device, or allow the emission of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.

3.2 Excess Emission: Excess emission resulting from startup, shutdown or malfunction of any emission unit shall be permitted providing best operational practices to minimize emission are adhered to, and the duration of excess 

emission shall be minimized but in no case exceeds two hours in any 24-hour period unless specifically authorized by the Department for longer duration.

Excess emission which are caused entirely or in part by poor maintenance, poor operation, or any other equipment or process failure which may reasonably be prevented during startup, shutdown, or malfunction shall be prohibited.

Compliance Testing Requirements

4.1
Test Notification:  Unless otherwise specified in this permit, the Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast District Office, Air Program shall be notified in writing of expected compliance test dates at least fifteen (15) days prior to compliance testing.  The notification shall include the following information: the date, time, and location of each test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted for the owner.

4.2 Testing at Capacity:  Compliance testing shall be conducted with the emission units operating at the permitted capacity (90 to 100% of the maximum permitted operation rate of the emission units).  If an emission unit is not tested at permitted capacity, the emission unit shall not be operated above 110% of the test load until a new test showing compliance is conducted.  Operation of the emission unit above 110% of the test load is allowed for no more than 15 days for the purpose of conducting additional compliance testing to regain the authority to operate at the permitted capacity.

Special Compliance Tests:  When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emission or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard in Rules 62-204 through 62-297 or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it shall require the owner or operator of the emission unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emission from the emission unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.

Reporting and Record Keeping Requirements
5.1
Report Excess Emission:  In case of excess emission resulting from malfunctions, each owner or operator shall notify the Department in accordance with Rule 62-4.130, F.A.C. (condition 5.2 below).  A full written report on the malfunctions shall be submitted in a quarterly report, if requested by the Department.

Report Plant Operation Problems:  If the owner or operator is temporarily unable to comply with any of the conditions of the permit due to breakdown of equipment or destruction by hazard of fire, wind or by other cause, the owner or operator shall immediately notify the Department.  Notification shall include pertinent information as to the cause of the problem, and what steps are being taken to correct the problem and to prevent its recurrence, and where applicable, the owner's intent toward reconstruction of destroyed facilities.  Such notification does not release the owner or operator from any liability for failure to comply with Department rules.

Retain Records:  All records required by this permit shall be kept by the owner or operator and made available for Department inspection for a minimum of   USE TWO YEARS FOR NON-SYNTHETIC MINOR  three three (3) years from the date of such records.

5.4 Compliance Test Reports:  Compliance test reports shall be submitted to the Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast District Office, Air Compliance Section, as soon as practical, but no later than 45 days after the last sampling run of each test is completed.

5.5
Test reports shall provide sufficient detail on the emission unit tested and the test procedures used to allow the Department to determine if the test was properly conducted and the test results properly computed.

Emission Limiting Standards and Operation Restrictions

TIME PERIODS BELOW SHOULD BE ONE OF: consecutive 12-month period, consecutive 365-day period, month, day -- DO NOT USE year!  EMISSION LIMITS MUST BE BASED ON A RULE OR A PREVIOUS CONSTRUCTION PERMIT!
1.1
Visible Emission:  Emission from the silos, weigh hoppers, and other enclosed storage and conveying equipment shall be controlled to the extend necessary to limit visible emission to 5 percent opacity.


[Rule 62-296.414(1), F.A.C.]

1.2 Unconfined Emission:  The owner or operator shall take reasonable precautions to control unconfined emission from hoppers, storage and conveying equipment, conveyor drop points, truck loading and unloading, roads, parking areas, stock piles, and yards as required by Rule 62-296.320(4)(c) F.A.C.  

Management of roads, parking areas, stock piles, and yards, which shall include one or more of the following:

1. Paving and maintenance of roads, parking areas, and yards.

2. Application of water or environmentally safe dust-suppressant chemicals when necessary to control emissions

3. Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under control of the owner or operator to mitigate re-entrainment, and from building or work areas to reduce airborne particulate matter.

4. Reduction of stock pile height or installation of wind breaks to mitigate wind entrainment of particulate matter from stock piles.

2.0
Compliance Testing Requirements
2.1 Each dust collector exhaust point shall be tested for visible emission annually.  Each silo dust collector exhaust point shall be tested by a certified observer in accordance with DEP Method 9 incorporated in Chapter 62-297, F.A.C. 
{Permitting Note: Since both the silos share one dust collector, the dust collector exhaust point shall be tested separately when white cement and gray cement are being loaded}.

[Rules 62-297.310(7)(a) & 62-296.414(4), F.A.C.]

2.2
Visible emission tests of silo dust collector exhaust points shall be conducted while loading the silo at a rate that is

representative of the normal silo loading rate. The minimum loading rate shall be 25 tons per hour unless such rate is unachievable in practice. If emission from the weigh hopper (batcher) operation is also controlled by the silo dust collector, the batching operation shall be in operation during the visible emission test. The batching rate during the emission test shall be representative of the normal batching rate and duration. Each test report shall state the actual silo loading rate during emission testing and, if applicable, whether or not batching occurred during emission testing.

{Permitting note: Emissions from the weigh hopper are controlled by the silos' dust collector}

2.3
The compliance test report shall include the following information on the air pollution control devices and other information as necessary to make a complete report:  

· The silo loading rate during the test run.

· The general condition of the dust collector, and any problems which occur during testing.

Control Equipment: EXAMPLE  The owner or operator shall visually inspect each emission unit and the associated baghouse daily to ensure that the baghouse is operating properly, and shall record the condition of the baghouse and pressure drop when inspected.  The owner or operator shall perform a detailed inspection of the associated baghouse monthly and record the inspection results.  Such inspection shall include general condition of the emission control equipment and ductwork, condition of the bags and appurtenances, and verification of proper operation of the bag cleaning cycle.

Reporting and Record Keeping Requirements 

3.1
The permittee shall maintain records of the occurrence and duration of any malfunction of the air pollution control equipment.

All records required by this permit shall be kept onsite in either paper copy or electronic format, for at least three (3) years from the date of such records.  These records shall be available to the permitting authority or for an inspector's onsite review upon request.
