1. Description and Method of Operation.  

Sand Blasting (grit blasting) is performed on marine hulls for surface preparation prior to application of paint coatings.  The sand blasting is performed inside a total enclosure for emission containment.  The surface coatings are hand applied by brush or roller.  Emissions are particulate Matter (PM10) and Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs).

2. Permitted Capacity: 

EU 001 -  The sand blasting (grit) operation shall not exceed a maximum production rate of 10 lbs/hr (10,000 lbs/year of sand, and EU002 -  The surface coating application (hand painting by brush or roller) shall not exceed a maximum production rate of 1.0 gal/hr (3000 gal/year).

Hours of Operation.  The hours of operation for this emissions unit are not limited.

Emission Limitations and Standards 
4.     Particulate Matter (PM10) emissions shall not exceed 1.0 ton/year and visible emissions not to be equal to or greater than 20% opacity. (VE-20).

5.      Volatile Organic Compounds (VOCs) shall not exceed 9.0 tons/year.

6. 
All VOC emissions from solvent washings shall be considered in the emission limitations in Specific Condition 6., unless the solvent is directed into containers that prevent evaporation into the atmosphere.

All equipment, pipes, hoses, lids, fittings, etc., shall be operated/maintained in such a manner as to minimize leaks, fugitive emissions, and spills of solvent materials.  All raw material storage containers are to be kept sealed when not in process use.

General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards. Objectionable Odor Prohibited.  The permittee shall not cause, suffer, allow, or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  In the event that there are complaints about odor from nearby facilities, it may be required that permit be reviewed to determine if it will be necessary to add control equipment.

General Particulate Emission Limiting Standards.  General Visible Emissions Standard.
Except for emissions units that are subject to a particulate matter or opacity limit set forth or established by rule and reflected by conditions in this permit, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emissions of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than that designated as Number 1 on the Ringelmann Chart (20 percent opacity).  EPA Method 9 is the method of compliance pursuant to Chapter 62-297, F.A.C.

Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter.  No person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow the emissions of unconfined particulate matter from any activity, including vehicular movement; transportation of materials; construction, alteration, demolition or wrecking; or industrially related activities such as loading, unloading, storing or handling; without taking reasonable precautions to prevent such emissions.  Reasonable precautions include the following:

a.
Paving and maintenance of roads, parking areas and yards.

b. 
Application of water or chemicals to control emissions from such activities as demolition of buildings, grading roads, construction, and land clearing.

c. 
Application of asphalt, water, chemicals, or other dust suppressants to unpaved roads, yards, open stock piles, and similar activities.
d. 
Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under the control of the owner or operator of the facility to prevent re-entrainment, and from buildings or work areas to prevent particulate from becoming airborne.

e. Landscaping or planting of vegetation.

f. Use of hoods, fans, filters, and similar equipment to contain, capture, and/or vent particulate matter.

g. Confining abrasive blasting where possible.

h.
Enclosure or covering of conveyor systems.

Application for Operating Permit:  An “Application for an Operating, Air Permit - Non Title V Source” (DEP Form 62-210.900(3) has been submitted with the appropriate fee.  The application will become active within 10 days from the date of this permit.

Test Methods and Procedures

12. 
Method of Compliance for particulate emissions (PM10) : A heavy canvas is attached and sealed to the top of the boat hull and secured with weights at the ground.  Enclosure is 360 degrees around the boat and all sand (grit) blasting is done inside the enclosure.  The area may be tested by a certified observer in accordance with EPA Method 9 for a minimum of 30 minutes or, if the operation is normally completed in less than 30 minutes and does not recur within that time, the test shall last for the length of the silo loading operation.  Maximum allowable 20% opacity.

 13. VOC Emissions:  The VOC emissions are variable due to different paints having different VOC content.  (The maximum paint usage is 1.0 gal/hr.).  The owner or operator of the facility shall maintain records to document the VOC content and the quantity of the coatings used.  The owner or operator shall

retain these records, available for the Department inspection, for a period of at least five (5) years.

