Any party to this Order has the right to seek judicial review of the permit under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statutes, by filing a Notice of Appeal under Rule 9.110 of the Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure, with the Clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel of the Department at 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Mail Station 35, Tallahassee, Florida 32399-3000, and by filing a copy of the Notice of Appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The Notice of Appeal must be filed within 30 days from the date this Order is filed with the Clerk of the Department.

STATEMENT OF BASIS:

This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.), and Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Rules 62-4, and 62-204 through 62-297, and in conformance with all existing regulations of the Florida Department of Environmental Protection.  The above named owner or operator is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents attached hereto or on file with the Department, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this permit.

Administrative Requirements

Regulating Agencies:  All applications, tests, reports, notifications, or other submittals required by this permit shall be submitted to the Florida Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast District Office, Air Program at 400 North Congress Avenue, Suite 200, West Palm Beach, Florida, 33401, (Phone 561-681-6600 Fax 561/681-6790).

Citation Format:  In this permit, references to F.A.C. Rule 62-xxx refer to rules promulgated under Title 62 of the Florida Administrative Code; references (if any) to 40 CFR 60.xx (or 61.xx or 63.xx) refer to regulations codified under Part 60 (or 61 or 63) of Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations.

1.3 Specific and General Conditions:  The owner or operator shall be subject to the specific conditions of this permit and the owner or operator shall be aware of, and operate under, the attached General Conditions, attached as Appendix A of this permit.  General Conditions are binding and enforceable pursuant to Chapter 403, F.S.

Applicable Regulations:  This facility is subject to regulation of Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.) Rules 62-4, and 62-204 through 62-297.   Issuance of this permit does not relieve the facility owner or operator from compliance with any other applicable federal, state or local permitting requirements or other regulations.

1.5
Other Permits:  This air pollution permit does not preclude the owner or operator from obtaining any other types of required permits, licenses or certifications from this Department or other departments or agencies.

1.6 Operation Permit Required:  This permit authorizes construction and/or installation of the permitted emission units and initial operation to determine compliance with Department rules.  An operation permit is required for regular operation of the permitted emission units.  The owner or operator shall apply for and receive an operation permit prior to expiration of this permit.  An application for an operation permit shall be submitted to the Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast District Office, Air Program.  To apply for an operation permit, the applicant shall submit the appropriate application fee and, in quadruplicate, the appropriate application form, a certification that construction was completed with a notation of any deviations from the conditions in the construction permit, compliance test results, and such additional information as the Department may by law require.

Extension of This Permit:  The expiration date of this construction permit may be extended upon request of the owner or operator and submission of the appropriate fee to the Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast District Office, Air Program at least 60 days prior to the expiration date of this permit.

General Pollutant Emission Limiting Standards

2.1 Objectionable Odor Prohibited:  No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.

{Permitting note: Objectionable odor is defined as any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance}.
2.2 General Visible Emission Standard:  Unless otherwise specified by permit or rule, no person shall cause, let, permit, suffer or allow to be discharged into the atmosphere the emission of air pollutants from any activity, the density of which is equal to or greater than 20 percent opacity.

3.0
Operation Requirements

3.1 Circumvention:  No person shall circumvent any air pollution control device, or allow the emission of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.

3.2
Excess Emission:  Excess emission resulting from startup, shutdown or malfunction of any emission unit shall be permitted providing best operational practices to minimize emission are adhered to, and the duration of excess emission shall be minimized but in no case exceeds two hours in any 24 hour period unless specifically authorized by the Department for longer duration.

Excess emission which are caused entirely or in part by poor maintenance, poor operation, or any other equipment or process failure which may reasonably be prevented during startup, shutdown, or malfunction shall be prohibited.

4.0
Compliance Testing Requirements

4.1 Test Notification:  Unless otherwise specified in this permit, the Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast District Office, Air Program shall be notified in writing of expected compliance test dates at least fifteen (15) days prior to compliance testing.  The notification shall include the following information: the date, time, and location of each test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted for the owner.

