1.3 Specific and General Conditions:  The owner or operator shall be subject to the specific conditions of this permit and the owner or operator shall be aware of, and operate under, the attached General Conditions, attached as Appendix A of this permit.  General Conditions are binding and enforceable pursuant to Chapter 403, F.S.

2.1 Objectionable Odor Prohibited:  No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.

Volatile Organic Compounds/Organic Solvents Emission:  No person shall store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department.

Such controls include the following: ^DELETE ALL THAT DO NOT APPLY AND DELETE ABOVE IF NONE APPLY
Tightly cover or close all VOC containers when they are not in use.

Tightly cover all open tanks that contain VOCs when they are not in use.

Maintain all pipes, valves, fittings, etc., which handle VOCs in good operating condition.

Confine rags used with VOCs to tightly closed, fireproof containers when not in use.

Immediately confine and clean up VOC spills and make sure wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal.

Open Burning Prohibited: Open burning in connection with industrial, commercial, or municipal operations is prohibited, except when:

(b) An emergency exists which requires immediate action to protect human health and safety; or

(c) A county or municipality would use a portable air curtain incinerator to burn yard trash generated by a hurricane, tornado, fire or other disaster and the air curtain incinerator would otherwise be operated in accordance with the permitting exemption criteria of Rule 62-210.300(3), F.A.C.

3.1 Circumvention:  No person shall circumvent any air pollution control device, or allow the emission of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.

Excess Emission:  Excess emission resulting from startup, shutdown or malfunction of any emission unit shall be permitted providing best operational practices to minimize emission are adhered to, and the duration of excess emission shall be minimized but in no case exceeds two hours in any 24 hour period unless specifically authorized by the Department for longer duration.

Excess emission which are caused entirely or in part by poor maintenance, poor operation, or any other equipment or process failure which may reasonably be prevented during startup, shutdown, or malfunction shall be prohibited.

Compliance Testing Requirements

4.1 Test Notification:  Unless otherwise specified in this permit, the Department of Environmental Protection, Southeast District Office, Air Program shall be notified in writing of expected compliance test dates at least fifteen (15) days prior to compliance testing.  The notification shall include the following information: the date, time, and location of each test, and the test contact person who will be responsible for coordinating and having such test conducted for the owner.

4.2 Special Compliance Tests:  When the Department, after investigation, has good reason (such as complaints, increased visible emission or questionable maintenance of control equipment) to believe that any applicable emission standard in Rules 62-204 through 62-297 or in a permit issued pursuant to those rules is being violated, it shall require the owner or operator of the emission unit to conduct compliance tests which identify the nature and quantity of pollutant emission from the emission unit and to provide a report on the results of said tests to the Department.

5.0
Reporting and Record Keeping Requirements
5.1 Report Excess Emission:  In case of excess emission resulting from malfunctions, each owner or operator shall notify the Department in accordance with Rule 62-4.130, F.A.C. (condition 5.2 below).  A full written report on the malfunctions shall be submitted in a quarterly report, if requested by the Department.

5.2 Report Plant Operation Problems:  If the owner or operator is temporarily unable to comply with any of the conditions of the permit due to breakdown of equipment or destruction by hazard of fire, wind or by other cause, the owner or operator shall immediately notify the Department. This emission unit is a 3,000 scfm manufactured by LFG Specialties (Model No. EF1150I12).  This flare will replace the existing 1,500 scfm enclosed flare with a leachate EVAP© Unit.  The new leachate EVAP© Unit (Model No. 3004IM) is an upgrade of the existing unit that was attached to the 1,500-scfm flare.  The upgrade includes replacing the evaporator vessel with larger and improved hardware; a clarifier tank has been added to the system.

For the performance test required in 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(iii)(B), Method 25, 25C or Method 18 of appendix A of this part shall be used to determine compliance with 98 weight-percent efficiency or the 20 ppmv outlet concentration level, unless another method to demonstrate compliance has been approved by the Administrator as provided by 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(I)(B). Method 3 or 3A shall be used to determine oxygen for correcting the NMOC concentration as hexane to 3 percent.  In cases where the outlet concentration is less than 50 ppm NMOC as carbon (8ppm NMOC as Hexane), Method 25A should be used in place of Method 25.   If using Method 18 of 40 CFR 60, Appendix A, the minimum list of compounds to be tested shall be those published in the most recent Compilation of Air Pollutant Emission Factors (AP-42).  The following equation shall be used to calculate efficiency:

The initial annual report shall be submitted within 180 days of installation and start-up of the collection and control system, and shall include the initial performance test report required under 40 CFR 60.8.  For enclosed combustion devices and flares, reportable exceedances are defined under 40 CFR 60.758(c).

8.0 Section 40 CFR 60.758: Recordkeeping requirements.

8.1 Control equipment test results.

Except as provided in 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(I)(B), each owner or operator of a controlled landfill shall keep up-to-date, readily accessible records for the life of the control equipment of the data listed in paragraphs (b)(1) through (b)(4) below as measured during the initial performance test or compliance determination.  Records of subsequent tests or monitoring shall be maintained for a minimum of 5 years.  Records of the control device vendor specifications shall be maintained until removal.

