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Plant


This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter(s) 403, Florida Statutes, and Florida Administrative Code Rule(s) 62-210.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents attached hereto or on file with the department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

The permittee may operate a concrete pipe manufacturing plant that includes a single-compartment cement silo, a single-compartment flyash silo, a cement weigh hopper, and an 80-HP boiler.  Each silo is served by a Free Flow, Inc. Model PBV-125 baghouse dust collector (two baghouse dust collectors at the facility, one for each silo) and the cement weight hopper is served by a fabric filter bag.  The 80-HP boiler is exempt from compliance testing and record keeping requirements per Rule 62-210.300(3)(a)3, F.A.C.  

An associated manhole manufacturing plant uses only wet concrete provided via mixer truck and has no regulated emission points.

The facility is located at 2313 Vulcan Road, Apopka, Orange County, Florida.

General Conditions, which are pages 2 and 3, are mailed only to the permittee.
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OPERATING CONDITIONS
 1.  
The pipe plant is permitted to operate 4160 hours per consecutive twelve months, per the application.

Emissions from silos, weigh hoppers (batchers), and other enclosed storage and conveying equipment shall be controlled to the extent necessary to limit visible emissions to 5 percent opacity.

All reasonable precautions shall be taken to prevent emissions of unconfined particulate matter.  Reasonable precautions shall include, but not to be limited to, the following [Rule 62-296.320(4)(c), F.A.C.]:

a)
Application of water when necessary to control emissions.

b)
Removal of particulate matter from roads and other paved areas under control of the owner or operator to prevent reentrainment, and from buildings or work areas to prevent particulate from becoming airborne.

c)    Enclosure or covering of conveyor systems

      d)    Use of a spray or chute to mitigate emissions at the drop point.

No person shall circumvent any pollution control device or allow the emissions of air pollutants without the applicable air pollution control device operating properly.

EMISSION MONITORING AND APPLICABLE TEST PROCEDURES
 5.  
The owner or operator of an emissions unit that is subject to any emission limiting standard shall conduct a compliance test that demonstrates compliance with the applicable emission limiting standard prior to obtaining a renewed operation permit.[Rule 62-297.310(7)(a)3., F.A.C.]. It is recommended that each dust collector exhaust point be tested for visible emissions at least ninety (90) days prior to the permit expiration date.

 6.   Each dust collector exhaust point shall be tested by a certified observer in accordance with DEP Method 9 for a minimum of 30 minutes or, if the operation is normally completed within less than 30 minutes and does not recur within that time, the test shall last for the length of the silo loading operation.

At least 15 days prior to the date on which each formal compliance test is due to begin, the permittee shall provide written notification of the test to the Orange County Environmental Protection Division. The notification must include the following information:  the date, time, and location of each test; the name and telephone number of the facility's contact person who will be responsible for coordinating the test; and the name, company, and telephone number of the person conducting the test.

Testing of emissions shall be conducted with the emissions unit operation at permitted capacity.  The maximum operation rate for each silo (loading rate for each silo) is 28 tons of powdered cement or flyash.  The maximum operation rate for the concrete pipe plant is 42 tons/hr. of concrete pipe or concrete products.  Permitted capacity is defined as 90 to 100 percent of the maximum operation rate allowed by the permit.  If it is impractical to test at permitted capacity, an emissions unit may be tested at less than the minimum permitted capacity; in this case, subsequent emissions unit operation is limited to 110 percent of the test load until a new test is conducted. Once the unit is so limited, operation at higher capacities is allowed for no more than 15 consecutive days for the purpose of additional compliance testing to regain the authority to operate at the permitted capacity.

Reports of the required compliance tests shall be filed with the Orange County Environmental Protection Division as soon as practical but no later than 45 days after the last test is completed.
