Corn Chip, Tortilla Chip and Extruded Product Lines

Modification of Permit 0950078-007-AO

Dear Mr. Johnson:

The Department is in receipt of your request to incorporate changes permitted in air construction permit 0950078-011-AC into the above referenced air operation permit.  The permit is changed as follows:

Permit Page 1:  Description (Fourth Paragraph)

From:
The permittee may operate an extruded product line.  The process equipment includes a raw material mixer, four extruders, fryer, seasoner, conveyor, and packaging equipment.  The emissions from the four extruders are ducted to a rotoclone dynamic collector to remove fines.  The fryer is fueled by propane or natural gas.

To:
The permittee may operate an extruded product line (EU 009).  The process has been upgraded to include a wet type rotoclone to replace the dry rotoclone; the fryer capacity was increased from 1300 pounds per hour (unseasoned) to 2300 pounds per hour (unseasoned); an oil mist eliminator was added; the burner for the fryer was upgraded from 1.0 MMBTU per hour to 2.0 MMBTU per hour; and an indoor-exhausting fume scrubber was added on the seasoning equipment.  Additionally, as requested in the application, this permit changes the annual production limits in air construction permit 0950078-011-AC to period production limits.

For the purpose of compliance testing, the maximum operation rate for each of the two fryers in corn chip product lines 1 and 2 is 1100 pounds per hour; the maximum operation rate for each tortilla chip product line is 1200 pounds per hour; the maximum operation rate for the extruded product line is 1300 pounds per hour; and the maximum operation rate for the raw material handling is 17 tons per hour for railcar unloading and 4.6 tons per hour for pneumatic transfer activities. For the purpose of compliance testing, the maximum operation rate for each of the two fryers in corn chip product lines 1 and 2 is 1100 pounds per hour; the maximum operation rate for each tortilla chip product line is 1200 pounds per hour; the maximum heat input and operation rate for the extruded product line are 2.0 MMBTU per hour and 2300 pounds of unseasoned product per hour, respectively; and the maximum operation rate for the raw material handling is 17 tons per hour for railcar unloading and 4.6 tons per hour for pneumatic transfer activities. RECORDKEEPING

Pursuant to Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C., a log shall be kept for this facility to document compliance with the limitations of Specific Condition Nos. 2, 3, and 5.  The log shall be completed by the end of the following month and retained on file at the facility for at least three years.  At a minimum, the log shall:

a)
Quantify the consecutive 12-month heat input;

b)
Quantify the consecutive 13-period production rates for corn chips, tortilla chips and extruded product; and

c)
Quantify the consecutive 12-month emissions of PM.

{Permitting Note:  A period consists of 4 consecutive weeks and there are 13 consecutive periods in a year.}
Renumber the last Specific Condition (previously 13) as 14.

All other conditions remain the same.

This letter must be attached to your permit, 0950078-007-AO, and becomes a part of this permit.
