This permit is issued under the provisions of Chapter(s) 403, F.S., and Florida Administrative Code Rule(s) 62-210.  The above named permittee is hereby authorized to perform the work or operate the facility shown on the application and approved drawing(s), plans, and other documents attached hereto or on file with the Department and made a part hereof and specifically described as follows:

The permittee may operate a newspaper production facility including a cold solvent cleaning process.  The facility contains twenty-seven Goss Metroliner, eighteen Goss Imperial Folders, five Goss Newsliner Towers.  The facility also has ink storage and recycling processes, an in-house copy service, and a diesel fuel storage facility.  Air emissions occur from the use of wash up solvents during the roller cleaning process and to a lesser extent the emission of VOCs (Volatile Organic Compounds) from printing inks.  For record keeping and compliance, the air emissions are calculated using the percentages emitted in supporting document ID-SCC-7-1, submitted on August 29, 1995, and on file in the Department's Central District office.

The permittee can operate these insignificant activities that are exempt from compliance testing:

a) six small degreasing washing stations,

b) soy based color ink storage tanks,

c) aerosol spray paints, lubricants and degreasers in 16-oz cans,

d) diesel fuel storage/fleet fueling,

e) in-house copy service,

f) plate-making process, and

g) solvent recovery and recycling system. 

The facility includes these permit exempt activities:

a) steam and hot water generators [Rule 62-210.300(3)(a)34., F.A.C.]

b) small woodworking shop [Rule 62-210.300(3)(b)1., F.A.C.]

c) welding activity [Rule 62-210.300(3)(a)13., F.A.C.]

d) six small degreasing washing stations [Rule 62-210.300(3)(a)24., F.A.C.]

The facility is located at 633 North Orange Avenue in Orlando, Orange County, Florida.

The boiler shall be fired with natural gas or propane only.

No person shall store, pump, handle, process, load, unload or use in any process or installation, volatile organic compounds or organic solvents without applying known and existing vapor emission control devices or systems deemed necessary and ordered by the Department [Rule 62-296.320(1)(a) F.A.C.].  To comply, procedures to minimize pollutant emissions should include but not be limited to the following:

a)
Tightly cover or close all VOC containers when they are not in use;

b)
Tightly cover, where possible, all open troughs, basins, baths, tanks, etc. when they are not in use;

c)
Maintain all piping, valves, fittings, etc. in good operating condition;

d)
Prevent excessive air turbulence across exposed VOCs; and,

e)
Immediately confine and clean up VOC spills and make sure certain wastes are placed in closed containers for reuse, recycling or proper disposal.

No person shall cause, suffer, allow or permit the discharge of air pollutants, which cause or contribute to an objectionable odor.  An objectionable odor is defined as any odor present in the outdoor atmosphere which by itself or in combination with other odors, is or may be harmful or injurious to human health or welfare, which unreasonably interferes with the comfortable use and enjoyment of life or property, or which creates a nuisance.

The maximum Orlando Sentinel Communications facility-wide volatile organic compound (VOC) emission rate is limited to less than 100.0 tons per consecutive twelve months, total HAP emissions are limited to less than 25.0 tons per consecutive twelve months, and each HAP emission is limited to less than 10.0 tons per consecutive twelve months.  These limits are accepted by the permittee to make the facility a synthetic minor.

Compliance with the VOC emission limit shall be determined through the use of material balance and the emission rates and percentages used in Document ID-SCC-7-1, submitted on August 29, 1995, and on file in the Department's Central District office.  A spreadsheet using the format of Document ID-SCC-7-1 or the MIRS format shall be updated monthly to obtain the consecutive 12-month VOC total.

In order to demonstrate compliance with condition numbers 3 and 7, and pursuant to Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C., the permittee shall maintain a monthly log at the facility for a period of at least five years from the date the data is recorded.  The log, at a minimum, shall contain the following:

Designation of the month and year of operation for which the records are being tabulated; and

Consecutive 12-month total of VOC, total HAPs, and each HAP emission rates; and

Consecutive 12-month total of ink usage (tons) and wash up solvent usage (tons).

Note: A consecutive 12-month total is equal to the total for the month in question plus the totals for the eleven months previous to the month in question.  A consecutive 12-month total treats each month of the year as the end of a 12-month period.  A 12-month total is not a year-to-date total.  Facilities that have not been operating for 12 months should retain 12-month totals using whatever number of months of data is available until such a time as a consecutive 12-month total can be maintained each month.

Supporting documentation (chemical usage tracking logs, MSDS sheets, purchase orders, EPA "As Supplied” data sheets, EPA Method 24, etc.) shall be kept for each chemical and associated products which includes sufficient information to determine usage rates and emissions.  These records shall be made available to the Department upon request.  Documentation of each chemical reclaimed will use a mass balance method to determine usage/emissions (amount used minus amount collected for disposal or recycle).  The log and documents shall be kept at the facility for at least five years and made available to the Department.  The monthly logs shall be completed by the end of the following month.
