Minor Modification of Construction Permit

Project Name: Emergency generator replacement


This is a minor modification of permit number 0950332-006-AC to replace an emergency generator with new equipment of the same power rating at the subject source.  This modification is necessary because the replacement generator’s engine is subject to a New Source Performance Standard (NSPS) to which the replaced generator’s engine was not subject.  This modification was requested by the permittee in a letter to the Orange County Environmental Protection Division (EPD) dated January 29, 2010 and received February 8, 2010.  
Permit number 0950332-006-AC is hereby changed as follows.
1.  Change the Facility Description on page 2 of 7 as follows.

EU 002 consists of five emergency generators fueled with diesel fuel containing less than 0.05% sulfur.  These generators are not subject to the NSPS 40 CFR Part 60 Subpart IIII, Standards of Performance for Stationary Compression Ignition Internal Combustion Engines.

Emission Unit 003:  One emergency generator  

EU 003 consists of one emergency generator fueled with diesel fuel that has:  a maximum of 500 ppm (0.05%) sulfur; a minimum cetane index of 40 or a maximum aromatic content of 35% by volume.  After June 1, 2010, the fuel sulfur content must not exceed 15 ppm.  The Cypress Ballroom generator is subject to the NSPS 40 CFR Part 60 Subpart IIII, Standards of Performance for Stationary Compression Ignition Internal Combustion Engines.  EPD recommends maintenance checks and readiness tests to insure that the generator is available when needed.

EU 002 consists of four emergency generators fueled with diesel fuel containing less than 0.05% sulfur.  These generators are not subject to NSPS 40 CFR Part 60 Subpart IIII, Standards of Performance for Stationary Compression Ignition Internal Combustion Engines.  These engines are not subject to NESHAP 40 CFR Part 63 Subpart ZZZZ – National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants for Stationary Reciprocating Internal Combustion Engines.

Emission Unit 003:  Two emergency generators  

EU 003 consists of two emergency generators fueled with diesel fuel that has:  a maximum of 500 ppm (0.05%) sulfur; a minimum cetane index of 40 or a maximum aromatic content of 35% by volume.  After June 1, 2010, the fuel sulfur content must not exceed 15 ppm.  The engines of these emergency generators are subject to the NSPS 40 CFR Part 60 Subpart IIII, Standards of Performance for Stationary Compression Ignition Internal Combustion Engines.  EPD recommends maintenance checks and readiness tests to insure that the generators are available when needed.  The NESHAP 40 CFR Part 63 Subpart ZZZZ – National Emissions Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants for Stationary Reciprocating Internal Combustion Engines, applies to the emergency generators’ engines but only requires that those engines comply with 40 CFR Part 60 Subpart IIII because the facility is not a major source of HAP.

2.  Change specific condition number 6 on page 5 of 7 as follows.
FROM:

6. Fuel requirements:  Generators.  The emergency generators shall use diesel fuel that contains no more than 0.05% sulfur by weight.  In addition, diesel fuel for the Cypress Ballroom emergency generator (subject to 40 CFR Part 60 Subpart IIII) must have a minimum cetane index of 40 or a maximum aromatic content of 35% by volume.  Beginning June 1, 2010, diesel fuel for the Cypress Ballroom emergency generator must contain no more than 15 ppm sulfur.
[Permit 0950332-004-AC, 40 CFR Part 60 Subpart IIII, 40 CFR 80.610]

6. Fuel requirements:  Generators.  The emergency generators shall use diesel fuel that contains no more than 0.05% sulfur by weight.  In addition, diesel fuel for the EU 003 emergency generators (subject to 40 CFR Part 60 Subpart IIII) must have a minimum cetane index of 40 or a maximum aromatic content of 35% by volume.  Beginning June 1, 2010, diesel fuel for the EU 003 emergency generators must contain no more than 15 ppm sulfur.
[Permit 0950332-004-AC, 40 CFR Part 60 Subpart IIII, 40 CFR 80.610]
All other descriptions and conditions of permit number 0950332-006-AC remain the same.  This letter must be attached to that permit and becomes part of that permit.

A person whose substantial interests are affected by this permit modification may petition for an administrative proceeding (hearing) in accordance with Section 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed (received) in the Office of the Orange County Attorney, 201 South Rosalind Avenue, Third Floor, Orlando, Florida 32801, within 14 days of receipt of this Permit Modification.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above at the time of filing. The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Section 120.57, F.S.

All petitions filed under these rules shall contain:  (a)The name and address of each agency affected and each agency’s file or identification number, if known; (b) The name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner; the name, address, and telephone number of the petitioner’s representative, if any, which shall be the address for service purposes during the course of the proceeding; and an explanation of how the petitioner’s substantial interests will be affected by the agency determination; (c) A statement of when and how the petitioner received notice of the agency decision; (d) A statement of all disputed issues of material fact. If there are none, the petition must so indicate; (e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action; (f) A statement of the specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action, including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and (g) A statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action petitioner wishes the agency to take with respect to the agency’s proposed action.

If a petition is filed, the administrative hearing process is designed to formulate agency action.  Accordingly, the final EPD action may be different from the position taken by it in this permit modification. Persons whose substantial interests will be affected by the EPD decision with regard to the application have the right to petition to become a party to the proceeding.  The petition must conform to the requirements specified above and be filed (received) within 14 days of receipt of this notice in the Office of the Orange County Attorney at the above address. Failure to petition within the allowed time frame constitutes a waiver of any right such person has to request a hearing under Section 120.57, F.S., and to participate as a party to this proceeding.  Any subsequent intervention will only be at the approval of the presiding officer upon motion filed pursuant to Rule 28-5.207, F.A.C.

This permit modification is final and effective on the date filed with the EPD Clerk unless a petition is filed in accordance with the above paragraphs or unless a request for extension of time in which to file a petition is filed within the time specified for filing a petition and conforms to Rule 62-103.070, F.A.C.  Upon timely filing of a petition or a request for an extension of time this permit modification will not be effective until further Order by EPD.

When the Order (Permit Modification) is final, any party to the Order has the right to seek judicial review of the Order pursuant to Section 120.68, F.S., by the filing of a Notice of Appeal pursuant to Rule 9.110, Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure, with the Office of the Orange County Attorney at the above address; and by filing a copy of the Notice of Appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal. The Notice of Appeal must be filed within 30 days from the date the Final Order is filed with the Clerk of the EPD.
