Enclosed is the administratively corrected page to Air Operation Permit No. 0951327-003-AO for the operation of the Dr. Phillips Hospital located in Orange County at 9400 Turkey Lake Road in Orlando, Florida.  This correction is issued pursuant to Rule 62-210.360, Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.), and Chapter 403, Florida Statutes (F.S.).  This change is made at the applicant’s request dated September 18, 2017, to correct the list of emergency generators in EU 002.  This corrective action does not alter the effective dates of the existing permit.  A copy of this corrective action shall be kept on file at the facility with the permit being corrected and shall be incorporated into the permit the next time it is opened.
The Orange County Environmental Protection Division (EPD) will consider the above-noted action final unless a timely petition for an administrative hearing is filed pursuant to Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  Mediation under Section 120.573, F.S., will not be available for this proposed action.
Petitions:  A person whose substantial interests are affected by the proposed permitting decision may petition for an administrative hearing in accordance with Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S.  The petition must contain the information set forth below and must be filed with (received by) the Office of the Orange County Attorney, 201 South Rosalind Avenue, Third Floor, Orlando, Florida 32801 (Telephone 407-836-7320).  Petitions must be filed within 14 days of receipt of this administratively corrected permit.  A petitioner shall mail a copy of the petition to the applicant at the address indicated above, at the time of filing.  The failure of any person to file a petition within the appropriate time period shall constitute a waiver of that person’s right to request an administrative determination (hearing) under Sections 120.569 and 120.57, F.S., or to intervene in this proceeding and participate as a party to it.  Any subsequent intervention (in a proceeding initiated by another party) will be only at the approval of the presiding officer upon the filing of a motion in compliance with Rule 28-106.205, F.A.C.

If there are none, the petition must so state; (e) A concise statement of the ultimate facts alleged, including the specific facts the petitioner contends warrant reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action; (f) A statement of the specific rules or statutes the petitioner contends require reversal or modification of the agency’s proposed action including an explanation of how the alleged facts relate to the specific rules or statutes; and, (g) A 
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statement of the relief sought by the petitioner, stating precisely the action the petitioner wishes the agency to take with respect to the agency’s proposed action. The notice must be filed within 30 days after this order is filed with the clerk of the EPD.

This air operation permit renews permit 0951327-002-AO that expires June 30, 2015.  
The following changes were made while the permit was open for renewal:
1. The permit format was changed to regroup applicable conditions into subsections for facility-wide, EU 001 and EU 002 specific conditions.
2. The permit was revised to incorporate as specific conditions the applicable requirements of NSPS 40 CFR Part 60 Subpart IIII, Standards of Performance for Stationary Compression Ignition Internal Combustion Engines.  This NSPS was last amended February 27, 2014.  This RICE regulation was previously attached to the permit as an appendix, but the appendix has been omitted here to simplify the permit.  The facility is still subject to the entire federal regulation as adopted by the FDEP.
3. The requirement for fuel sulfur content records was updated to remove ASTM test conditions.
