The plant will use recycled glass as a blast media for the Abrasive Blasting Operation.  The blasting will not take place against a single wall, but will take place in a "corner", i.e., a 90-degree angle of the existing “L” shaped wall, which will make wind much less a factor.  The proposed work will be conducted at the existing Building Blocks Facility, which is a Manufacturer of Architectural Panels categorized under Standard Industrial Classification No. 1771.  The existing facility is located in Osceola County at 1150 Joelson Road in Kissimmee, Florida.  The UTM coordinates are Zone 17, 461.27 km East and 3133.71 km North.  
This final permit is organized into the following sections:  Section 1 (General Information); Section 2 (Administrative Requirements); Section 3 (Emissions Unit Specific Conditions); and Section 4 (Appendices).  Because of the technical nature of the project, the permit contains numerous acronyms and abbreviations, which are defined in Appendix A of Section 4 of this permit.  
STATEMENT OF BASIS
This air pollution construction permit is issued under the provisions of:  Chapter 403 of the Florida Statutes (F.S.) and Chapters 62-4, 62-204, 62-210, 62-212, 62-296 and 62-297 of the Florida Administrative Code (F.A.C.).  The permittee is authorized to conduct the proposed work in accordance with the conditions of this permit.  This project is subject to the general preconstruction review requirements in Rule 62-212.300, F.A.C. and is not subject to the preconstruction review requirements for major stationary sources in Rule 62-212.400, F.A.C. for the Prevention of Significant Deterioration (PSD) of Air Quality.
Upon issuance of this final permit, any party to this order has the right to seek judicial review of it under Section 120.68 of the Florida Statutes by filing a notice of appeal under Rule 9.110 of the Florida Rules of Appellate Procedure with the clerk of the Department of Environmental Protection in the Office of General Counsel (Mail Station #35, 3900 Commonwealth Boulevard, Tallahassee, Florida, 32399-3000) and by filing a copy of the notice of appeal accompanied by the applicable filing fees with the appropriate District Court of Appeal.  The notice must be filed within 30 days after this order is filed with the clerk of the Department.

5. PERFORMANCE RESTRICTIONS
2. [bookmark: _Hlk489434765][bookmark: _Hlk503961555]Permitted Capacity:  In order to demonstrate the facility is a natural minor source of particulate matter emissions, the maximum amount of abrasive blasting media used shall not exceed 150 tons per any consecutive 12-month period.  [Rule 62-210.200(228), “Potential to Emit,” F.A.C., Application No. 0970095-001-AC]
[bookmark: _Hlk504462626]{Permitting note:  The Department has based potential to emit emissions for particulate matter on the expected annual amount of abrasive blasting media of 125 tons per any consecutive 12-month period provided by the Applicant.  The additional amount of abrasive blasting media (25 tons per any consecutive 12-month period) is allowed in the permit limit above to allow for operational flexibility at the facility.}
3. Blast Media:  The facility will use recycled glass only as a blast media for the Abrasive Blasting Operation.  [Rule 62-4.070(3) and Application No. 0970095-001-AC]
4. Unconfined Emissions of Particulate Matter (PM):  The following reasonable precautions shall be followed to minimize unconfined particulate matter emissions from leaving the property grounds:
a. Use of the “L” shaped concrete wall on the property;
b. Reduced speed for vehicular traffic; 
c. Use of dust suppressants or wetting agents;
d. Use of paving or other asphaltic materials;
e. Removal of particulate matter from paved roads and/or other paved areas by vacuum cleaning or wetting prior to sweeping;
f. Covering of trucks, trailers, front end loaders and other vehicles or containers to prevent spillage of particulate matter during transport; 
g. Use of mulch, hydro-seeding, grassing and/or vegetative ground cover on barren areas to prevent or reduce particulate matter from being windblown; and
h. Consider the direction and speed of the wind before commencing abrasive blasting operations each day.

EMISSIONS STANDARDS	
5. Visible Emissions Standard: Visible emissions from the emission unit are limited to less than 20 percent opacity.  However, in order to provide reasonable assurance that the “L” shaped concrete wall and other equipment (i.e., blasting equipment) being used are operated properly, visible emissions shall not exceed 5 percent opacity.  If this value is exceeded (5 percent opacity average over a six-minute period (24 consecutive readings), it will not be considered a violation in and of itself, if the opacity is still less than 20 percent, but may indicate that additional control methods, procedures, or training are necessary.  Additional controls include the following:
a. [bookmark: _Hlk503966563]Use of blast screens; 
b. Use of wet abrasive blasting equipment;  
c. Use of spray bar(s); and
d. Additional Vegetation (minimum height 10 feet).

TESTING REQUIREMENTS
6. [bookmark: _Hlk503966016]Initial Compliance Test:  The emissions unit shall be tested to demonstrate initial compliance with the emissions standards for visible emissions (Specific Condition No. A.5.).  The initial test shall be conducted within 60 days after achieving initial operation of the unit within the blasting area.  [Rule 62-4.070(3), F.A.C.]
[bookmark: _Hlk504048645]{Permitting Note:  The Visible Emission Observer should be 50 feet to 150 feet away from the emission point.  The emission point is approximately the height of the side wall.}
7. Compliance Test (after initial compliance test):  The emissions unit shall be tested to demonstrate compliance with the emissions standards for visible emissions (Specific Condition No. A.5.) at least ninety (90) days prior to the expiration date of the initial operation permit.  The test period shall be 30 minutes.  [Rule 62-297.310(8)(b)1, F.A.C.]

{Permitting Note:  The Visible Emission Observer should be 50 feet to 150 feet away from the emission point.  The emission point is approximately the height of the side wall.}

Monthly Recordkeeping Requirements:  In order to demonstrate compliance with Specific Condition No. A.2., the permittee shall maintain a log at the facility for a period of at least 5 years from the date the data is recorded.  The log shall be made available to the Department upon request. The log shall contain the following:
a. Facility Name, Facility ID No. (i.e., Building Blocks Facility, Facility ID 0970095);
b. Designation of the months and year of operation for which the records are being tabulated;
c. Most recent monthly total of abrasive blasting media used (tons); and

Monthly logs shall be completed by the end of the following month.  
Note: A consecutive 12-month total is equal to the total for the month in question plus the totals for the eleven months previous to the month in question.  A consecutive 12-month total treats each month of the year as the end of a 12-month period.  A 12-month total is not a year-to-date total.  Facilities that have not been operating for 12 months should retain 12-month totals using whatever number of months of data is available until such a time as a consecutive 12-month total can be maintained each month. 12. Additional Recordkeeping Requirements:  Records specified in Specific Condition No. A.11. (previous condition) must document the method, calculations, and formulas used in determining the usage rate and the emission rate.
