In accordance with Rule 62-4.070, F.A.C., a permit shall be issued to the applicant upon such conditions as the Department (Palm Beach County Health Department) may direct, only if the applicant affirmatively provides the Department with reasonable assurance based on plans, test results, installation of pollution control equipment, or other information, that the construction , modification, expansion, or operation or activity of the installation will not discharge, emit, or cause, 


pollution in contravention of Department Standards or rules.  The need for reasonable assurance does extend to all the permit conditions.   No supporting documentation was submitted with the permit application to provide reasonable assurance of compliance with the various permit conditions.