Recordkeeping and Reporting Requirements

14.  Annual Operating Report.  The permittee shall submit an Annual Operating Report for Air Pollutant Emitting Facility (DEP Form No. 62-210.900(5) to the Department annually by March 1 of the following year unless otherwise indicated by permit condition or Department request.  The types and amounts of each product used, the calculated VOC emissions and the calculated HAP emissions shall be included in the Annual Operating Report (AOR).

If the Department has reason to believe that any applicable emission standard or condition of the permit is being violated, then the Department may require the permittee to keep additional records, which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emissions.

Changes/Modifications.  The owner or operator shall submit to the Department, for review any changes in, or modifications to: the method of operations; process or pollution control equipment; increase in hours of operation; equipment capacities; or any change, which would result in an increase in potential/actual emissions.  Depending on the size and scope of the modification, it may be necessary to submit an application for, and obtain, an air construction permit prior to making the desired change.  Routine maintenance of equipment will not constitute a modification of this permit.

GENERAL CONDITIONS:

1.
The terms, conditions, requirements, limitations, and restrictions set forth in this permit are “Permit Conditions" and are binding and enforceable pursuant to Sections 403.161, 403.727, or 403.859 through 403.861, Florida Statutes.  The permittee is placed on notice that the Department will review this permit periodically and may initiate enforcement action for any violation of these conditions.

2.
This permit is valid only for the specific processes and operations applied for and indicated in the approved drawings or exhibits.  Any unauthorized deviation from the approved drawings or exhibits, specifications, or conditions of this permit may constitute grounds for revocation and enforcement action by the Department.

3.
As provided in Subsections 403.087(6) and 403.722(5), Florida Statutes, the issuance of this permit does not convey any vested rights or any exclusive privileges.  Neither does it authorize any injury to public or private property or any invasion of personal rights, nor any infringement of federal, state, or local laws or regulations.  This permit is not a waiver or approval of any other Department permit that may be required for other aspects of the total project which are not addressed in the permit.

4.
This permit conveys no title to land or water, does not constitute State recognition or acknowledgment of title, and does not constitute authority for the use of submerged lands unless herein provided and the necessary title or leasehold interests have been obtained from the State.  Only the Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund may express State opinion as to title.

5.
This permit does not relieve the permittee from liability for harm or injury to human health or welfare, animal, or plant life, or property caused by the construction or operation of this permitted source, or from penalties therefore; nor does it allow the permittee to cause pollution in contravention of Florida Statutes and Department rules, unless specifically authorized by any order from the Department.

6.
The permittee shall properly operate and maintain the facility and systems of treatment and control (and related appurtenances) that are installed or used by the permittee to achieve compliance with the conditions of this permit, as required by Department rules.  This provision includes the operation of backup or auxiliary facilities or similar systems when necessary to achieve compliance with the conditions of the permit and when required by Department rules.

7.
The permittee, by accepting this permit, specifically agrees to allow authorized Department personnel, upon presentation of credentials or other documents as may be required by law and at a reasonable time, access to the premises, where the permitted activity is located or conducted to:

If, for any reason, the permittee does not comply with or will be unable to comply with any condition or limitation specified in this permit, the permittee shall immediately provide the

A description of and cause of non-compliance; and

The period of noncompliance, including dates and times; or, if not corrected, the anticipated time the noncompliance is expected to continue, and steps being taken to reduce, eliminate, and prevent recurrence of the non-compliance.


The permittee shall be responsible for any and all damages which may result and may be subject to enforcement action by the Department for penalties or revocation of this permit.

9.
In accepting this permit, the permittee understands and agrees that all records, notes, monitoring data and other information relating to the construction or operation of this permitted source which are submitted to the Department may be used by the Department as evidence in any enforcement case involving the permitted source arising under the Florida Statutes or Department rules, except where such use is prescribed by Sections 403.73 and 403.111, Florida Statutes.  Such evidence shall only be used to the extent it is consistent with the Florida Rules of Civil Procedure and appropriate evidentiary rules.