4.2 Testing at Capacity:  Compliance testing shall be conducted with the emission units operating at the permitted capacity (90 to 100% of the maximum permitted operation rate of the emission unit).  If an emission unit is not tested at permitted capacity, the emission unit shall not be operated above 110% of the test load until a new test showing compliance is conducted.  Operation of the emission unit above 110% of the test load is allowed for no more than 15 days for the purpose of conducting additional compliance testing to regain the authority to operate at the permitted capacity.

4.3 Special Compliance Tests:  When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emission or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard in Rules 62-204 through 62-297 or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it shall require the owner or operator of the emission unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emission from the emission unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.

5.0
Reporting and Record Keeping Requirements
5.1 Report Excess Emission:  In case of excess emission resulting from malfunctions, each owner or operator shall notify the Department in accordance with Rule 62-4.130, F.A.C. (condition 5.2 below).  A full written report on the malfunctions shall be submitted in a quarterly report, if requested by the Department.

5.2 Report Operation Problems:  If the owner or operator is temporarily unable to comply with any of the conditions of the permit due to breakdown of equipment or destruction by hazard of fire, wind or by other cause, the owner or operator shall immediately notify the Department.  Notification shall include pertinent information as to the cause of the problem, and what steps are being taken to correct the problem and to prevent its recurrence, and where applicable, the owner's intent toward reconstruction of destroyed facilities.  Such notification does not release the owner or operator from any liability for failure to comply with Department rules.

Retain Records:  All records required by this permit shall be kept by the owner or operator and made available for Department inspection for a minimum of   USE TWO YEARS FOR NON-SYNTHETIC MINOR  threetthree (3) years from the date of such records.

Compliance Test Reports:  Compliance test reports shall be submitted to the Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast District Office, Air Compliance Section, as soon as practical, but no later than 45 days after the last sampling run of each test is completed.  

Test reports shall provide sufficient detail on the emission unit tested and the test procedures used to allow the Department to determine if the test was properly conducted and the test results properly computed.  Test reports, other than for an EPA or DEP Method 9 test, shall include the following information and other information as necessary to make a complete report required pursuant to Rule 297.310(8)(c), F.A.C.:

· The normal type and amount of fuels used and materials processed, and the types and amounts of fuels used and material processed during each test run.

· The means, raw data and computations used to determine the amount of fuels used and materials processed, if necessary to determine compliance with an applicable emission limiting standard.

· The type of air pollution control devices installed on the emission unit, their general condition, their normal operating parameters (pressure drops, total operating current and GPM scrubber water), and their operating parameters during each test run.

· All measured and calculated data required to be determined by each applicable test procedure for each run.

· The detailed calculations for one run that relate the collected data to the calculated emission rate.

· The applicable emission standard, and the resulting maximum allowable emission rate for the emission unit, plus the test result in the same form and unit of measure.

The incinerator consists of a primary and secondary chamber each chamber is fired on LPG gas with a maximum total design heat input rate of 1.3 mm Btu per hour (0.3 mm Btu/hr. the primary chamber and 1.0 mm Btu/hr. the secondary chamber)

Visible Emission:  Visible emission shall not exceed 5 percent opacity except that visible emission not exceeding 20 percent opacity are allowed for up to three minutes in any hour period.

Particulate Emission:  Particulate emission shall not exceed 0.080 grains per dry standard cubic foot of flue gas, corrected to 7 percent oxygenPERIOD.

Carbon Monoxide (CO)  POLLUTANT   Emission:  CO emission shall not exceed 100 parts per million by volume, dry basis, corrected to 7 percent oxygen an hourly average basisPERIOD.

Unrestricted Hours of Operation:  The referenced emission unit may operate continuously (8760 hours per year).

Allowable Fuels:  Fuel burned shall be limited to LPG gas.   CHOOSE WHATEVER IS APPROPRIATE

The volume in the secondary chamber combustion zone shall be sufficient to provide for at least a 1.0 second gas residence time at 1800 degrees Fahrenheit.  The actual operating temperature of the secondary chamber combustion zone shall be no less than 1600 degrees Fahrenheit throughout the combustion process in the primary chamber.  Primary chamber and stack shall not be used in calculating this residence time.  Cremation in the primary chamber shall not begin unless the secondary chamber combustion zone temperature is equal to or greater than 1600 degrees Fahrenheit.