(1) Where an owner or operator subject to the provisions of this subpart seeks to demonstrate compliance with 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(iii) through use of an enclosed combustion device other than a boiler or process heater with a design heat input capacity greater than 44 megawatts:

(i) The average combustion temperature measured at least every 15 minutes and averaged over the same time period of the performance test.

(ii) The percent reduction of NMOC determined as specified in 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(iii)(B) achieved by the control device.

[40 CFR 60.758(2)]

8.2  Equipment operating parameters.

Except as provided in 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(I)(B), each owner or operator of a controlled landfill subject to the provisions of this subpart shall keep for 5 years up-to-date, readily accessible continuous records of the equipment operating parameters specified to be monitored in 40 CFR 60.756 as well as up-to-date, readily accessible records for periods of operation during which the parameter boundaries established during the most recent performance test are exceeded.

(1) The following constitute exceedances that shall be recorded and reported under 40 CFR 60.757(f):

(i) For enclosed combustors except for boilers and process heaters with design heat input capacity of 44 megawatts (150 million British thermal unit per hour) or greater, all 3-hour periods of operation during which the average combustion temperature was more than 28 ºC below the 

average combustion temperature during the most recent performance test at which compliance with 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(iii) was determined.

(2) Each owner or operator subject to the provisions of this subpart shall keep up-to-date, readily accessible continuous records of the indication of flow to the control device or the indication of bypass flow or records of 

monthly inspections of car-seals or lock-and-key configurations used to seal bypass lines, specified under

40 CFR 60.756.

8.3
 Exceedances.

Except as provided in 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(I)(B), each owner or operator subject to the provisions of 40 CFR 60, Subpart WWW shall keep for at least 5 years up-to-date, readily accessible records of all collection and control system exceedances of the operational standards in 40 CFR 60.753, the reading in the subsequent month whether or not the second reading is an exceedance, and the location of each exceedance.

[Rule 62-204.800, F.A.C.; 40 CFR 60.758(e)]

9.0
The Following specific conditions are from 40 CFR 63 Subpart AAAA "National Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants: Municipal Waste Landfills".

The facility shall comply with the applicable requirements of 40 CFR 63 Subpart AAAA by January 16, 2004.

[40 CFR 63.1945(b)]


The facility is no longer required to comply with the requirements of 40 CFR 63 Subpart AAAA, when the facility is no longer required to apply controls as specified in 40 CFR 60.752(b)(2)(v) of 40 CFR 60 Subpart WWW.

[40 CFR 63.1950]


Standards

The facility shall comply with the requirements of 40 CFR 60 Subpart WWW.

[40 CFR 63.1955(a)(1)]


The facility shall comply with the requirements in 40 CFR 63.1960 through 1985 and with the general provisions of the 40 CFR part 63.


How is Compliance is Determined?


Compliance is determined in the same way it is determined for 40 CFR part 60, subpart WWW, including performance testing, monitoring of the collection system, continuous parameter monitoring, and other credible evidence. 

In addition, continuous parameter monitoring data, collected under 40 CFR 60.756(b)(1) (see specific condition 6.1) of subpart WWW, are used to demonstrate compliance with the operating conditions for control systems. 

If a deviation occurs, the facility has failed to meet the control device operating conditions described in this subpart and has deviated from the requirements of this subpart. 

Finally, the facility must develop and implement a written SSM plan according to the provisions in 40 CFR 63.6(e)(3). A copy of the SSM plan must be maintained on site. Failure to write, implement, or maintain a copy of the SSM plan is a deviation from the requirements of this subpart. 

[40 CFR 63.1960]


What is a Deviation?


For the purposes of the landfill monitoring and SSM plan requirements, deviations include the items in paragraphs (a) through (c) of this section. 

(a) A deviation occurs when the control device operating parameter boundaries described in 40 CFR 60.758(c)(1) of subpart WWW (see specific condition # 8.2) are exceeded. 

(b) A deviation occurs when 1 hour or more of the hours during the 3-hour block averaging period does not constitute a valid hour of data. A valid hour of data must have measured values for at least three 15-minute monitoring periods within the hour. 

(c) A deviation occurs when a SSM plan is not developed, implemented, or maintained on site. 

[40 CFR 63.1965]


How to calculate the 3-hour block average used to demonstrate compliance? 


Averages are calculated in the same way as they are calculated in 40 CFR part 60, subpart WWW, except that the data collected during the events listed below are not to be included in any average computed under this subpart: 

(a) Monitoring system breakdowns, repairs, calibration checks, and zero (low-level) and high-level adjustments. 

(b) Startups. 

(c) Shutdowns. 

(d) Malfunctions

[40 CFR 63.1975]


What records and reports must the facility keep and submit? 


(a) Keep records and reports as specified in 40 CFR part 60, subpart WWW with one exception: The facility must submit the annual report described in 40 CFR 60.757(f)  (see sp. Condition # 7.3) every 6 months. 

(b) The facility must also keep records and reports as specified in the general provisions of 40 CFR part 60 and this part (see Appendix C). Applicable records in the general provisions include items such as SSM plans and the SSM plan reports.