Human crematories shall cremate only dead human bodies with appropriate containers.  The bodies may be clothed. The containers may contain no more than 0.5 percent by weight chlorinated plastics as demonstrated by the manufacturer's data sheet.  If containers are incinerated, documentation from the manufacturers certifying that they are composed of 0.5 percent or less by weight chlorinated plastics must be kept on-file at the site for the duration of their use and for at least two years after their use.  This documentation must also be submitted with any application for an initial or renewal air operation permit or air general permit notification form.  No other material, including biomedical waste* as defined in Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C., shall be incinerated.

* “Biomedical Waste” – Any solid or liquid waste which may present a threat of infection to humans, including nonliquid tissue, body parts, blood, blood products, and body fluids from humans and other primates; laboratory and veterinary wastes which contain human disease-causing agents; and discarded sharps. The following are also included:

(a) Used absorbent materials saturated with blood, blood products, body fluids, or excretions or secretions contaminated with visible blood; and absorbent materials saturated with blood or blood products that have dried.

(b) Non-absorbent, disposable devices that have been contaminated with blood, body fluids, or secretions or excretions visibly contaminated with blood, but have not been treated by a method listed in Section 381.0098, F.S., or a method approved pursuant to Chapter 64E-16, F.A.C.

Operators of the incinerator shall be trained by the equipment manufacturer's representatives or another qualified organization.  The content of the training program shall be submitted to the Department of Environmental Protection, Bureau of Air Regulation for approval.

A copy of the training certificate for each operator having satisfactorily completed the Department-approved training program must be submitted to the Air Compliance Section of this office within 15 days of completion of training.  An operator's certificate shall be kept on file at the facility for the duration of the operator's employment and an additional two years after termination of employment.

1.10 The owner shall not allow the incinerator to be operated unless it is operated by an operator who has satisfactorily completed the required training program.

Particulate Matter:  The owner or operator shall test the referenced emission unit for particulate emission by EPA Method 5 as contained in 40CFR 60 Appendix A.  The minimum sample volume shall be 30 dscf. 

2.3 Carbon Monoxide (CO) Emission: Compliance with the CO emission limitation shall be determined by using EPA Method 10 as contained in 40 CFR Appendix A.

The facility may demonstrate compliance with the carbon monoxide and particulate emission standards by submission of a test report for an identical (same make, model, and capacity) crematory unit operating in compliance with a valid Department air permit and tested pursuant to that permit. The test data in the test report must be less than five years old and may or may not be obtained from the unit that is being permitted.

2.5 Oxygen (O2) Concentration: Oxygen concentration shall be determined by using EPA Meted 3 as contained in 40 CFR 60 Appendix A.

Temperature sensors and recorders shall be calibrated and adjusted to indicate the true value of the temperature being measured with the sufficient accuracy to allow the temperature to be determined within 10 percent of its true value.

Test Frequency:  The facility shall demonstrate emission unit compliance with the visible emission standard upon initial compliance and annually thereafter.  Facilities permitted pursuant to Rule 62-210.300(4), F.A.C., Air General Permits, shall demonstrate compliance within 60 days prior to the submittal date of the air general permit notification form and within 60 days prior to each anniversary of such date.

Reporting and Record Keeping Requirements

Continuous Emission Monitoring Requirements (CEM): Each crematory facility shall install, operate, and maintain continuous monitors to record temperature at the point or beyond where 1.0 second gas residence time is obtained in the secondary chamber combustion zone in accordance with the manufacturer's instructions.  The owner or operator shall maintain a complete file of all measurements, including CEM system, monitoring device, and performance testing measurements; all CEM system performance evaluations; all CEM system or monitoring device calibration checks; and adjustments, preventive maintenance, and corrective maintenance performed on these systems or devices, recorded in a permanent legible form available for inspection.  Continuous temperature monitoring documentation shall include operator name, operator indication of when cremation in the primary chamber begins, date, time, and temperature markings. The file shall be retained for at least two years following the recording of such measurements, maintenance, reports, and records.

3.2 The continuous temperature chart documentation shall include at a minimum the following:

A. Date marking

B. Time marking

C. Temperature scale markings

D. Operator name

E. Operator indication of when cremation of remains in the primary chamber began and when cremation of remains ceased.
